NEW SCHOOL TAX LAW |
IS NOW IN EFFECT |
The following dispateh from Austin
under a recent date contains infor-
mation which will be of interest to
all school trustees and others econ-
cerned in educational work:
“An important ruling made by the
Attorney General advices the state

that taxes can be levied this year
by school ditsrict under the enabling !
act putting into effect the amendment
to the constitution raising the limit
for school taxes. School districts are
also advised that they have the same
right to levy and collect taxes as

heretofore existing except that the
new law empowers them to levy
taxes not exceeding $1 on the $100
valuation for maintenance of scheol
and a tax not to exceed 50 cents in
payment of school building ‘bonds,
but the maintenance tax, together
with the bond tax, can not exceed
$1.

The new law is now in effect, it
having contined the emergency clause
received the two-thirds
vote and was signed by the govern-
or. School districts may proceed to
hold elections to increase their school

Idol In the “Lama City” |s Worshiped
by Devotees With Almost
Insane Devotion.

An 80-foot wooden image of Buddha
standing on a golden lotus flower with-
In a sacred temple In “The Lama
City,” reserved for residences of Mon-
golian priests, {s worshiped with all
the Insane devotion possible by the
Mongolians. The great figure s heav-
ily gilded, ipecrusted with preclous
stones, and draped with silken clotks,
When the temple is opened to the
faithful of the city of Urga a priest
at the entrance gives each person a
few drops of holy water from a filthy
Jug, and the people, silent with awe,
bathe their faces with the fluid and
prostrate themselves before the statue,
whose head is lost In the shadows of
the temple roof. They kiss its silken
draperies, soiled by the lips of thou-
sands, and each one gathers a hand-
ful of sacred dirt from the temple

floor.

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VARIETY MEANS SUCCESS
IN RAT POISONING

A starved rat will eat anything
from a lead pipe to an old boot, but a
well-fed rodent, such as we have in
the United States, is often finickey
in the matter of food. Rat poisoning
campaigns often fail because
house owrner does not give his intend-
ed victims a sufficient variety of edi-
bles. Specialists of the Biological Sur-

wvey of the Department of Agriculture

of the United States urge a rat-con-
trol campaign in America and they
stress the importance of catering to
the rodents’ taste.

Rat baits may be divided into three
classes: meat foods, vetgetable foods
and cereals. In mixing his baits the

With the Jews the cornerstone was
considered an emblem of power, and
they also performed ceremonies at fts
laying. In medieval times the rite
was taken up by the order of Free
masons and has by them been brought
down to modern days, the Masonike
ceremony of laying a cornerstone be-
ing symbolical.

Nut Butter |s Wholesome.

Oocoa butter, as nut butter is called
in England, was not accepted with en-
thusiasm by the British public when
patural butter became scarce during
the war, so the food committee of the
Royal soclety made some elaborate
tests of its effects on human belngs.
The New York Medical Journal sum-
marizes the results, which show that
slightly less of the fat of cocoa butter
than of that of real butter Is utilized
by the body; It causes no digestive
troubles; when consumed In large
guantities it has a slightly laxative ef-
fect, and In general it I1s a safe and
wholesome food.

HARDING FIRST NEWSPAPER
PUBLISHER PRESIDENT

Washington, March 15 President
Warren G, Harding is the first news-
paper pyblisher to serve as president

f the United States. He is the 29th
chief executive, reckoning Cleve-
land's two terms as separate ones,
because he was the only president

serving twice who was not re-elected.

Nineteen presidents were lawyers
at the time they were elected. Three
are classified as statesmen, two as soi
diers, two as farmers, one as a public
official. Mr. Harding might also fall
in line with the statesmen, as he had
served six years in the senate when
elected and was the first senator te
be elected president.

Virginia leads in the nativity of
presidents. Eight of her sons—Wash-
ington, Jefferson, Madison, Monroe,
William Henry Harrison, Tyler, Tay-
lor and Wilson—have held the highest
office in the gift of the nation.

Ohio has given seven native sons
to the presidency—Grant, Hayes,
Garfield, Benjamin Harrison, Me-
Kinley, Taft and Harding.

Eighteen presidents have been col-
lege men; one was graduated from
West Point, nine had no college edu-
cation.

SOUTHWEST STATE NORMAL

San Marcos, Texas, March 14—
Since the Southwest Texas State Nor-
mal College is primarily a school for
teachers, it is ever anxious to do that
which will further their interests.

In keeping with this principle the
Normal College has decided to divide
the summer session into two terms,
the first beginning June 13 and end-
ing July 21, the second opening July
22 and closing August 26.

The advantages of the new plan
is readily spparent. Under it students
may enroll for either term and re-
ceive a full quarter’s work in the sub-
jects for which they are scheduled.
Since three courses may be taken
during each term, students who at-
tend both will secure credit for six
courses or units under the new plan
instead of five, the regular amount
taken under the old one term sys-
tem,

Moreover, those who cannot spend
the entire summer in school may do
six weeks and still have six weeks
left for vacation.
