Menry Detwiler, Native of Switzeriand,
the First to Practice Homoopathy
in America.

Among the first, If not the first, to
successfully practice homeopathy in
America was Henry Detwller, who
was born In Langenbruck, Switzerland,
December 18, 17005,

He studled wedlicine a number of
years before he came to this country
on a vessel containing 400 French ref-
ugees who left their country after the
defeat of Napoleon Bonaparte. He was
appointed ship physiciap, and success-
fully treated an epldemlic of dysentery
which had broken out during the pas-
sage.

Coming to Pennsylvania, he settled |
in the Lel:igh Valley, and gained promi-
pence by treating a large number of

people who were attacked with a mys-
terious discase which he finally diag- |
nosed as billous colle, resulting from
eating apple butter.

He early made a study of the sys- |
tem of medicine founded by Hahne-
mann, and in 1828 dispensed the first |
remedy in Pennsylvania, in accordance |
with the law of similars, and during |
the remainder of his life was a devoted |
homeopathist,

_ Doctor Detwiler formed an Intimate

acquajintance with Hahonemann, who

gave him a wonderful reception in

Parig, where he met other noted phy-

gicians and sclentists, He gave many

Self-Lumineus Animals.

Not less than 36 different orders of
animals are seif-luminous, we are told
by the new work of B Newton Har
vey on “The Nature of Avimal Light”
These incilude many forms of pee
tozoa, hydreide, Jeliyfish, bryosesa,
polychaete and oligochaete worma,
brittle stars, crustacea, myriopods, Ia
sects, mollusks, primitive chordates
and fishes. None of the luminous spe-
cles inhablit fresh water, all being
terrestrial or marine. The luminosity
is sometimes shown by both larvae
and adults, and in a few instances by
eggs. In experiments made, two sab-
stances have been isolated—luciferase,
an enzyme, and luciferin, a proteld—
and the light appears to result from
bringing these together In the pres-
ence of oxygen and water.

world of business, farming as well
as manufacturing, cannot be cured
now by further waiting for some
great change to take place.

tional’ Headquarters of the American
Legion.

A report to the Legion from Quar-

termaster General of the Army Rog-
ers shows that there are 61,429
American graves in seven foreign
countries, In France 59,937 men of

‘land there are 517, in Belgium 751, in

organization decorated 75,000 graves
overseas last year with a fund of 1,
000,000 francs raised in America and
France.

might be offered for shipment. Judge
Marshall and the two commisioners
agreed to accept the proposition, and
to begin the work of systematic tick
eradication.

It is the intention of the county au-
thorities to build probably 50 or 60
vats by January 1, 1922 when com-
pulsory dipping will likely be en-
forced.
