Chimney wallg collect more or less
molsture during the night, on all sides
Now, If the broad side of the chimney
is toward the east, and If the sun
strikes that part of the chimney first,
that side dries out much quicker than
the north or south side, or the western
side. In time of rainfall, the sast side
ordinarily is dried the guickest. This
general condition has the effect of
pulling the chimney toward the east.
