LACK OF INFORMATION
CONCERNING TUBERCULOSIS

Austin, Texas, Nov. 23.— If tuber­
culosis is discovered and treatment be­
gun early enough it can be cured. 
This has been established as a fact 
by the experience of thousands of 
cases over a large period of years. 
•The chief difficulty encountered in an- 
¿i-tuberculosis work is> the reluctance 
of persons to heed the danger signals 
of tuberculosis in its earlier stages 
and submit themselves fur examina- 
tion by a competent physician, so that 
they may be informed definitely of 
their condition and take steps to rem­
edy it.

The striking example between the 
number of persons known to have tu 
berculosis and the number of cases 
actually existing was brought out re­
cently in Framingham, Massachusetts. 
When 1(he health demonstration was 
l>egun there, only 27 cases of tubercu- 
locis were on record. In the survey 
they conducted, 223 additional cases 
were disclosed.
