ABOUT INCOME TAXES

Following is a statement from
Cemmissioner of Internal Revenue,
David H. Blair, relating to the pro-
cedure with respect to inquiries re-
ceived by the Bureau of Internal Rev-
enue regarding tax Habilities.
“Requests are being received daily
for rulings and advice upon abstract
cases or prospective transactions in-
volving questions or income tax and
profits liability. These requests are
so numerous and the insistence upon
prompt action so great that it seems
advisable at this time definitely to
outline the Buearu’'s policy which will
govern the comsideration of these re-
quests.

“The Revenue Act of 1918 and
1921 depart widely at many points
from prior law or practice, and have
given rise to new questions of such
importance, ¢omplexity and number
that the resources of the Bureau are
no more than adequate to advise tax-
payers promptly on their present lia-
bilities arising out of past transac-
tions. It is impossiblé to answer every

WOULD TAX GASOLINE

Washington, Jan. 11.—A tax of 3
cents a gallon on gasoline to be paid

| by the producer, the proceeds of which

would be used for a soldiers’ bonus, is
proposed in a bill introduced Tuesday
by Representative Bacharach, New
Jersgy, a republican member of the
house ways and means committee,

The tax, Mr. Macharach estimated,
would yield from $240,000,000 to $250,-
000,000 annually—sufficient revenue,
he said, to meet cash payments to
former service men, provided for in
the bill.

The
moment he did so he vacated the of-
fice of Mayor, and every act of his
as mayor, since that time is null and
void.

- SPANIARDS’ DEBT TO MOORS

Art of Tile-Making Is a Legacy Which
invaders Left When They
Were Driven Out.

—

The Spaniards have been fighting
; the Moors for the last 1,000 years,
but the Moors, during the centuries
of thelr eoccupancy of the Iberlam
peninsula as conquerors, developed
‘ much In the way of art and architee-
ture that is most highly valned today.
To them we owe, for one small item,
the tiles which so beautlfully adorn
our bathrooms and which, utilized in
various ways, contribute se much to
the artistic finish of dwellings and
other bulldings. The Moors estab-
Hshed at Seville great tile factories,
and at the present time that city is a
very Important tllemaking center.
In Its neighborhood are deposits of a
clayey earth highly suitable for the
purpose, which is ground fine, sifted,
dawpened and stamped with designs,
then burned with a slow fire. Colors
are applied and the tiles are finally
“haked with high heat for twenty-four
hours.
| Many of the designs are artistic, rep-
resenting scenes fromn Don Quixote,
bull fights, etc. Sacred paintings are
reproduced in tiles for churches. In
fact, thanks to their ancient enemies,
the Moors, the Spaniards have de-
veloped art in ‘tlles far beyond any-
thiug with which we are familiar.

Fourth: the Department of Agricu!-
ture should collect, tabulate, summa- |
rize, and regularly and frequently pub-
lish anC distribute to the farmers, full
Information from all the markets of
the world, so that they shall be as well
Iinformed of their selling position as
buyers now are of their buying posi- |
tion.

Fifth: freedom to Integrate the husl.
ness of agriculture by means of con-
solidated selling agencies, co-ordinat. |
ing and eo-operating in such way as to
put the farmer dn an equal footing
with the Jarge buyers of his producis
and with commercial relations in other
industries,

When a husiness requires speciallized
talent, it has to buy it. So will the
farmers; and perhaps the best way for
thein to get it wonld be to ntilize some
of the present machinery of the-larg.
est established agencies dealing In
farm products, Of course, if he wishes,
the farmer may go further and engage
in flour-milling and other manufactures
of food products. In my opinion, |
however, he would be wise to stop
short of that, Publlic Interest may he
opposed to all great Integrations; bhut,
In justice, should they be forbidden to
the farmer and permitted to others? .
