Welcomed in Texas today was 
I legal beer.
I It came back after 15 years’ 
i absence in a reception which re- 
I sembled a mixture of a football 
victory celebration and a political 
rally.

The starter’s gun was fired at 
12:01 a. m. Bottle caps popped 
and steins were filled to the tune 
of old drinking songs.

Two hundred carloads of beer 
consigned to persons living outside 
of Texas but mysteriously stopped 

j in the Dallas railroad yards, flow­
ed to hundreds of stores, hotels 
and cafes. The cars were released 
for delivery in Dallas after the 
consignors wired railroad authori­
ties that delivery was legal.

Thus, in Dallas and elsewhere in 
Texas beer flowed a few minutes 
after the law became operative.

There was such demand for 
trucks to haul beer in Dallas that 
every transfer company in the city 
was called upon. Near dawn calls 
for more trucks brought responses 
none w’as to be had.

The Clyde-Mallory liner Chero­
kee arrived at Galveston from 
New York with 3,000 barrels and 
18,000 cases of beer, the first 
mentioned item in a specially con­
structed refrigerated compart­
ment.

‘Battle of Books’ 
Will Open Oct. 2

AUSTIN.— A battle of books 

will open here Oct. 2.
On that date a committee of 

teachers will meet to recommend 
changes in textbooks for the pub­
lic school schools.

Members of the committee are 
G. N. Gotke, Brownsville; .lohn 
Ryan, McKinney; J. B. Pace Jr., 
Tahokt, and Misses Mary Hup- 
pertz, San Antonio, and Mamie 
Schaper, Waco.

Their recommendations will go 
to the state board of education 
which meets Oct. 9.

Five-year contracts are to be 
let for millions of books after the 
meeting. This year arithmetic, 
algebra, Latin, two supplemental 
readers, writing books and others 
are to be adopted.

The board will also decide 
whether separate mathematic texts 
shall be provided for junior high 
schools.

Contractors bid at so much per 
book. What a contract will amount 
to depends on how many books are 
ordered durihg the life of the con­
tract, usually five years.

The house, by resolution, asked! 
that former Gov. Ross S. Sterling,! 
Gov. Miriam A. i ’erguson and the! 
state rehabilitation and relief com-j 
mission file reports with its chief 
clerk by Sept. 21.

The senate referred to a com­
mittee of the whole a resolution to | 
create a commission of three rep­
resentatives and three senators to I 
have permanent jurisdiction over 
funds provided by the proposed | 
$20,000,000 state relief bonds.

Both resolutions proposed a 
study of the costs of administra­
tion of relief funds.

The resolutions added fuel to a 
fight over control of ‘ the relief 
funds under way here,

It comes close on the heels of a 
reported notice front Secretary of 
the Interior Ickes that the Texas 
rehabilitation and relief commis­
sion has no place in the federal 
work relief program in Texas.

The state’s own act creating the 
commission gives it no authority 
to receive federal work loans or 
grants, Ickes’ communication is re­
ported to have reminded the gov­
ernor.

The govempr moved swiftly to 
meet one part of Ickes’ objection. 
A bill sent to the legislature and 
marked “ Exhibit C”  specifically 
gives “ each of the state’s boards 
and commissions”  the power to 
make loans and accept federal 
grants.

Announcement of public hear­
ings to open at 2 o’clock Monday 
on all bills to amend state anti­
trust laws was made by the house 
judiciary committee as the house 
adjourned until Monday morning.

A concurrent resolution by Sen­
ator Margie Neal urging speed in 
federal work projects was tabled 
in the house. It passed the senate 
unanimously yesterday.

By resolution. Secretary of Ag­
riculture Wallace was asked to fix 
an equitable price for cotton “ be­
fore it has passed out of the hands 
of the producer.”

The senate refused to consider 
a concurrent resolution giving per­
mission to certain individuals to 
sue the state highway department.

The senate held the topic not 
witlhn the scope of matters for 
which Governor Ferguson called 
the special session.

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Uncertainties Are 
Numerous Under 
Local Option Law

By RAYMOND BROOKS 
AUSTIN.— Counties and pre­

cincts that voted on local option 
for beer will have a hard time 
changing their minds now. 
"'^i'uture local option elections are 
but one of numerous intricate 
questions of law affecting the 
sale of beer after Sept. 15.

Many local officials are now 
concerned whether those who live 
in local option dry areas may go 
outside and buy beer and legally 
transport it back to their homes.

A uniform procedure will be 
worked out to govern this. Under 
the old local option law before 
staetwide prohibition ,it was legal 
to take your liquor with you— f̂or 
your own use— into local option 
dry territory.

The attorney general’s depart­
ment has construed this question: 

“ Whether, when a whole county 
voted dry by local option Aug. 26, 
a precinct in the county may call 
another election.”

Hereafter, the election can only 
jaq on a county-wide unit; and un- j 
der the beer law, the next election 
cannot be held within less than j 
six months of the first. Elections; 
may be called every six months,! 
but will be county-wide in each ■ 
instance. j

Other questions are whether 
publications containing beer ad­
vertising can be sent into local op-j 
tion dry areas, or whether such 
beer advertising can be published 
within the dry areas. I

It appeared probable that the 
legislature, convening next Thurs-, 
day, will be called upon to clarify! 
numerous uncertainties of the 
present law.

BACKING THE CODES
Sen. Walter F. Woodul of Houston has answers from 

fellow-lawmakers that seem to show the state act to 
modify anti-trust laws to conform to the national recovery 
act will go through easily in the session starting this week.

Senator Woodul— who by the way, has not remotely 
held out as an administration man— has asked house and 
senate members about their attitude on reshaping the 
anti-trust law.

