WASHINGTON, Sept. 10—Am-
erican warships were ordered with-
drawn from Spain today to near-
by European ports.

Secrctary. of State Hull an-
nounted that the order had been
issued by the Navy Department
after consultation. with the State
Department and would become ef-
fective immediately.

Hull said the ships would not
return to Spain except to evacuate
American nationals. .

The Spanish rebels were trium-
phant in the northeastern Bay of
Biscay region, but met renewed
government offensive elsewhere in
Spain today.

While the loyalists prepared a
“battalion of death’” to storm the
Alcazar in Toledo, where 1200 re-
bels were beseiged, the govern-
ment forces closed in on Talavara,
west of the city. Loyalists also
were active in the Zaragoza region
to the northeast.

School Worth Cost

Figure sharks in one or.another of the federal depart-
ments in Washington have been taking a look at the cost
of public education, and they have just emerged with the
announcement that it costs $9.18 to give a city child a
year’s education in the public schols. For rural children,
the cost is a good deal lower.

The figure is worth remembering. Considering what

we get for our money where the public schools are con-

cerned, it is remarkably low.
For the plain fact is that today’s schoolma’am does a |

great deal more than teach her youngsters the tra:di—
tional three R’s. Year after year we have been unloading

on her shoulders much of the work which previously had |

been performed by fathers and mothers.

When Junior trudges off to school nowadays, he is
not merely setting out to learn how to read and write
and cipher. He is also going to be taught how to avoid
the.dangers of city raffic, how to keep his teeth and ears
clean, how to read the newspapers and find out what is
going on in the world, and how to get along with his
fellows.

- He will acquire those fundamental ideals of honesty,
good conduct, and co-operation which, a generation ago,
he would have got in the home or nowhere.

. 'He will learn about the Boston tea party and he will

also be taught those little details of local history which
old-time schools considered beneath their dignity. If he

has any special talent in the way or drawing ability, a
knack of working with his hands, or a flair for music, the
school will find it out and develop it. &3

learn about it from the school.

American Cotton

Reduced Agan

WASHINGTON,—The smallest
prospective world supply of Amer-

ican cotton since 1929 was report-

ed today by the Bureau of Agri-
cultural Economies.

Latest crops reports plus trade |

estimates of world carry-over ag’|
of August 1 indicate a present to-
tal world supply of about 19,600,
000 bales of American cotton. Last
year’s supply was slightly larger.

The peak of the supply—26,-
000,000 bales—in recent years was
in 1931. Stocks continued burden-
some until 1934 when the crop to-
taled less than 10,000,000 bales,
and the world supply of American
cottont was about 20,000,000 bales.
This supply about equalled the
1923-32 ten year average.

A sharp improvement in price

~oincident with the declining sup-

ply and increased consumption
during the recovery period was al-
so reported. For. instance, the av-
erage price at 10 spot cotton mar-
kets in the United States in 1931-
32 was 5.89 cents per pound of
cotton.  The price thereafter ad-
vanced to an average of 12.36
cents in 1934-35, and this year a
seasonal high average of - 13,08
cents was reached in = the week
ended July 18.

Prices have tended lower since
mid-July, the decline being attri-
buted by the bureau to August 1
prospects for a somewhat larger
crop in the United States, the rel-
aively low price of foreign growth
cotton, increased obstacles to the
importation of American:cotton by

Italy and Germany, and to the
civil war in Spain.
But the bureau reported that

domestic cotton mill activity con-
tinus to be ‘“very high,” and that
European mill activity is “fairly
high,” although conditions vary in
different countries. Mill activity,
yarn production and cloth exports
in Japan were reported at ‘high
levels,” but the bureau said that
in Japan, American cotton is be-
ing replaced to a large extent by
foreign cottons, especially Indian
and Brazilian.

Japanese Devole
A Technigue In
Swatting the Fly

By United Press

TOKYO—In the greatest fly-
swatting outburst on record, the
citizenry of  Tokyo annihilated
98,704,706 flies in a single day—a
fly for every inhabitant of the
empire.

With true Japanese thorough-
ness, each fly was duly counted
and ' récorded as children: and
grown-ups trooped into the police
stations with their captures. f

A review of the technique used
in the pursuit and arrvest of indi-
vidual flies shows that the over-
hand swing, delivered with sharp
force from a point  immediately
above the fly, was most effective.

The cupped-hand method was
well down in the list. This style
has been reserved for experts and
is.not adaptable to general use.

Those most proficient were found
to be elderly persons who could
interrupt an afternoon doze in a
comfortable chair to snare an un-
wary fly with a quick side-arm
motion. : :
. Since chairs are used very little
by Japanese, the hand style was
discarded for the most part. I

T -he pitech-on-a-stick ‘method
was considered the most sporting,
and persons who captured 100
or more flies in that way were
congratulated warmly. It requires
careful maneuvering and the final
thrust to entangle the fly in the

~ pitch must be executed with ex-

treme adroitness. ;

For the mass capture of flies
the sticky paper technique was
the most popular.
