Weathermen Will
Study Hurricanes

At Corpus Christi

CORPUS CHRISTI— Upper-air
conditions. durig the, passing of.a
hurricane will be: studied by the
U. S. Weather Bureau here.

A tiny instrument, called a me-
teorograph and weighing only one
and one-half ounces, will be used
to chart what goes on on top of
the Gulf of Mexico twisters..

The meteorograph will be sus-
pended on:a small balloon from a'
40-foot rubber ‘cord to prevent |
damage to the delicate apparatus
during launching and ascent.

Weathermen haye been in-

structed in sending aloft the little!

instrument with-a 40-inch sound-
ing: balloon which will be inflated
with. hydrogen gas.

Enough gas will be pumped into
the balloon to make it rise from
650 to 800 feet per minute. The

weather observers have determin-!

ed . that the sphere  will reach a
height of 10 to 12 miles above sea
level hefore bursting.

- Success of each survey, the
weather bureau announced, - will
depend upon the laymen who find
the deflated balloons and the lit-
tle meteorographs.

To make ‘the discovery of the
instruments easier, the meteoro-
graphs are inclosed in a li'ght
framework of thin/bamboo sticks,
iwith five red flags attached to
:atuact attention. ‘A tag fastened
to each,  meteorograph warns
against tampering with the appa-
ratus and notes that finders will
be paid for returning the instru-
ment. to the weather bureau at
Boston, Mass.
