Adolf Hitler’s armies, striking

liver, created the gravest threat 
o f the war to Russia’s chief in­

German forces, sparked by the 
iuftwaffe and tanks, broke through 
the bitter Russian resistance at 
unspecified points on the Dnieper 
and' advanced “ victoriously on a 
broad front,”  according to the 
Nazis.

The Russians made no com­
ment, bht London took a grave 
view o f the advance as a threat to 
the great Don River Basin w ir 
“■industries.

Berlin reported that 18 Russian 
divisions were destroyed or de­
feated in the Lake liman sector 
•where the Reds were fighting to 
relieve the bombed and batterd  
but unbroken Leningrad defenses.

Developments indicated that the 
Red Army counter offensives had 
died out for the time being. How 
great the German gains might be 
and how much impaired their 
fighting ability had become was 
not determined, but American and 
British officials were intensifying 
efforts to speed material to aid 
Russia and to convince Moscow 
that no sacrifice would he avoided 
to bolster the Eastern front.

Berlin and the United States 
were underwood to be agreed to

available materials. This was said 
to have resulted from bitter 
complaints by Moscow over the

Arrangements have been made 
to route supplies across Iran,
where the British and Russians 
advanced to the outskirts o f Ter- 
han today and forced abdication 
o f the Shah because his coopera­
tion was too slow and hesitant.

The question o f American nav­
al protection for supplies to Brit­
ain and. Russia continue to arouse 
bitter comment in Rome and Ber­
lin. Axis forces made no new 
threats o f retaliation, although the 
German’s intensified drive into 
the Ukraine were reported by Ber­
lin to be an “ all out”  effort to 
crack the Red Army before out­
side aid could become effective.

Rear Admiral Ben Moreell, 
head o f the Bureau of Yards and 
Docks, reported that the huge nav­
al air station at Argentia, New­
foundland, was in operation and 
would be completed before the 
end o f the year.

The $28,000,000 project consti­
tutes a defense outpost o f im­
mense strategic importance, he 
said. The site at Placentia Bay, 
bordered by slowly rising land, is 
well suited for seaplane opera­
tions.

But the Newfoundland naval 
air base is only one o f eight under 
construction on sites leased from 
the British in the trade o f 50 ov­
erage American destroyers last 
fall.

The seven others, located at 
Bermuda, the Bahamas, St. Lucia, 
Jamaica, Antigua, Trinidad and 
British Guiana are being rushed 
to completion and two are in op­
eration, Moreell said.

Already commissioned and in 
operation are the Bermuda and 
Newfoundland strongholds, com­
missioned July 1 and 15, respec­
tively.

Bristling with guns and hum­
ming with naval air squadrons, 
the advanced outposts are expect­
ed to prevent any attacking force 
from gaining a foothold on the 
Eastern coast o f the Western 
Hemisphere.

These bases are equipped with 
huge PBY-5 long-range patrol 
planes, similar to the Catalina 
craft that played such an impor­
tant part in tracking down the 
Nazi battleship Bismarck last 
May.

These big twin - motored sea­
planes have a range o f several 
thousand miles and can stay aloft 
30 hours without landing. The 
number o f squadrons that even­
tually will be in operation is a 
military secret, however.

In addition to its fighting units, 
each base will have adequate fa­
cilities for minor repair and re­
fueling purposes and for prop it 
maintenance o f naval and air 
fighting units as well.

Moreell said areas patrolled 
from these eight bases will over­
lap in such a way that they will 
qffer ample opportunity to spot a 
western attack and give the fleet 
sufficient time to maneuver to 
meet it.

Behind this scene of advanced 
bases in the Atlantic, moreover, 
air stations have been commission­
ed within the continental limits of 
the United States Moreell pointed 
out.

The naval air stations along 
the coast are located at Corpus 
Christ;, Tex., Pensacola and Jack­
sonville, Fla., and the latest to be 
commissioned, at Quonset Point, 
R. I. These defense bases are 
veritable strongholds o f air power 
and are expected to round out the 
protection o f American shores to 
the very limit.

Down, Without Loss

In Detroit a great house is about to come down under 
the wrecker’s crowbar, a vast pile of brick and stone that 
cost $3,000,000 and had 110 rooms.

That isn’t important, and it isn’t very interesting either, 
except for one thing:

Houses like that in every town are also coming down. 
Nobody wants them, even the very rich who can afford 
them. There is scarcely an American city that does not 
have one or more of these dinosaur relics of the age of the 
American colossi, which is either being dismantled or 
stands lonely and neglected simply because nobody wants 
it any more, even the few who can afford it if they did. 
They date. They recall an era that tried to be magnificent
and didn’t quite make it.

* * *

The Detroit house was that of John F. Dodge. It was 
still uncompleted when he died in 1920, and the family 
never occupied it. Stonework which Dodge imported 110 
stonecutters from Scotland to finish remained unadmired. 
The lavish grounds began to grow up to underbrush. 
Once a florist rented the greenhouses; once a whole girls’ 
summer camp operated in the screened porch. Brush and 
grass grew higher; children peered daringly into the 
gaunt windows, then ran away. It was a friendless, cold, 
haggard ghost of a house.

The Dodge estate couldn’t sell it. The property will be 
easier to sell with the house removed. There are still men 
in Detroit who could pay the price, but the fashion has 
changed. These American castles, which would make 
Marlborough’s Blenheim look like a week-end lodge, have 
seen their day pass.
