Will Be Delayed

AUSTIN, Texas—Issuance of
long-awaited new drivers licenses
in Texas, scheduled to begin Oct.
1, will be delayed a week or ten
«ays, State Police Director Homer
Garrison announced today.

Garrison said paper stock for
the printing of applications and
other supplies, ordered more than
two months ago, have just now
been received. “Several days will
be required for printing and dis-
tributing the applications,” he
said. “We're going to get started
as soon as humanly possible.”

Due to be renewed by Dec. 31
are all old licenses numbered
from 1 to 450,000. Licenses bear-
ing numbers above 450,000 will
be renewable at later periods.

Applications for renewal will he
available from Highway Patroi
offices, Driver’s License Examin-
ers, sheriff and police depart-
ments, banks and other public
places, or by writing direct to the
Department of Public Safety in
Austin.

Application must be executed
on a typewriter or printed in ink
and mailed to the“department in
Austin along with 50-cent money
order or cashier’s check. Stamps or
personal checks will not be ac-
cepted. The new licenses, good for
two years, will be mailed to ap-
plicants from Austin.

Persons renewing licenses will
not have to take an examination
unless they have bad records for
traffic violations or collisions.

GERMAN THREAT UPON
DONETS BASIN GAINING
MORE MOMENTUM TODAY

The German offensive threat to
the Donets industrial, basin gain-
e¢d momentum today, but both the
Red Army and the Royal Air
Force struck back at the Axis
military machine and resistance
mounted in Nazi occupied areas
throughout Europe.

The extent and importance of
dabotage, guerilla warfare and re-
gistance in the Balkans and other
occupied countries still was dif-
ficult to measure, but reports
reaching Istanbul and London in-
dicated an increasingly serious
gituation in Rumania and Bulgaria
as well as in Serbia.

Threat of the Germans to bomb
the former Jugoslav = capital of
Belgrade—wrecked by  high ex- '
plosives in the first blitz attack
upon the capital during the in-
vasion of Jugoslavia—was report-
ed by the British news agency,
while dispatches from Istanbul
gsaid that heavy losses in the in-
vasion of Russia and a threat of
great suffering this winter had
caused grave unrest in Rumania.
One report says that the pro-Nazi
dictator, Gen. Jon Antoneseu, has
been shorn of almost all of his
power.

The outcome of the potential
revolt movements as well as Japa-
nese activities in the Far FEast
probably will be decided by the
success or failure of the current
Nazi offensive against Kharkov
and the Ukraine industrial cen-
ters.

German progress on the Eastern
Front was described by London
as a grave threat to the Donets in-
dustrial basin, although dispatches
from Moscow told of new gains in
a 200-mile Central Front ' drive
and an estimate that the Germans
.had lost 260,000 casualties, - in-
cluding killed, wounded and. cap-
tured, in fighting around Lenin-
grad and Odessa. " AT

‘ Many observers believe that the American Army today
Is, for its size, equal in training and quality to any army
which has not actually been in combat. It is idle to argue
that their training is, or can be, equal to the experience of
the German veterans who have survived Poland, Norway,
France, the Balkans, and Russia. These are graduates of
war’s ultimate school, and by now they should be and
probably are the most competent soldiers in the world.
Short of such experience, which we still hope may not be
necessary, the ‘American soldiers of the New Army begin
to look very good indeed. :

Apparently their physical condition is excellent. The
mud, the chiggers and flooded streams and short rations
over which they have triumphed are eloquent testimony

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New Auto Fuel '
Will Be Hunted

PEORIA, Ill.—The family au-
tomobile may be running on sweet
potatoes some day, says ST
Schicktanz, covernment chemical
engineer.

Schicktanz will head a $1,000,-
000 research project sponsored by
the Department.of Agriculture to
devise a method by which alcohol
can be produced cheaply and in
sufficient quantity to substitute
for gasoline or be mixed with it.
He hopes to distill the alcohol
from sweet potatoes and other
carbohydrate farm products.

The theory is not new, he said,
but has never been studied before
on a large-scale basis. Exhaustive
tests_ on alcohol made from every
variety of carbohydrate crop will
begin in December, he said.

“One of - the . principal argu-

tanz said, “is the cost of alcohol in
relation to that of gasoline, alco-

hol being congiderably higher.

price level of gasoline or lower is
one of the questions we hope to
be able to answer by practical
tests.”

He was skeptical that veget-
able fuel would ever replace gaso-

The research will be carried on
in a new laboratory containing
the finest equipment and instru-
ments available, including a 509-
gallon still and a “guinea pig”
engine for testing new fuels and
combinations of fuels.
