NEW YORK.—The sharp in-
crease in business activity this
year as a result of the defense
boom may foreshadow an up-
§Wing in national morality rates,
1? the trend of deaths in rela-
tion to business activity repeats
the experience of the hooms and
depressions in this country since |
1900, the Institute of Life In-
surance announced today.

During the past 40 years there
have been 12 periods of increas-
Ing mortality and 12 periods of
relatively important increases in
business activity. These upswings
in the two fields have followed
the same general pattern, the In-
stitute shows, in most cases the

in both fields. "

In the early days after 1900,
of death-
rates usually trailed by a year or
two the change in trend of busi-
ness activity, but in most cases
since 1910, the parallel has been

of both in the same year.

“While this is not a prediction
of an increase in the death rate
for the coming year, it is a warn-
emphasizes the
need for devoting increasing at-
nutrition, hygienics,
medical check-ups and special pre-
cautions to prevent accidents,”
the Institute stated.

Although the over-all trend of
mortality rates has been down-
ward over the last 40 years, with
current death rates nearly 40 per
cent lower that the average of
1900, the vear by year variations
from this tr707 taken as sormal
have followe%’ pattern which
strikingly paraiiéls the trend of
business activity.

In every case throughout the
40 years, each period of increas-

campanied by mortality increases
and the decreases in business ac-

in mortality. This has been true
even in the case of major swings,
the boom of World War I seeing
the great 1918 flu epidemic; the
recent depression seeing a new
low in mortality, with the longest
sustained decrease in death-rates
in history. Even the persistent
down-trend of certain important
mortality factors, such as tuber-
culosis, infant mortality, and the
like, has not changed the parallel
variation., In 1940 business turn-
ed sharply up under the influence
of the defense program and death)
rates, in spite of a sharp drop in
infant mortality, turned up for
the first time since 1936.

“The 1941 mortality figures are
not yet available,” the Institute
said, “but the sharp upturn in
business activity suggests that in
the not far distant future mor-
tality may show an increase, if

followed.
“There is no positive explana-

of relationship between business
though
some life insurance medical men
suggest that there may be two
factors involved. First, the in-
creased tempo of living in good
times may result in both increased
accidents and increased illness
over-exertion, over-eating
and over-living. Second, there
may be some after affect from
the malnutrition of depression
periods.”

Texans Ship More
Eggs Out Of State

AUSTIN.—Believing that the
"rest of the nation needed a chance
at some of their good eggs, Tex-
ans shipped six times as many
carloads of eggs out of the state
in October as they did in October,
1940, according to the Universi-
ty of Texas Bureau of Business
fiesearch.

Shipments increased from 120
carloads last October to 720 car-
loads in October, 1941. This in-
cludes, in both eases, shell, frozen
and dried eggs, reduced to shell
equivalents.

PITTSBURGH.—Picking the coach as well as the team of the
year, footbail filberts wimld do we:) to examine the three-year
record -of the dandy, daring, dashing, devastating and durable
Dukes of Duquesne University and their dynamic little home-
grown leader, Aldo T. Donelli.

Buff Donelli took command of the Pittsburgh squad in the
‘spring of 1939. He is the first Duguesne graduate to head the ath-
|letic staff of his alma mater. Every coach in every sport at
Duquesne is a graduate of the institution. This is Donelli’s first
head-coaching job. ~

When Donelli, who played halfback for Elmer Layden, took
over as successor to John P. (Little Clipper) Smith, the one-time
Notre Damer, he inherited a squad of 34 which included 18 sopho-
mores. Graduation and scholastic deficiencies almost decimated
the regulars of the previous autumn.

That sophomore group of 39 has been the nucleus of the Hill-
toppers who have lost only one game in three falls, during”which
they have sccr2d 413 points to their opponents’ 130. The Dukes,
in the season they just closed with a 16-0 victory over previously
undefeated Mississippi State, scored 143 paiats to their rivals’ 23.

Over the three-year span, the Dukes have defeated such clubs
as Carnegie Tech, when that school was strong, Pittsburgh, South
Carolina, Mississippi State, Villanova Saint Mary’s of California,
Marquette, Manhattan, f"orth Carolina State and Texas Tech.
