URGER DRAFT 
BILL SOUGHT 
BY PRESIDENT

WASHINGTON, Dec. 16. —  
The Senate Military Affairs Com­
mittee today received a letter 
from President Roosevelt, mem­
bers said, asking draft revision on 
legislation to provide for registra­
tion o f all males from 18 years of 
age to 64 years old, and making 
those from 19 to 44, inclusive, 
subject to military service.

The committee members said, 
after a meeting, that the group 
would follow the president’s re­
commendations and submit the 
measure to the United States Sen­
ate.

The members said that Chair­
man Robert Reynolds, Democrat,. 
North Carolina, planned to read 
the letter to the full committee 
later, possibly today.

It was estimated that under the 
lO-to-44 serving proposal, the 
United States Army would have 
7,500,000 men available for in- 
iuctiori into service, as compared 
to 6,000,000 under the House 
plan for making the age limits 
from 21 to 44,inclusive.

GREAT LAKES, 111 (U P)— It 

won’t be long before the Chester

Johnson Case May 
Be Continued Until 
Early Next January

Although no disposition o f the 
case had been made at noon to­
day, Earl Conner Jr., county at­
torney, said he believed that the 
trial o f H. G. Johnson, charged 
wUh murder in connection with 
the'slaying of Joe Watson on the 
night o f Nov. 22, would be con­
tinued until Jan. 15i The case was 
set for trial Dec. 17. *

Conner stated that he had a 
certificate froih a doctor stating 
that Johnson was in ill health and 
unable to attend the trial, and in­
dicated that he would not protest 
continuation o f the case until 
early next year. He said that 
while no order has been issued by 
the court so far, he felt sure one 
would be issued later today.

The Allies fought o ff strong 
Japanese offensives against Sing­
apore and Hong Kong today, seiz­
ed the initiative against the Axis 
on three fronts and moved to uni­
fy  the grand strategy o f the war 
on the world’s battlefronts.

Discussions o f the problems of 
strategy and tactics is believed to 
be already in progress between 
the British and Soviet representa­
tives in Moscow, and London 
sources hinted that similar Brit­
ish and American talks might soon 
be held in Washington, with im­
portant personages participating.

Prime Minister Churchill of 
Great Britain apparently was not 
present today when the House of 
Commons met in London, and it 
was believed that he might be giv­
ing special attention to these 
same strategic problems that are 
to be discussed later by the Allied 
Powers. Lord Privy Seal Attlee 
answered the questions in the 
House of Commons for Prime 
Minister Churchill today.

If unified direction o f the war, 
as repeatedly urged by unofficial 
sources, is developed it would be 
expected to center attention on 
the special interest o f President 
Roosevelt on navbl matters and of 
Josef Stalin in leadership of the 
Red Army o f Russia.

The need for closely coordinat­
ed direction of the Allied war ef­
fort has been emphasized by the 
severity o f the fighting on the 
scattered world battlefronts from 
the Philippines to the Libyan 
Desert, and by the report from 
Tokyo that Japanese forces had 
landed on the North Coast of 
British Borneo, in what might be 
an attempt to press a flanking at­
tack upon Singapore, the big 
British naval base in the Far 
East, which has long been a goal 
of. the Japanese in their Pacific 
Ocean conquests.

Large Cities Are 
Losing Growth

KANSAS CITY, Mo. (UP) —  
Most large American cities have 
reached a Stability point in popu­
lation and their chief problem in 
the future will be to make those 
cities attractive places in which 
to live and work.

That is the opinion of T. T. Mc- 
Crosky, executive director o f the 
Chicago Plan Commission, who 
spoke recently at a civic gather­
ing here.

Because o f decentralization, a 
declining birth rate and immigra­
tion restrictions, most large cities 

have reached their points o f max-

' imum population, McCrosky said.
But despite the American credo 

of bigness, a city need not die 
merely because it- ceases to grow, 
he said.

The emphasis in the future must 
be on rebuilding to correct the in­
firmities that have replaced grow­
ing pains and the development of 
cities along planned lines to make 
them attractive and pleasant.

The first step in preparing for 
the future— when the government 
ceases to make airplanes and 
tanks and men are searching for' 
other employment— should be tak­
en now, McCrosky belie-v^s.

