Ranger Public S ¢ h 0o o1
lunchroems ended the month
of March with-a“true b a n k
balance of $1156.09 compared
to $1011.81 the -month before.

If all State aid had been re-
ceived at the end of March,
the true lbank balance would
have been $2096.36 wihich is a
little more than $9 above the
month -before.

The rveport of Supt. James
Clark to the board of trustees
showed Hodges averaged ser-
ing 223.5 students meals daily
in January, 181.1 in February
and 180.6 in March.

To increase the loss, students
drink three times as m u c h
flavored milk as white, Cl;uk
said.

* The school has also been re-
imbursed five cents per stu-
dent meal served. R amn g ¢'x
wias notified this week that
effective April 1 sth reim -
bursement will be cut to four
cents for each meal served
wvith milk and to two cents for
meals served . without milk.
