WASIHINGTON, D. C. —The 
method of electing the Presi­
dent and Vice., President of 
the United States came under 
long and strenuous discussion 
at the Constitutional Oonven- 
tio'n, O'f 1787.

Little difficulty Was encoun- j 
tered on agre.eing that tlio i 
Presidenit and Vice President 
should be elected officials, Idu.I ' 
there was wide disagreement 
on the method. At the 17871 
Convention and since, there 
have been propoisals to elect 
the President and Vice Presi- 
de'Hit by direct popular vote, 
election by the Oonigress, elec­
tion 'by the St'ate Legislatures 
and election by Electors, 
which is the present system.

There are presently pending 
before the Congress proposals 
for a CohsItitUtional Amend - 
m'ent whi'cli wcuTd abolish the 
present Bledtoral College Sys- 
tsm. Oltog|('s would: ■ niainta'in 
lb''- E'eofemàh System-but pro­
vide that èâC'h candidate for 
whom votes were ; cast for 
Presidenit àn'd Vice President 
within each State would be 
credited with such proportion 
of the electoral vote as he re­
ceived. In other words, if a 
oandid'ate received 51 percent ‘ 
of the total vo'le within a giv-1 
en State, he would receive i 
only 51 percent of the elector­
al vote of that State, and the | 
epposing candid'ats would re- j 
ceive 49 percent. Under the 
present system, a candidate 
receiving 51 p e r c e n t  ot a 
S'tate’s V'O'te, receives, the en­
tire electoral vote ■•of that 
State.

■The Co'nsli'tultion çiî the Uni­
t e d - S l a t e s  pirovides that 
"Each Slata.sh all appoint, in

the whole number of Sena­
tors and Representatives to 
W'hich the State m,ay be entit­
led in the Congress.”  A l l  
Stales provide for “ appoint- 
menl” of electors through dir­
ect election by the people.
In the last presidentian elect­

ion (1964) th 50 States, With 
a total of 100 Senators and 
435 Representatives p l u s  3 
Electors from the Dislriot of 
Oolumibia, totalled 538.

In each of the states, the 
political party obtaining a 
plurality of votes, no matter 
how small, names the entire 
slate of Electors. The Electors 
chosen on the Tuesday after 
the- first Monday in Novem­
ber, convene as “Colleges” in 
their o'wn States, oa the first 
Monday after the second Wed­
nesday in December and cast 
tiieir votes for Pre.sident and 
Vice President O'f the United 
States. This group is known 
as the “ Electoral College.”

'Originalily The Founding Fa­
thers intended that Electors 
vote as individuals in choosing 
a President. Experience, how­
ever, soon proved that Elect­
ors merely aclted as repre­
sentatives of the poil'itioal 'par­
ties and expected to vote for 
candi.dales nominated by their 
party. By I860 independent 
voting by E'leators almost dis- 
'apipeared. The States began, 
to adopt the unit vote system

by Electors, and by 1892 the 
present practice had evolved.

It is a)lmo.sit unanimously 
agreed •that some change in 
the present process of Presi- 
aenltial elections is in order. 
Congressional Comimittees are 
studying a variety of amend­
ments which reveal broad dif­
ferences as to the precise na­
ture of the present inequity, 
as well as the method by 
which it should be remedied. 
If, however, p e o p l e  are to 
have a more direct voice in 
Ihe election of the highest offi-1 

; of th e  land, changes 
I'rom the present system are 
neces'sary. Political parties,' 
as such, have no standing un-l 
der the Constitution but under 
the present system it is the| 
political parties which stand 
in for people and between i 
them and the election of a' 
President and Vice President. 
Since political parties have no 
Constitutional standing, they 
should remain as intended — 
to be private and free of Fed­
eral regulation.

Numerous flaws . o t  in 
the idea of the President 
and the Vice President being 
elected directly by popula r 
vote. Perhaps 'any plan will 
not be perfeat, but there is a 
need fpr the. influence of the 
voting constituency to be brou­
ght closer in determining who 
heads our Oou.'Jtry.

effect that 9 out of 10 wo-rking 
people, “ -are new building pro­
tection for themselves, and 
their families under the Social 
Security prCiigraim” and that 
‘the amount will depend on 
your average earnlings”  is just 
plain poppycock.

Mr. Ohiarles Stevenson, a 
senior editor of The Reader’s 
'Digest, has raised the ques­
tion, “ How Secure Is Your 
Social Security”  This is a 
quedtiton that concerns every 
one of us. First conside r 
dost. The top amount paid in­
to the government annually 10 
years ago for a. covered work­
er was $189. 'Now it is $580.80 
and presently scheduled in - 
creases' Will r a i s e  this to 
.$,745.80 in 20 years if no addit­
ional changes are made. And, 
judging by past 'history, they 
are allmost certain to be. This 
latter figure represents 11.3 
per cent of the first $6,600'in 
wages that a working person 
takes in.

Social security is not a good 
deal for the younger -workers. 
For example, if you’re 2 5 
years old, the amount paid in­
to the treasury by the time 
you are 65 under the present 
social secu'rity rules will total 
$19,39'2. For this you -will be 
entitled to, as Mr. Stevenson 
puts it, a “  . .. ‘gratuity’ of 
$168 a month at age 65 if sin­
gle an-d $252 if married.. . ’ 
lit is pointed out that the Nat­
ional Association of Life Un­
derwriters has calculaited that 
the same schedule of pay - 
ments would buy a private in­
surance policy.: which would 
-pay $312 'a rnbnth to a single 
person,' $263 a month to a 
married person”  .. .with either 
survivor to continue receiving

<?175.83 a month . . . ”  as long 
as he or she lives.

The chance of collecting soc­
ial security payments 30 or 
40 years from now is becom­
ing increasinjgly questionable. 
It will depend on the mood of 
the taxpayers of that later 
day. It is now estimated that 
t'he am-ount by -whidh the pro­
mised benefits of social secur­
ity exceed what the “ . . . ‘in­
sured’ persons are supposed 
to event u -a 11 y pay toward 
rheeltirug these cosIts— âre $350 
billion. That is -a sum which 
exceeds the current national 
debt.”

In conclusion, Mr. Steven­
son Suggesrts that “  . . .a blue- 
ribbon commission could ex­
plore the p'ossibility of requir­
ing Workers to buy annuity in­
surance f r o m  government - 
regulated private insurance - 
invesl-menlt funds just as some 
states require motorists to buy 
l i a b i l i t y  insurance.” This 
might be one solution. How­
ever, solid evidence is mount­
ing that it miay already be 
past time for a critical appra­
isal and redirection of the soc­
ial security program. The al­
ternative is thiat the govern­
ment of the United States may 
find itself unable to meet its
