We have had numerous in­
quiries at the Eastland Coun­
ity Office on what kind of pro- 
gramwould apply in 1968.

Calcium chloride can be us­
ed to produce o r a n g e  color­
ed flames, copper chloride— 
blue, potassium chloride—'Pur­
ple, atronitium nitrate— r e d 
lith'ium chi o r i d e—^̂ carmine , 
'and copper sulfate—emerald 
green. Dry pine cones, small 
chips or blocks of woo'd can 
be soaked in these chemi­
cals for multi-colored flames 
Most of the chemicals can be 
puTobased from chemical sup­
pliers or drugstores.

To treat the cones or wood 
a plastic pail and an omion 
sack are needed. The cones or 
chips are placed in the sack 
and immersed in a solution 
conltaininig one pound of chem­
ical dissolved thoroughly in 
one gallon of water. The bag 
■must be v/eiighed so that all 
of the m'aterial is com'pletely 
covered and the cones and 
wood should soak for at least 
10 mihiutes.

After 'soa'king, place th e  
treated miolt e r i a 1 on news- 
■paiper to dry and then they 
will be ready to brighten the 
holi'day fireplace.

Newspapers can be turned 
into “ lO'gs”  which will burn 
with a rainbow of color. Sim­
ply tie the loosely rolled new­
spapers with heavy twine and 
soak them in a solution of 
four pounds of copper sulfate 
and three pounds of rock salt 
dissolved in a gallon of water 
After allowing these “ logs ” 
several days to dry, they may 
be burned just as wood.
