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Demos Face Runoffs 
In Two Races Here 

THE WORLD HAS seen during 
the past week or two the difference 
of living in a country having 
freedom of information, and one 
in which the news is controlled by 
the government. 

The following editorial, written 
by Noel C. Gordon in the Quay 
County (N.M.) Sun last Saturday, 
pretty well sums up our feelings in 
the situation: 

The Soviet Union is experiencing 
more than nuclear fallout after the 
nuclear accident in Chernobyl. 

Of course, the radioactive rain is 
the primary concern worldwide. 
Western Europe has experienced 
radiation levels on the average of 
10-15 times above normal with 
some areas in Norway claiming 60 
times more radiation. As yet, the 
United States has not experienced 
fallout from the accident. If and 
when it does, such fallout is not 
expected to be significant or 
dangerous. 

For the Ukraine and its capital 
of Kiev, just 80 miles away from 
the disaster, the effects of the 
fallout could be horrible. World 
prices of corn and wheat have 
already skyrocketed in anticipation 
of the possible poisoning of Soviet 
crops. The water supply to Kiev 
may be affected as well as dairy 
products and produce. 

It will be years, probably 
decades before the human cost in 
terms of future cancers and genetic 
damage can be measured. At 
present, the numbers of deaths and 
injuries coming out of Russia are 
not believed by U.S. intelligence. 
The Soviets claim two dead, 197 
injured--18seriously:—  -Other 
estimates put the human cost much 
higher. 

The land within 30 miles of the 
0 	plant could be poisoned, perhaps 

unapproachable for decades to 
come, or it may have escaped 
relatively easily. How the radiation 
has affected the Soviet populace is 
not known, the extent of the 
nuclear spill is not known, why the 
accident occurred is not known, 
and the Russians aren't talking. 

When the accident occurred at 
Three Mile Island in Pennsylvania 
in 1980, there was a similar 
reticence by the company to 
disclose just what had happened 
and to what extent. The facts got 
out quickly, however, because 
there were hundreds of 
independent analysts on the spot 
within hours, all equipped with 
geiger counters and press releases. 

Here in America, all sorts of 
organizations--governmental, reli-
gious or private--just hate to 
release 	information 	about 
themselves or even talk to the press 
when the information is potentially 
embarrassing. However, the 
American public demands to be 
kept informed, backed by consti-
tutional guarantees. It's much 
harder to keep secrets in a free 
society than in a police state. 

0 	There are no independent 
analysts, no leaks, official or 
otherwise, no guarantees of 
freedom of information or the 
press in the Soviet Union. 

By some reports, the nuclear 
emergency began as early as 
Wednesday. Two days later, the 
fire in the reactor had caused an 
apparent explosion, blowing the 
roof off the building all together. 

The world wasn't informed until 
Monday when Sweden noticed a 
sudden increase in radioactivity 
within its borders. By that time, 
the fallout had been carried by 
wind over Scandanavia and 
Eastern Europe. Clearly, this 
accident is several magnitudes 
greater than that which occurred at 
Three Mile Island. 

But the world still does not 
know the exact magnitude of the 
incident. And still the Russians 
aren't talking. 

The Soviet Union is experiencing 
a different kind of fallout other 
than nuclear, and that is political. 
The U.S. "war" on Libyan 
terrorism has been replaced in the 
world consciousness by the nuclear 
accident and the failure of the

Bovina voters also gave their 
edge to Anne Norton in the 
County Treasurer's race, with 251 
votes, to 88 for Jerry L. Davis. 
Mrs. Norton won the nomination, 
741-274. 

The Rhea box gave their most 
votes, 16, to Briscoe in the 
governor's race, with ten going to 
Crowder, nine for Stover, only five 
for White and three for Mrs. 
Bilyeu. 

Oklahoma Lane went for White, 
26 votes, to 23 for Briscoe and 11 
for Slover. 

At Friona, Amarillo resident 
Slover led the voting with 67 votes, 
White received 60 and Briscoe 
received 36. 

Bovina Democrats gave the nod 
to Governor Mark White in his bid 
for re-election, with 91 votes. Ron 
Slover received 77 votes, Andrew 
Briscoe III had 76, Don Crowder 
26, Bobby Locke nine and Sheila 
Bilyeu eight. 

Bovina voters also went for 
Gerald McCathern in his 
successful bid for nomination for 
the 	U.S. 	Congress 	race. 
McCathern received 180 votes to 
64 for Mary Nell Mathis. 

Local voters backed County 
Judge Porter Roberts with 222 
votes, but also gave challenger 
Brenda Miller her largest 
percentage--112 votes. Roberts 
won the race countywide, 763-262. 

Marie Pesch Is 
Headed For State 

Hance Favored By 
Local GOP Voters 

Bovina High School will be 
represented at the state track and 
field meet by Marie Pesch, who 
won both the shot put and discus 
events at the regional meet, setting 
meet records in each case. 

Teammate Mindy Neal missed 
by an eyelash also getting to state, 
placing third in both the long jump 
and triple jump. 

Miss Neal also placed fifth in the 
high jump. "On one of the jump 
pits, the runway was shortened 
considerably from what Mindy 
was used to, and this affected her 
performance. But she 'did a great 
job. It was her personal best in the 
triple jump," said Coach Marks 
Lanharn. 

Miss Pesch also placed fourth in 
the 100-meter hurdles. She hit the 
next to last hurdle, throwing her 
off stride, or she possibly would 
have qualified for state in three 
events. 

Marie won the shot put with a 

nomination, had 23 votes, to 14 
for Nathan L. Hecht. 

For the Supreme Court, Place 4, 
Bill Stephens garnered 20 votes to 
18 for John L. Bates, who won the 
nomination. 

