If all Allied soldiers could match
the record of Capt. Jerry Lewis of
Coleman, Texas, the war wouldn’t
last very long. The Lone Star in-
fantry officer, dssisted only by his

sergeant, captured 204 Nazis in
one bunch during hard fighting in
France

Another Coleman Clar-
ence Carr, recently won the coveted
Distinguished Flying Cross for
“extraordinary achievement” as a
top turret gunner
aboard a Flying Fortress.

All have been
awarded the Silver Star.

And a Gorman, Texas, soldier
has set a new musical travel re-
cord. He is Corp. Vernon (Tiny)
Adams, who has travelled 200,000
miles, carrying his trusty guitar
all the way! After playing and
singing on a score of islands in the
Pacific, Tiny says now that he ex-
pects to play soon in Tokyo.

And en the home front, hundreds
of Texans this week were prepar-
ing for the “big push” which will
start on October 10 in every county
of the Lone Star state. They are
the “war fund comandos”--leaders
and workers who will take part
in the state-wide campaign on be-
half of the National War Fund.

The war fund drive will open with
a 80-minute radio program over
all Texas networks and independ-
ent stations at 9:30 ~’zlock, Mon-
day night, Octcber 9. The follow-
ing morning, a home-frong army
of hundreds of patriotic Texans
will take the field to raise almost
$5,000,000 for the agencies of the
National War Fund.

In every county of the state,
local and civic leaders will head
the drive, which will be publicized
through ne\vspaper's, radio, - |bill-
boards, and practically every other
media. Texas merchants have been
asked to do their bit toward suc-
cess of the campaign through war
fund displays in their store win-
dows.

For War Work

District Governor Herbert C.
Petry of (Carrizo Springs, guest
speaker at the Lions Club Tuesday
luncheon, brought a report of the
scope of the work done on an in-
scale by the Lions
Clubs during the war.

Petry stated that Lions Clubs
the world over now shown
their worth by taking upon them-
selves all the problems confront-
ing the citizens left at home and,
through coordinated work, have
done a fzig job well, when they
could 'have folded their hands on
Pearl Harbor day. Instead Lionism
has held together and has grown
to a number that now includes
200,000 members, not counting the
95,000 Lions in the services of the
Allied Nations. These men are
banded together in 5,000 clubs in
14 Allied countries.

An interesting ncte that Fetry
added was that Lionism had never
been organized in any country now
fighting against the Allies. Also
he pointed out that Lions Inter-
national had a net gain of 25,000
members, while other service clubs
have lost ground in membership
during this war.

War Chesf Drive
Are Completed

SPECIAL GIFTS TO BE
TAKEN UNTIL OCT. 10

George H. Neill and H. V.
Stokes, directors of United War
Chest of Texas drive activities in
Sutton County, returned Monday
night from a regional instruction
meet in San Angelo with complete
plans for carrying on the drive
locally. They met Monday morning
at -the USO Club in San Angelo
where they received instructions
for ccnducting the drive and where
they heard a tzlk by a wounded
veteran of Texas’ 36th Division,
which gave then an rinsight into
the many benefits that War Chest
Funds provide for our wounded at
home and abroad, Allied men in
prisoner of war camps, and weary
fighting men at the front.

“We all know how important
the work of the agencies which

- receive money from the War Chest

is, and we know that we must
meet our quota of $2,706. It is
just as easy to raise the money
now as it will be to raise it during
the last few days. On October 10,
the drive proper will open,” said
Stokes, chairman of county activi-
ties. “From now until then, ‘spec-
cial gifts’ will be solicited;” he
he added.

Over half the local quota has
already been raised by the War
Service Club through a dance they
sponsored and by special donations
made to them for the War Chest.
About twelve hundred dollars, how-
ever, must still be raised, and all
who have not donated are urged
to do so as soon as possible, so
that Sutton County will be one of
the first in Region 15 to complete
its quota.

At the meeting in San Angelo,
the county workers had luncheon
with Col. George M. Palmer, com-
manding officer of the San Angelo
Army Air Field. They also wit-
nessed the presentation of combat
medals to four heroes of the war,
observed cadets doing calisthenics
to band musiec, saw cadets working
on bomb trainers and navi-trainers
and operating Link trainers, and
watched bombers drop bombs on a
target.

that the danger of this disease lies
not so much in its virulence as in
its insidious attack.

“If a tuberculosis patient real-
ized his plight in the earliest
stages of the disease, immediate
treatment cculd very likely save
his life,” Dr. Cox gaid.

The victim usually has sufficient
warning of the onset of the dis-
ease but all too frequently ignores
them.

asserts

“The warning signs are usually
noticeable enough to attract at-
tention,” Dr. Cox said. “A cough
that persists, loss of weight. easy
tiring---if any of these symptoms
are present, delay in seeking pro-
per medical attention only lessens
the chance of arrgsting the dis-
ease. ‘

“It is the better part of valor,
in the presence of such symptoms,
to seek the advice of the family
physician without delay,” Dr. Cox
stated. “Early diagnosis and early
treatment are the real foes of
tuberculosis. To deprive oneself of
their immeasurable advantages re-
sults at best in a long period of
treatment, and all too frequently
in plemauale death.”

. Cox emphasized that babies
and y"oung children can tick up the
germs of tuberculosis just as
readily 2s they can pick up the
germs of any other disease. He
stated that on mno account. should
they be kept in rcoms with in-
fected persons, use the
dishes, sleep in the same beds, or
come in any other intimate <on-

tact with tuberculosis patients.
