In a democracy, the success of
the government and the happiness
of the people depend upon each
individual’s being a thinking citi-
zen, one who is conscious of the

things that go on about him.
Whether the United States, or
our commumty will be a good

place in which to live will depend
upon the attitudes that we as cit-
izens have,

No democracy can be successful
if the citizens do mnot recognize
that their duties are as essential
as their rights. Obedience to the
laws passed by the government,
whether enforced or not, is the
first and most important duty of
a citizen.

A citizen must be willing to take
whatever share of responsibility
falls to him, whether it be holding
a public office or serving in the
armed service forces. A demo-
cracy can be successful only if it
has active, intelligent citizens, in-
telligent public opinion, able lead-
ership, and responsible represent-
atives intelligently selected by
voters alert to their duties. A per-
son qualified to serve in a pubhc
office should do so.

in America, guaranteeing him the+"

kind of government that will pro-
tect and defend his rights. If
every qualified citizen exercises
this right intelligently at every :

‘election, American libertie§ will be

preserved forever. .

One of the most important guar.
antees is that which states that
the writ of habeas corpus shall be
suspended only when public safety
demands it in time of rebellion or
invasion. A writ of habeas corpus
entitles a person accused of some
crime to an immediate hearing
before a court to see if reasons
are strong enough to hold him.
This prevents concentration camps
in America.

The United States is one of the
few great powers in which a man
may choose his own type of re-
ligion. There is no church in Amer-
ica supported or sponsored by the
government, but all churches are
free to conduct their services as
they see fit.

Freedom of speech and freedom
of the press are essential elements
of a democratic government and
cultural progress. These two
freedoms do not give a person the
right to slander or libel his neigh-
bor, nor do they give him the right
to urge the overthrow of the gov-
ernment,

Freedom to assemble is a most
important right. With this right
citizens can express their ideas,
carry on campaigns, and draw up

petitions which may be sent to
the government officials who way
or may not accept or discuss them.

A. By filling an application on
Veterans Administration Form
1950, with the Regional office
nearest his location or through the
approver educational or training
institution which he has selected.

Q. Upon what conditions is a
disabled veteran eligible for vo-
cational rehabilitation under the
Servicemen’s Readjustment Act of

19447

A. The disabled veteran must
have been discharged under con-
ditions other than dishonorable
and must have a disability incurred
in or aggravated by active ser-
vice for which pension is payable
or would be but for the receipt
of retirement pay, under the laws
administered by the Veterans Ad-
ministration and must be in need
of vocational rehabilitation to
overcome the handicap caused by
such disability.

If the limit is lowered to 40
years, your columnist would be
eligible for membership for it was
in January, 1906, that I moved
with my parents to Brownwood.
My father opened a small grocery
store on the principal street and,
ever since then, the smell of spices
and of freshly-ground coffee has
reminded me of those days. The
most important business establish-
ment from the standpoint of a nine
year old boy was not however the
Crescent Grocery, it was Kan-
easter’s Kandy Kitchen, where all
the spare nickels that I could get
were spent. .

When we first arrived in Brown-
wood, we had rooms at a boarding
house just across from the campus
of Daniel Baker College and I re-
member some of the college boys—
men, they seemed to me, and their
athletic yells, one of which was
a gem of poetry:

‘‘Johnny get a rat-trap bigger
than a cat-trap;
Johnny get a cat-trap bigger than

a rat-trap—
Cannibal, Cannibal,

bah!—"

I regret that my memory has
not preserved the masterpiece in
its entirety but that will give you
the general idea.

After a few weeks, we found a
house to move into; it was' cat-a-
corned across the street from an
elementary school,. about three
blocks from the business section—
north of the business seéction, I
think. Directions always confused
me in Brownwood, on account of
the twisting streets. I remember
‘hr-a was a standpipe near the
center 'of town and they told a

story of a traveling man who walk-
ed around and around for half an
hour, then said, “This is the durn-
dest place I ever was in; five
standpipes and not one postoffice,”

In our yard there was an oak
tree, a big, tall one— about the
biggest in the world, I reckon. One
day, a playmate jumped out of
the fork of the tree and so of
course I wouldn’t take a dare; I
jumped out, too; it.certainly was
a long way to the ground. Nearly
20 years later, when I revisited
Brownwood, I strolled past and,
know, the oddest thing: you’d think
that in 20 years that tree would
have grown a good deal; but it
hadn’t. in -fact, it looked to me as
though it had shrunk; it really
wasn’t very far from the fork to
the ground.

I can remember the Carnegie Li-
brary and of reading books from
it: books witten by ‘G. A. Henty
and Horatio Alger and a wonderful
volume called “Forty Years on the
Plains” that was full of Indian
fights and scalpings and prairie
fires. One time, we chose sides
and preteuded to be settlers and
Indians, The settlers were barri-
caded In a stockade which in this
instance was the loft of a barn
and the ammunition was corn-cobs.

HOMEMAKING
HINTS

College Station, April 1—Poc-
kets may be practical as well as
decorative, . Mrs. Dora’ Barnes,
clothing specialist of the A & M
College Extension Service, reminds
homemakers. House dresses, ap-
rons, play suits and garden or
work clothes will be more conven-
ient and satisfactory if pockets
are made fully useful.

On' the skirt, pockets should be
placed where the hands slip in
naturally, says Mrs. Barnes. Poc-
kets on readymade dresses and pat-
terns are often too high, Because
arms differ .in length, the location
of the pocket needs to be tried out
before final stitching is done. Poc-
arms kets

kets slanted toward the side are
more convenient and also safer,
because they are less likely to

catch on handles and door knobs.

Since the primary purpose of a
pocket is to hold things, Mrs.
Barnes suggests that skirt pockets
be roomy enough for a clenched
fist to go in and out easily. This
requires cutting the pocket large
enough and then placing it on a
loose part of the garment.

To make pockets durable, rein-

force top corners where the great-
est strain comes, A strip of tape,
basted on the underside of the
dress across the top pocket line,
can be stitched on with the pocket
to give corner srengtth. A double

.row of stitching across the top

of the pocket itself gives added
strength against pull at this point..
