NO SUCCESSOR IN VIEW
AT PRESENT, SAYS WELLS

Coach Preston B. (Bud) Moody,
head coach and ma*hematics teach-
er at Sonora High School for the
last two years, has been  named
head football coach at Athens
High School to succeed Bob Hill.

Hill resigned the post recently
to become athletic director of
Athens High School and head of
the physical education department.
He also will be in charge of the
Hornet basketball team.

Moody, high school star at
Mineola, was all-state quarterback
in 1929 and 1930, first string for-
ward on the basketball team and
set several track records in the
broad jump and hurdles. He play-
ed with Lon Morris Junior College
and East Texas State Teachers
College and was on the 1931 Lon
Morris quintet which won the
state title from the Tyler Apaches.

He began: his coaching career
at Jefferson High School and went
from there to Gladewater. He
coached a service team in Hawaii
thagt won the title of its division
and upon his discharge from the
Navy, coached two years'at Min-
eola.

Mrs. Moody is the fourth grade
teacher in the Elementary School.

Superintendent A. E. Wells said
Wednesday he accepted Moody’s
resignation with regret. “He has
been a.fine coach and a fine lead-
er,” Wells stated, “and we hate
to see him leave. On behalf of
the student body, faculty and
board of education, I wish him
every success at his new post.”

Gerry Mayfield, 6,
Recovering From
Ranch Accident

REGAINS CONSCIOUSNESS
WEDNESDAY; HURT IN FALL
FROM HORSE SUNDAY

Gerry Mayfield, 6-year-old
daughter of Mr. and Mrs. Stanley
Mayfield, who = suffered. critical
head injuries Sunday in a fall
from a horse, regained conscious-
ness Wednesday morning and was
reported greatly improved but
definitely not out of danger yet.

The accident occurred about 2:30
o’clock Sunday afternoon at the
White House ranch, about 35 miles
south of Sonora on the Rocksprings
highway. Gerry was riding her
horse in a one-acre runaround by
the house while her garndmother,
Mrs. Ed €. Mayfield, watched
from the porch. A ranch employee,
Polo Gomez, was  also present.
Gerry rode by the house and said
she was going to the other end
of the trap. In a few minutes
Gomez saw the riderless horse
walking in and he and Mrs. May-
field immediately found Gerry in
a semi-conscious condition.

By the time she was rushed to
a San Angelo hespital Sunday aft-
ernoon she had lapsed into a coma

and roused only slightly until
Wednesday morning. Dr. Ralph
Munslow, San Antonio neuro-

surgical specialist, observed Gerry
Sunday night and Monday. Wed-
nesday morning she awoke and re-
cognized her father and mother
and was in good spirits.

My Soil
* Conservation
District

By John Stanley Hamby
Second Prize Winner in
SCS  Essay Contest
_ Soil is the earth’s most valuable
posession, for without soil, all
plant and animal life ‘would perish,
yet, a large part of the United
States soil has been destroyed by
soil erosion. ‘Considering this,
eighty four ranchers in Sutton
and Edwards Counties took time
out to vote whether or not a Soil
Conservation District should be
formed to assist in conserving the
soil in ‘this area. Eighty three of
ranchers voted for this unit and
only one against it. The Edwards
Plateau Soil Conservation Distriet
is a completely vcluntary organi-
zataion. Ranchers do not have to
submit to letting the unit assist

them in conserving their soil.
Land with no grass often be-
comes overflowed with water, and
drains into large gullies. These
gullies flow into rivers and always
carry away the much needed soil.
Thousands of acres of land have
been destroyed by overflowing
rains. The productivity of the
land depends upon our soil and
soil is not permanent. Therefore,

it is necessary that the Soil Con-:

servation Program continue its
successful work in our area. Con-
servation is vitally necessary in
the Edwards Plateau District, be-
cause of the bitterweed which is
poisonous to livestock. The brush
increase has caused much trouble
for the ranchers. Floods are fre-
quent in this area, and watersheds
should be improved. The desire for
better grasses such as little blue-
stem, has been shown by progress-
ive ranchers.

Showing the ranchers the urg-
ent need for soil conservation, is
one of the many tasks the District
performs. Much interest has been
aroused, and an excellent ex-
ample of this was shown last fall
when the District had a field day
at the C. T. Jones Ranch. One

hundred ranchers were present,:-

and all gladly participated in an
adult grass judging contest.

Soil Conservation does more
than safeguard the land. It is
responsible for many of the bene-
fits of the lan,d. Increased crop
yields and lower cost of production
are some of its benefits.

