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Ranchmen Authorize Krick To Operate Here
NEWS TO GIVE AWAY NEW FORD

Wool And Mohair Ceilings Leave 
Room For Good Prices This Year

The wool industry got its dollars 
and cents price ceilings from the 
Office of Price Stabilization Wed­
nesday. Most West Texas wool men 
agreed that the ceiling left room 

for some good wool prices for Tex­
as wool growers.

The ceilings will not mean much 
to Texas sheepmen this spring be­
cause practicall all of the present 
clip is under contract.

It was pointed, out that the OPS 
didn’t hurt wool men nearly as 
badly as it did the cattle industry. 
Ceilings, however, show some re­
duction from January peaks.

Effective at once, the ceiling 
prices are 65 to 70 per cent high­
er than market prices were be­
fore the outbreak of the Korean 
war, OPS officials declared.

The order set a ceiling of $3.35 
a pound fo r  64s average wool, 
clean basis, at the warehouses of 
wool sellers or a port of entry, re­

gardless of the country of origin. 
Ceiling on 64s top is $4.13 clean. 
By sellers is meant wool dealers or 
handlers, most of whome aTe in 
Boston. Ceilings are not set at the 
producer level.

The regulation set up a scale of 
prices for original bag greasy mo­
hair matchings, and mohair top 
and noils.

It provides a ceiling of $2.28 a 
pound for original bag kid and 
$1.81 for adult.

Prices for mohair matching 
range from 71 cents for low offs 
(burry) to $3.18 for 40s in the kid, 
and 71 cents to $2,23 for 30s in the 
adult.

A Sonora wool warehouseman 
saw a danger that the ceilings 
may take the United States out o f 
the foreign wool markets at a 
time whenVthis country badly needs 
foreign wools.

Announcement of a “ Subscriber

Sonora Wool & Mohair Co. and 
former president of the Texas 
Sheep and Goat Raisres Associa­
tion, pointed out that if foreign 
markets are above the ceilings, 
buyers in this country may not be 
able to buy foreign wools.

They can’t look to Uncle Sam 
for help either, because the govern­
ment at present does not have au­
thority to buy wools in foreign 
markets. President Truman has 
asked for this authority. It is 

i said the government would buy 
| foreign wools and resell them to 
! American mills at a loSs if nee- 
I essary. Opponents of this have 
I called it a move toward subsidiza­
tion

“I can’t see how the OPS can 
put ceilings on foreign wools im­
ported to this country when the 
United States has no contral over 
foreign markets, Earwood declar­
ed.

Just before the OPS ceilings 
were announced, the Texas Sheep 
& Goat Raisers Association office 
here received a price ceiling sche­
dule which J. M. (Casey) Jones, 
executive secretary of the Nation­
al Wool Growers Association, said 
was most likely to accepted. It 
seems to check with the few prices 
announced Wednesday.

Jones’s list follows: 70’s staple, 
$3.65 clean; 70’s average, $3.46; 
64’s staple, $3.46; 64’s average, 
$3.35; 62’s warp, $3.39; 62’s aver­
age, $3.33; 60’s staple, $3.33; 60’s 
average $3.30; 58’s staple, $3.23; 
56’s staple, $3.04 50’s staple, $2.94.

Ed Long of Del Rio Wool & 
Mohair Co. Said the $3.35 clean 
price on 64’s looked good to him. 
On "the basis of 55 per cent shrink­
age, 64s in the grease could, under 
the ceilings, bring $1.50 a pound 
less cost of shipping to Boston, he 
pointed out.

Frank Roddie, warehouseman and 
president of the Texas Sheep 
Goat Raisers Association, and said 
the $3.35 price is a good one for 
growers. He said it should be point­
ed out, however, that the fact the 
celing is so high is no guarantee 
that the wool actually will bring 
that much. It will take demand to 
push wool prices to that level. 
Right now, he doubts that demand 
is strong enough to warrant that 
price on the market. The wool 
market has been extremely slug­
gish in recent weeks.