He announced out of Houston that 67 members of ihe 
house have declared themselves in favor of the change, 
17 doubtful and none on record against it. Of the 31 sen­
ators, 14 told him they will support the modification, one 
declared against it, and eight were doubtful or said they 
would wait and see the form of thq bill.

The most typical answer given Senator Woodul was, 
“ I favor suspending any laws in conflict with the Presi­
dent’s program.”

Lieut. Gov. Edgar Witt has predicted the legislature 
will approve every measure needed to facilitate the na- 
rional industrial recovery program. Answers of the mem­
bers to the Houston senator’s inquiry suggest as much.

TAIL LIGHTS ON THE WAGONS
Farmers who have paid taxes until they can’t own an 

automobile, and who venture out on the fine public high­
ways in their wagons, must now take further precautions 
besides driving over in the ditch all the time.

The state is going to make them put tail lights on the 
wagons.

Not lights, but red and white reflectors, all that are 
required on trucks.

The highway patrol has been instructed to “ enforce” 
the law requiring the farmer to put a white reflector in 
the left and a red one on the right side of the rear of his 
wagon. Whether enforcement will mean arrest and fine 
for a farmer, or merely instructions to equip the horse- 
drawn vehicles apparently was within the discretion of 
the enforcement officers.

As a suggestion, if the state has power to protect the 
highways from traffic dangers, it wouldn’t be a bad idea 
to stop some of the trucks that have glaring headlights 
that blind all approaching drivers for 400 yards, and either 
take the headlights off entirely, or take their light out of 
the eyes of other drivers and put it down on the road. A 
good many hundred more people have been killed be­
cause of such glaring headlights than by the failure of 
farmers to put tail lights on the wagons they drive down 
in the ditches while money-making traffic hogs the high­
way paid for by the farmer and other citizens.

Legal '¿.à iieer 
Flowing Since 

Last Midnight
I Legal 3.2 beer began flowing in 
, Texas at one minute after mid­

night last night. At the election 
held last month Eastland county 

 ̂ remained in the dry column, but 
Stephens county, a border county 
on the north, and Shackelford 

¡ county, just northwest of Eastland, 
are wet and beer may be obtained 

i there.
i  Exactly 3.2 miles from Ranger 
north across the Stephens county 
line places have been arranged and 
stocked with beer. This is also true 
a few miles north of Eastland and 
just across the Eastland-Stephens 
county line.

! Transportation of beer into dry 
I territories is not prohibited under 
j the law regulating the manufac- 
I ture and sale of beverages contain- 
I ing not more than 3.2 alcohol, El- 
I bert Hooper, first assistant attor­
ney general has ruled.

Hooper said it would be lawful 
for a person to purchase beer in 
wet territory and transport it to 
his home for personal consump­
tion. It also would be legal to have 
it delivered in dry territory by 
transportation agencies, he ruled.

The law prohibits places whose 
principal business is the sale of 
beer from disposing of the bever­
age between the hours of 12 mid­
night and 7 a. m. of any day. Also 
places whose principal business is 
the sale of beer are forbidden 
from selling it between the hours 
of 12 midnight on Saturdays and 
7 a. m. on Mondays.

Must Be 21 to Buy
There is nothing in the law to 

indicate that restaurants, hotels, 
and other concerns not selling beek 
as their principal business would 
be required to desist from the sale 
at any time.

The regulatory law provides 
beer shall not be sold to a person 
less than 21 years old and directs 
that no person less than 18 years 
old shall be employed in any es­
tablishment whose principal busi- 

1 ness is the sale of beer.
I The county commissioners court 
I can prohibit the sale of beer by 
I any dealer whose principal busi­
ness is the sale of beer where the 
place of business is within 300 
feet of any church, school or other 
educational institution.

Under Hooper’s interpretation 
of the beer law, “ the manufacture, 
sale, barter, exchange” of 3.2 bev­
erages only is prohibited in dry 
areas.

Hooper said it appeared that ex­
isting liquor regulations had been 
relaxed even in the case of coun­
ties and political subdivisions that 
have voted dry. He cited the sta­
tute in effect before the new law 
was passed which made it unlaw­
ful “ to possess or receive for the 
purpose of sale, transport, export,

The constitutional amendment 
merely provided that it should con­
tinue to be unlawful to “manufac­
ture, sell, barter or exchange” bev­
erages in dry territories containing 
more than 1 per cent of alcohol by 
weight.

“ It should be noted that the act 
in question does not purport to be 
amendatory, but was enacted as an 
original and independent law upon 
the subject of beer and wine,” Mr. 
Hooper said. “ It is complete in it­
self and covers the whole field of 
regulation respecting beer pnd

v/ine. The act does not transgress 
any constitutional requirement as 
to amendments, even though it' 
does, by implication, modify and 
repeal parts of prior legislative 
acts.”

Hooper said the consitutional 
amendment directed the legislature 
to enact laws dealing with “ posses­
sion for sale” an item that had 
been left out of new beer law.

Solomon’s name means peace­
able; given to him by David in his 
later days of turmoil and express­
ed his desire for peace. Solomon 
was the son of Bathsheba, the for­
mer wife of Uriah, whom David 
had killed that he might possess 
her. Following this sin of David 
’was a time of wickedness and tur­
moil to which Solomon’s weakness 
in later life was attributed.

Solomon’s heart was turned 
from his father’s God, not to the 
idols of his heathen wives, to his 
love of self expressed in terms of 
magnifying and exacting service 
from others to flatter his vanity.

After all, are not most of the 
woves of this world patterned after 
just such a love?