He urges that cities now draw 
up plans for the future, locking 
towards “ fluid”  transportation 
systems and' express highways with 

-no traffic lights, no cross traffic

and few feeder roads.
Another essential, McCrosky be­

lieves, is for cities now to begin 
redrafting the zoning laws to con­
form with a long-time city build­
ing plan.

Geography !s No Longer to be Trusted
Let every American remember this:
Except for the chance of geography, San Francisco 

or San Diego or Seattle might have received on the infam­
ous December 7 the same deadly introduction to war that 
came to Honolulu and Manila.

Japan has willed war v/ith the United States, war 
without warning, war of which the first notice is the first 
bomb. Except for the fortunate fact that continental 
United States is thus far out o f reach, we should have felt 
in the midst of our own great continental cities, the fury 
of ths dastardly assault.

So we are one with Norway, and the Netherlands, and 
Belgium after all. When the German invaders swiftly and 
silently descended on those countries without warining, 
we were horrified, we were sympathetic, but we did not 
feel the reality as being anything that mght touch us di­
rectly. Now it has come also to us. We áre one with every 
country defending its freedom against aggression. Perhaps 
we always were. Now at least it is clear.

4c 4:

Be sure we are invaded. The mere fact that the initial 
steps had to be taken by Japan far out in the Pacific is 

,more coincidence. Thus far geography protected us. But 
geography is no longer to be relied upon. Longer range 
bombers, new and deadlier devices at sea, the fall of bases 
which bring Japanese airfields nearer and nearer, these 
factors are stripping away the last shreds of our reliance 
on mere geography.

We see now, written in the blood of our own mur­
dered countrymen, the lesson we were so reluctant to 
learn. Security lies not in remoteness, but in the destruc­
tion of the very airfields, fleet bases, arms factories and 
governments from which the menace comes. The ocearis 
are no safety any more, though they shield us temporarily 
from the direct attack that would certainly have come had 
it been possible.

They are a temporary shield only. They cannot pro­
tect us permanently or with the slightest assurance for the 
future.

Only the elimination from the world picture of those 
forces which have so callously mocked the world’s hope of 
a peaceable order offers the slightest hope of peace in the 
future.

We have before us a period of trial. There will be 
hardships, not the tiny inconveniences we have thus far 
suffered, but real hardships, perhaps real suffering and 
death.

We face them unflinchingly, for the sake of the fu­
ture. On this road there is no turning back.

l^EW  YORK.—Wallace Wade is going to the Rose Bowl for the 

’  sixth time—his fifth trip as coach.
Wally Wade practically goes with the lease.
The old Tennessean was a stout Brown guard when Lonestar 

Dietz’ Washington Staters headed off iritz Pollard and his mates 
at old Tournament Park in what was tire Rose Bowl inaugural, 
Jan. 1, 1916.

Duke being invited by Oregon State stresses Wade’s impor­
tance as a football figure.

Corvallis, Ore., is quite a stretch from Pasadena, and there 
was no outstanding club on the coast.

This Rose Bowl show has to be sold.
There are 90,000 seats and nothing does the production more 

good tlian the presence of Wade.
TIRADE’S teams always have played splendid ball in the Rose 
”  Bowl, yet this will be the first one to be a favorite. The Old 

Man doesn’t like that. He likes to have them raving about tlie 
Dther side until the boys buckle down to the business at hand.

Alabama, then guided by Wade, obtained its original invitation 
to the Tournament of P.oses only because no other outfit was 
available.

California chqckled about the Red Elephants of 19-5. They 
said a high school team should be matched with them instead of 
mighty Washington led by George Wilson. One football writer 
wanted to call out the national guard. He was afraid the police 
would stop it.
A LABAMA, given a shot in the arm by Pooley Hubert and 
^  Johnny Mack Brown, edged Washington, 20-19, with a re­
markable passing attack in a grand shindig.

That gam e was more beneficial to southern football than any 
Dther ever played. It pul Dixie football on the map.

Johnny Mack Brown made such a hit on the receiving end of 
passes that he stayed-out there—in pictures.