Jack Hamil received three votes 
for county chairman and Glenn 
Reeve, Jr. had three for precinct 
chairman. 

Fifty-nine Bovina precinct 
Republicans cast their ballots on 
Saturday, taking the trouble to 
drive to Friona to participate in the 
GOP primary. 

Statewide, a new record was set 
as over a half million voters took 
part in the Republican primary. 

The Bovina precinct voters gave 
an assist to Kent Hance in his ill-
fated attempt to get the 
Republican nomination for 
governor. Hance received 45 votes, 
to 15 for Clements and none for 
Tom Loeffler. 

The political race will continue 
for two candidates for county 
commissioner and two for justice 
of the peace, after a good turnout 
of voters in Precinct 3 in last 
Saturday's Democratic Primary. 

Tom Ware and Don Murphy 
will be in the runoff for county 
commissioner. Ware received 218 
votes, and Murphy garnered 183. 
Lawrence Widner ran third, 
receiving 60 votes. 

Wayne Spears and Bonnie 
Clayton will meet in the runoff for 
the Justice of the Peace. Spears 
received 132 votes, to 124 for Mrs. 
Clayton. A.T. (Buster) Morgan 
ran third, with 95 votes, and 
Norbert Schueler received 73. 

These two races will be featured 
locally in the Democratic runoff 
election on Saturday, June 7. 
Some of the lesser statewide races 
also will be featured on the ballot. 

A total of 362 voters cast their 
ballot in the Bovina precinct. 

In the commissioner's race, 
Ware received 185 votes in Bovina, 
Murphy had 129 and Widner 48. 
In the Rhea box, Murphy received 
30 votes, Ware 10 and Widner two. 
In the western Friona box, Ware 
had 17 votes, Murphy 16 and 
Widner 6. In the absentee box, 
Murphy had eight votes, Ware six 
and Widner four. 

In the JP race, Spears received 
127 votes in Bovina, to 115 for 
Mrs. Clayton. Morgan had 87 and 
Schueler 33. 

At Rhea, Schueler received 38 
votes, Morgan five, Mrs. Clayton 
one and Spears none. The absentee 
votes went to Mrs. Clayton, eight, 
Spears five, Morgan three and 
Schueler two.

Democratic County Chairman 
Leland Gustin reminded Bovina 
area voters this week that those 
who participated in the Republican 
primary will not be eligible to vote 
in the Democratic runoff for 
county commissioner and justice 
of the peace. 

However, those voters who did 
not vote at all in either primary can 
still participate in the runoff 
elections, to be held June 7. 

One of the purposes of having 
your voter's card stamped 
"Democratic" or "Republican" is 
to prevent voters from swapping 
parties for the runoffs. If you 
voted Republican last Saturday, 
you have to stick to the 
Republican runoff, and vice versa. 

For the runoff election, voters 
are asked to bring their yellow 
registration card. However, if you 
do not have your card, you will 
still be able to vote. 

On the backs of the registration 
cards, these words appear: You 
may vote without your certificate 
by signing an affidavit at the 
polling place. If you lose your 
certificate, you may request a 
replacement 	certificate 	by 
contacting the voter registrar. 

In countywide totals, Hance 
received 269 votes, to 105 for 
Clements and only 14 for Loeffler. 

Bovina voters gave 15 votes to 
David Davidson, 13 to Aaron 
Bullock, seven to Glenn Jackson 
and six to Virgil Mulanax in the 
lieutenant 	governor's 	race. 
Davidson and Bullock will meet in 
the runoff. 

Ed Walsh received 22 Bovina 
precinct votes for Attorney-
General, Roy Barrera had 20 and 
John Roach six. Barrera and 
Walsh will meet in the Republican 
party runoff June 7. 

Local voters went for M.D. 
Anderson, Jr. in the Land 
Commissioner's race, with 25 
votes, to eight for Grady 
Yarbrough, a black candidate who 
won the nomination, and seven for 
George Collis. 

For Commissioner of Agricul-
ture, Charles (Farmer) Trompler 
received 23 Bovina votes to 20 for 
Bill Powers. Powers won the 
nomination statewide. 

For Railroad Commissioner, 
Ralph Hoelscher received 13 votes 
here, to 11 for John Thomas 
Henderson, and seven each for Ed 
Emmett and Milton Fox. Even 
Tuesday, the statewide results in 
this race were too close to call.

the disaster had occurred until 
forced to by the undeniable 
evidence of fallout beyond its 
borders. Western Europe, even 
members of the Warsaw Pact in 
Eastern Europe like Poland, have 
roundly criticized the Soviets for 
withholding the information and 
have called upon them to come 
forth with comprehensive data 
about the accident. And still, the 
Russians aren't talking. 

The Gorbachev Kremlin has 
been trying to foster an image of 
candor, openness and accessibility. 
The Russian bluff has been called 
and the hand was empty. 

The only hope of learning how 
to avoid nuclear disasters in the 
future is to determine the causes of 
such accidents as they occur. 
Scientists have very little idea what 
such accidents will do to the world 
environment and human life. They 
must have access to information to 
even theorize. The amount of 
radioactivity released into the 
atmosphere, the amount of 
fallout, the degree of radiation 
absorbed into the life cycle of 
plants, animals and humans all 
must be measured. 

The Soviet Union is doing itself 
no favor by its continued secrecy. 
Nuclear 	accidents, 	whether 
connected with the development of 
weapons or the generation of 
energy, is of worldwide concern. It 
is long past time for the Russian 
Bear to come out of its secretive 
hibernation and enter the world 
community where information can 
be exchanged and, perhaps, lives 
saved.