WRITER DISCOVERS —

More Head Of Stock On One Sutton
Ranch Than In All Crockett County

Do you know that . there is one
ranch in Sutton County which
runs more head of stock than all
the ranches in Crockett County?
Do you know that this ranch and
a sister ranch, also located in this
county, run close to a million head
of stock, yet use only about 840
square feet of “rangeland” ~the
year around?

If ycu would like to know more
about -these amazing ranches we
suggest you visit the J. Wray
Campbell and Gilbert (Son) Alli-
son Worm Ranch, part of which
is located at Campbell’s tourist
courts and part of which may be
inspected at Allison’s (sheep and
cattle) ranch on the' Junction
highway. :

Campbell, who went into the
business a few months ago with
a broced stock of 50,000 worms and
5,000 eggs, mnow estimates his
“herd” at half a million. Allison,
who is Campbell’s- partner in the
worm. business as well as the
minnow business, which we’ll try

. to get to later, has about the same

number.

It may come as something of a
surprise that there would be much
chance for success in the worm
business in this arid and land-
locked section, but Campbell and
Allison sell worms to several
camps at Lake Nasworthy at Sam
Angelo, Lake Travis at Austin,
and the upper and lower lakes at
Del Rio. In fact, Campbell’s last
shipment consisted of 5,000 worms
ordered by Jack Rape, former So-
noran now owner of a fishing
concession at the Del Rio lower
lake. Worms are sold at one -cent
each or $6 per thousand wholesale.

Getting into the finer points of
worm culture, Campbell pointed
out that one of the advantages in
worm ranching is that both males
and females lay eggs, thus more
or less doubling production.

“We have all the advantages
and none of the disadvantages of
the sheep, goat and cattle ranches,”
Campbell said in explaining how
his and Allison’s set-up operates.
“For example, we don't have to
keep so many bull worms to so
many cow worms. They all lay
eggs and the fathers are just as

are fathers. Another advantage,”
he went on, “is in not having to
vaccinate, dip, spray, shear, mark,
brand or dehorn our fine Georgia
Wigglers. We just feed them our
special secret formula made up in
the vicinity of the Santa Fe load-
ing chutes, keep them damp and
sell them when we get an order.
We don’t have to wait for the mar-
ket to be right and we don’t need
a 'worm support program.”

Campbell’s and Allison’s stock
came from a worm - rancher in
Savanah, Tennessee, and are all
of the “Georgia Wiggler” variety,
a breed noted for its violent activ-
ity on the end of a fish-hook.

In preparing a worm bed, or
“pasture,” depending on how one
looks at worm ranching, a pit 40

feet long,’four feet wide and three |.

and one-half feet deep is dug.
The walls are concreted and the
bottom is covered with fine gravel,
which aids drainage and somehow
or other prevents the worms from
tunneling under the sides. The re-
mainder of the pit is then stocked
with worms -- a layer of compost
(straw, leaves, manure) and a
layer of worms. Campbell and
Allison now have four of these
beds, each with a capacity of about
250,000 worms.

The worms are fed three times
a week by scattering a few shovels
or old fertilizer over the bed and
watering it down. In addition to
this the bed must be watered
daily and in hot weather wet bur-
lap sacks are kept on the beds.
A worm, says Campbell, just can’t
stand any kind of heat.

The eggs hatch soon after being
placed in the bed and each egg.
'produces from four to six worms.
Only 90 days elapse from the
time the egg is laid until the worm
reaches maturity and is ready for
market. For shipping, worms are
packed in peat moss and placed in
paper cartons. Inscribed on each
carton is the company motto: “We
Want The Worms To Turn.”

Campbell says there have been
a few complainte by fishermen,
but adds that these are rapidly
being ironed out through a re-
voluntary-type insurance Dpolicy

widespread ~distribution.

John E. Hutchinson, associate
extension hortculturist of Texas
A&M College, says many of the
new varieties haven’t been tested
in Texas but in other areas have
shown exceptional promise. He
says the new bush bean, Top Crop,
isssuch a variety. It is said to be
‘a heavy yielder, and is good fresh,
canned or frozen. Another new
bush bean that has shown well in
tests so far is the Contender.

A new pole bean is the String-
less Blue Lake variety. Home
gardeners in areas where cabbage
can still be set might like to try
the new Early Round Dutch var-
iety. Hutchinson says it has shown
up good in trial plantings in Tex-
as. For the home garden only, he
suggests a few hills of a new
cantaloupe - Smith’s Perfect.