Joe B. Blakeney, San Angelo 
warehouseman, said that the ceil­
ings allow good prices. Like Roddie, 
he pointed out that demand will 
make the actual price. But he add­
ed that because so little domestic 
wool is left unsold, he helives 
growers will hold for the ceiling

The Sonora Experiment Station 
will hold its annual field day Sat­
urday, according to Dr. W. T. 
Hardy, superintendent, at which 
time the results of this year’s ram 
progeny tests will be announced.

The program is to begin at 9 
o’clock and should last until about 
4 o’clock A barbecue dinner will 
be served by the Sutton County 
4-H Club at $1 per plate.

The station has fed 151 rams 
224 days. The rams were fed in 
groups by the same sire so the 
value of the sire could be deter­
mined by the performance of the 
offspring in wool and mutton pro­
duction.

No formal program is planned. 
The first couple of hours will be 
given over to inspection of the 
rams. There will be a short dis­
cussion shortly before noon. The 
afternoon prograam is expected to 
last until about 4 o ’clock.

The organized program will be 
aa pannel discussion of the project. 
Audience participation is hoped 
for.

The rams were shorn' after the 
last weighing April 18. Full re­
port on scouring, clean weight of 
fleeces, spinning counts, and other 
points of interest will be available 
Saturday.

Ford Hubbard, Texas repre­
sentative of the WRDC, advised 
Dr. Irving P. Krick, prisident of 
the company, Thursday that 22 
ranchers representing 300,000 acres 
in Crockett County voted to make 
a contract with Sutton County and 
to 'get action on the next opportun­
ity. The ranchmen, Hubbard said, 
underwrote payment of $5,000 if 
a final contract failed; $2,500 of 
this will be paid next week.

The Crockett County group is 
headed by Dick Henderson, E. S. 
Mayer has been active in organi­
zation efforts here, and Roger 
Gillis is handling matters in Val 
Verde. The three county area will 
amount to about 5 million acres. 
Hubbard advised Krick that a final 
contract by telephone is virtually 
assured. He said ranchmen expect 
a partical operation on the next 
opportunity and complete opera­
tion as soon as feasable.

Allison Wildcat 
Tested Wednesday

A Sutton County wildcat, Ralph 
Lowe of Midland No. I Lea Alli­
son, 12 miles east of Sonora, Wed­
nesday was drilling below 6,255 
feet in lime, probably Strawn, 
after recovering oil and water 
shows on two drillstem tests bet­
ween 6,177-240 feet with tool open 
four hours, No. 1 Allison had gas 
in one hour, 25 minutes, recover­
ing 292 feet o f gas-cut drilling 
mud, and no water.

The second test from 6,204-55 
feet, oen five hours, recovered 90 
feet of heavily gas-cut mud, 90 
feet of oil and gas-cut mud and 
385 feet of mud-cut salt water 
slightly gas-cut.

Operator said no correlations 
were made with any other wildcats 
in the region that went to the 
Strawn.

No. 1 Allison is located 660 feet 
from nort and east line of the 
south half of McGonigle survey 4.

Ranchers of Crockett, Sutton, 
and Val Verde counties Wednes­
day night authorized the Water 
Resources Development Corp: of 
Denver, Colo., to begin immedi­
ately an artificial rainfall-boost­
ing project.

Ford Hubbard of Houston, re­
presenting the corporation, told a 
gathering at the Ozona Country 
Club the project could increase the 
normal rainfall o f the area from 
five to eight inches a year.

Hubbardi emphasized, however, 
that his corporation does not claim 
ability to make rain.

By use of up to 15 generators in 
this three-county area, the com­
pany proposes to increase rainfall 
begun through natural processes, 
he explained.

The generators, spaced as far 
as 200 miles apart in this area, 
are to be operated' by WRDC 
field men.

The project is to be operated 
initially on a four-months basis at 
a cost of about $25,000, with the 
option of extending it to a year- 
round basis at $50,000 annually.

Months chosen for this year’s 
operations were May, June, Aug­
ust, and September.

Ranchmen scheduled a tenta­
tive meeting for next week to form 
an association to foot the cost of 
the project.

The company Wednesday was
guaranteed $5,000 to cover cost of 
setting up equipment, in the event 
an association cannot be organiz­
ed.

The WRDC operates rain-boost­
ing equipment in many parts of 
the Southwest, Colorado, and 
Washington State.