Alabama tied Pop Warner’s Stanford varsity the following 
year, and on Jan. 1, 1931, Wade gave southern Californians some­
thing to remember him by as an Alabama coach by trimming a 
line Washington State outfit, 24-0. That set of Cougars included 
Turk Edwards, who has been a professional tackle since.
IVINE years later, Jan* 1, 1940, Wade took a Duke team west to 

'  square off with one of the late Howard Harding Jones’ finest 
Southern California combinations.

Duke had been unscored on that autumn. i«nd had Southern 
California beaten 3-0, until the last 40 seconds. It was then that 
the Doyle Nave-Al Krueger combination cliclced with the last of 
five identical passes for a touchdown.

Had Duke held out for 40 seconds more, it would have been one 
of the greatest football feats of all time.

Gypsum Deposits • 
Are Being Explored

AUSTIN, Texas. —  Additional 
deposits o f gypsum in Gillespie 
county are being searched out 
through a process of coredrilling, 
according to Dr. E. H. Sellards,  ̂
director of the University o f . 
Texas’ Bureau of Economic G eo-; 
logy.

The project, which has just got. 
ten under way, is a unit of a state­
wide WPA geological investiga­
tion project being sponsored by 
the Bureau.

Gypsum is an important build­
ing material, being used in the 
manufacture o f such products as 
gypsum lath, wall board, tile and 
various plasters and cements. It 
is also v/idely used as a retarder 
in Portland cement, for agricul­
tural purposes, and as a filler in 
numerous porducts. It is a low 
priced material and consequently 
transportation cost is an import­
ant factor.

The' Gillespie county deposits 
are so near to San Antonio, a 
large market for gypsum products, 
that if deposits o f . sufficient size 
are located, producers o f gypsum 
probably would be attracted to the 
area.

TVTASHINGTON.—Santa Claus this Christmas season will be just as 
"  jolly as formerly and will have Ills bag just as full of toys for the 

kids, despite the national defense program, the priority rulings on 
many raw materials and the growing, scarcity of many commodities.

But next year—zowie! His bag, like Mother Hubbard’s famous 
cupboard, will be pretty bare, for by that time the full effect of the 
defense program will be felt.

The reason for comparative abundance this Christmas is that the 
manufacturers of toys and of Christmas ornaments begin work eajjy 
in the year, and in the late winter and early spring months of 1941 
priorities were not bothering factory o-wners.

Time was when the bulk of toys for American children was im­
ported frcpi Europe and Japan. After the last war, a native toy in­
dustry spri^-’^up and has been increasing ever since. For instance, 
taking 193* last year for which figures are available, the United 
States importv̂ Sr-$189,000 worth of dolls. But in America the value of 
dolls manufactured was $12,529,OOOi American doll and toy makers 
predict that the sale of toys and dolls this year will total more th^n 
$ 100,000,000.

Christmas tree ornaments once came largely from Germany, Czp« h- 
oslovakia and Japan. The glittering glass balls and other ornai.i-*->;s 
were largely made by hand. One big glass company now makes ’oy 
machine process as much in one year as dozens of European factories 
used to make. The newest thing in tree ornaments is a wide variety 
of plastics, and the Department of Commerce here has a Christmas 
tree on display completely adorned with plastics.

Next year the toy variety will be more restricted because lead and' 
other metals will all go into (Jefense materials. Toy makers complain 
that 2400 tons of crude rubber, if allowed them, would make millions 
of rubber toys.
TT is not only in Christmas toys and ornaments that the seasonal

trade is booming. The same applies to almost every branch ,r f 
Christmas business. The higher percentage in dollar figures is pai oiy 
due to higher prices for goods, but also applies to volume. Consurnei 
spending for 1941 is expected to exceed all previous years, including 
tlie banner ones of 1929 and 1940.

Employment in factories making goods for natiorial defense has 
swelled the national income payments to individuals to unprecedented 
figures. Thus, the Department of Commerce estimated the income for 
last September would total $8,099,000,000. For all ef 1941 it i5 c«tj- 
mated an all-time high will be attained, an increase over 1940 by 
sixth.

Federal Reserve Bank figures shdw that for the first 10% mo -»hi 
of 1941, department store sales gained 17 per cent above t*»- 
period last year. This has been especially marked in ci’ ’ -- \ 
i.arge national defense plants are Ipcated, the rise being 
fj om 18 per cent in Toledo to 39 in 'Norfolk.