Of course, concludes Hutchinson,
you’ll not be able-to try all of
these new varieties this year but
if you. have room in the garden
for just a few of the more prom-
ising, give them a trial. Give them
gcod care, control the insects and

cf the special session of the Legis-
lature which ended last week, de-
clared that the purpose for which
the session was called had been
fully accomplished.

The session was convened to
raise money to operate the state
hospital system during the next
fiscal year and to finance a long-
range building program for the
institutions included in the system.
The Governor repcrted that the
Legislature made $21,000,000 avail-
able for operating the system and
established a building fund of $5,-
000,000 a year for seven years.

“As a result of this progressive
step,” Gov. Shivers said, “our
state hospitals will be places where
sick people camny be brought back
to mental and physical health --
rather than unsafe, unsanitary
places of confinement where they
exist without much comfort and
without much hope of a permanent
cure.

“Thus the 5lst Legislature, al-
ready distinguished as a Legisla-
ture that has attempted to give

YOUNGEST — Marine Private
First Class Jacklyn H. Lucas, of
Belhaven, N. C., is the youngest
man of the Navy, Marine Corps
or Coast Guard ever to receive the
nation’s highest military decoration.
He wears the Medal of Honor
awarded when he was 17 years of
age.

Lucas enhsted in the Marine
Corps Reserve with his mother’s
consent when he was 14, but gave
his age as 17 and at once was as-
signed to recruit training. While
at the Sixth Base Depot at Pearl
Harbor in January, 1944, he was
advanced to private first class.
With statements to his buddies
that he was going to join a combat
organization, Marine Lucas walked
out of camp in January, 1945. He
was declared “absent without leave”
when he failed to return that night
and a month later was declared a
“deserter” and a reward offered for
his apprehension.

In the meantime Lucas was a

stowaway on board a vessel trans-

porting Marine units into combat.
He reached his 17th birthday while
at sea. He surrendered to the
senior troop officer and was allowed
to remain, being assigned to the
Headquarters Company, Fifth Ma-
rine Division. Two days after land-
ing at Iwa Jima a grenade landed
in his foxhole and he threw his
body to cover it, saving the lives
of his companions. He was left
for dead, although miraculously
was still alive. He was discharged
' from the Reserve because of dis-
ability. He is now a freshman at
Duke University.

Typhoid fever is unecssary and
oreventable. Every case is due
oither to community negligence
ar to the carelessness of some
individual. Persons planning a
racation -or trip where sanitation
may not be rigidly enforced should
protect themselves against this
disease by being immunized. Its
prevention is accomplished by the
enforcement of public health mea-
sures to protect food, milk, and
water supplies, and by immuniza-
tion. The purity of water, milk,
or.food cannot be judged by look-
ing at it, so the best thing to do is
to play safe and have your physi-
cian protect you.

The
House bill to amend the cotton
and peanut acreage allotmentlaw
was passed. The Senate changed
the House bill considerably, how-
ever, and at present a conference
committee is trying to work out
a compromise, Briefly, the Senate
version provides that mno indivi-
dual farmer shall have his cotton
acreage out below 60 percent of
the average in cotton and war
crops during the three year period
of 1946-47-48. The House bill put
that minimum at 70 percent. And
the House provision to the effect
that no farmers could be cut under

I am hopeful the conferees will
insist on restoration of the 50 per-
cent provision, and be able to get
it put back in. The Department of
Agriculture informs me that under
50 percent provision our district
would be entitled to 40,539 addi-
tional acres, whereas under the
70 percent provision (cut by the
Senate to 60 percent) we would
get only 19,739 additional acres.

Here are a few examples of

how the 50 percent provision
would benefit a few of our indivi-
dual counties: Coleman county

would get 12,405 additional acres
under the 50 percent gadget ,and
3,003 under the 70 percent gadget.
Concho county would gain 2,050
acres under the 50 percent, where-
as the 70 percent gadget would
add conly 965 acres.

The 50 percent feature would
give Lampasas 766 acres, where-
as the 70 percent figure would
add only 80 acres. McCulloch
county would pick up 8,060 acres
by the 50 percent factor, where-
as the 70 percent provision would
mean only 2,512 additional acres.
In Tom Green the 50 percent gad-
get would add 2,296 .more acres,
and the 70 percent would mean
cnly 1,296 more acres. Coke coun-
ty, however, would add more acres
under the 70 percent provision
with 2,702 acres, and the 50 per-

cent gadget adding only 1,913
acres.