The project authorized tonight 
will become the third in operation 
in Texas. The others are at Heb- 
ronville, Falfurrias and Corpus 
Christi.

Hubbard feels that artificial 
generation was responsible for 
much of the two-inch rain at Lar­
edo last Sunday. He estimated that 
only one-half inch would haVe fal­
len norfally.

QUESTIONS AND ANSWERS 
FROM

VETERANS ADMINISTRATION
Q - - I want to take a GI Bill 
course in accounting, but the only 
one available dosen’t start until 
the Fall of 1951. Can I enroll even 
thought the July 25 cut-off date- 
which applies to me-will have pass­
ed?
A - - No. You actually must be 
enrolled in a GI Bill course by the 
July 25 cut-off date, except for 
interruptions for reasons beyond 
your control. You may not enroll 
for the first time after that date.
Q - - I interrupted my GI Bill 
training to enlist in the Army. 
Does VA consider an enlistment an 
interruption for a reason beyond 
my control? Will I be allowed to 
continue training after my dis­
charge ?
A - - Enlistment in the armed 
forces is considered an interrup­
tion beyond your control. There­
fore you will be permitted to go

ahead with your GI Bill training 
after your discharge provided, of 
course, that you are discharged 
prior to the termination date for 
the GI Bill program.
Q - - I am receiving compensa­
tion for a service-connected disa­
bility. Recently I lost my sight as 
a result of an automobile acci­
dent. Will VA provide me with a 
seeing-eye dog and electronic and 
mechanical equipment for the 
blind?
A - - Yes. Blindness need not be 
service-connected, so long as you 
are entitled to receive compensa­
tion for any service-connected 
disability.
Q - - I have just entered military 
service and, because of my reduc­
ed income, I no longer can meet 
payments on my |5,000 commer­
cial life insurance policy. Is there 
any help I can get to hold my 
policy ?
A - - Under the Soldiers’ and 
Sailors’ Civil Relif Act, the VA 
may take over your payments 
while you are in service and, if 
necessary, for two years after­
wards. But after your discharge, 
you will have to repay VA for all

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State Fair To 
Pay Record 
PremiumsWhen It Comes

The 1951 Sate Fair of Texas, 
Octorber 6-21, -will offer $83,074
in livestock premiums------$10,365
more than last year and the high­
est in the history of the 66-year 
old exposition.,

Ray W.* Wilson, manager of the 
fair’s livestock department, said 
the 1951 premium list will be mail­
ed this week to 1,500 livetock 
breeders and exhibitors through­
out the nation, and to all county 
agents and vocational agriculture 
teachers in Texas.

Topping the list of shows featur­
ing 26 breeds of cattle, swine, 
horses, sheep and Angora goats 
will be the Pan-American National 
Hereford Show, Oct. 6-11. Pre­
miums of $25,000 are offered for 
this show alone, the highest the 
fair has ever posted for any one 
show.

Total beef cattle premium are 
$34,650, an increase of $12,300 over 
last year. Arrayed with the Here- 
fords will be top aberdeen-Angus 
Brahman and Shorthorn cattle.All 
beef cattle shows run Oct. 6-11.

Dairy cattle preiums total $15,450 
Guernsy, Holstein-Friesian, Jersey 
and Milking Shorthorn cattle will 
be shown Oct. 12-19.

The Junior Livestock Show Oct. 
15-20 will offer premiums total­
ing $14,945, an increase of $3,695 
over 1950. There will be classes 
for dairy cattle, steers, pigs and 
sheep¡

Premiums for the nine breeds 
of swine to be shown total $9,152 
and prizes for the six breeds of 
sheep that will be on display come 
to $2,977. Angora-goats premiums 
amount to $850. Swine, sheep and 
goats will be shown Oct. 6-14.

Dates and premiums for the 
horse show will be announced 
later, Wilson said.

Of the $83,000 in premiums be­
ing offered at the 1951 fair, the 
State Fair of Texas will contri­
bute $64,791 and national and state 
purebred livestock associations 
will contribute $18,283. This is an 
increase of $7,392 over premium 
money given by breed associations 
last year, Wilson said. This indi­
cates a growing recognition of the 
fair’s vast audience and its leader­
ship in promoting better livestock, 
he pointed out.
