Range pitting on these ranches 
was confined to the bare areas of 

i deep soils. These soils crust severe, 
ly when vegetation is lost and 
shed water readily during hard 
rains. Pitting breaks open this 

.crust and holds water where it 
falls.

Pits provide an excellent seed­
bed for native and introduced 
grasses. Since pits hold water new­
ly seeded gras-ses have a better 
chance of becoming established 
during drougthy periods.

Tom Davis followed his pitting 
with seed of good native and in­
troduced grasses including side- 
oats grama, little bluestem, green 
sprangletop, Boers lovegrass, slen­
der grama, buffelgrass and K. R. 
bluestem. Edgar and Travis Glass­
cock plan to follow up their pitt­
ing with grass seed they have been 
saving for a seasonable year.

Boy Has Narrow 
Escape In Truck 
Mishap Monday

Ronnie Cocnran, 3-year-old son 
of Mr. and Mrs. Cleburn Cochran, 
narrowly escaped serious injury 
about 6:30 o’clock Monday evening, 
when a truck, swerving to avoid 
a collision, knocked him onto the 
Ford Allen yard and pinned his 
clothing beneath a rear tire. The 
boy was taken to Hudspeth Memo­
rial Hospital for observation and 
was released Tuesday.

The accident happened at the in­
tersection of College Street and 
U. S. 290. The truck, driven by 
Walter R. Windham, 34, Rankin, 
was going west on U. S. 290. As 
he approached the caution light at 
the intersection, another truck 
drove through the red light and 
swung into the highway, forcing 
Windham to the left. Ronnie and 
two little girls were playing in 
the street and the truck blocked 
them from Windham’s view.

“Had I seen the children, I 
would have gone ahead and hit 
the truck,”  Windham told Highway 
Patrolman Herman Moore, who in­
vestigated the accident. “ When I 
did see them it was too late,” he 
added.

Moore exonerated Windham 
from all blame, stating, “ investi­
gation and reports from witnesses 
indicate that the driver did all he 
could to avoid an accident.”

Meanwhile the Highway Patrol 
is conducting a search for the 
truck which ran the stop light. The 
truck is believed to be from out 
of town.

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44 Years Ago-Annuals Fill A Needed Place 
Regardless Of Gardening Situation

Annuals fill a needed place re­
gardless of your gardening situa­
tion. Long season bloomers, quick 
growers, low-growers, medium 
height and tall, annual flowers fit 
into many roles.

There is an annual flower for 
every need. When the bulb-bed is 
getting unsightly, you can tuck in 
annuals to hide dying foliage. 
After the iris season there may 
be a gap in the floral parade that 
annuals can fill. Annuals are the 
answer if you need cutflowers in 
abundance.

The specialist says annuals are 
flowers that grow from seed, 
bloom one season, and then die. 
They have served their purpose as 
soon as they have produced a crop 
of seed, so far this reason if they 
are to bloom they need to be kept 
cut more than perennials- and 
biennials.

Selecting annuals for your 
flower garden should be relative­
ly easy for there are more than 
fifty kinds available in most seed 
stores or catalogs. They are usual­
ly inexpensive, many kinds cost 
a nickel and seldom more than 25 
cents a packet.

Seeds can be started indoors, for 
early bloom, planted in a small

protected spot in the garden for 
transplanting to other areas, or 
you may sow seeds where flowers 
are to grow. Perpare seed beds 
well by adding humus and plant 
food to the soil.

Annuals are considered to be 
sun-lovers, but some like petunias 

i and snapdragons thrive in light 
shade. But regardless of the loca­
tion, be sure to give them space 
to grow and bloom in a flower 
bed of their own. Most annuals 
need six inches to a foot spacing, 
some as much as 18 to 24 inches, 
for ease of cultivation, good air 
circulation and space for the roots 
to grow, withopt competing with 
shrubs. Mulching in the summer 
will take care of the weeds, keep 
the soil cool, and conserve mois­
ture.

Among the ten most popular an­
nuals are zinnia, marigold, batche- 
lor’ button, larkspur, annual ph­
lox, snapdragon, petunia, gallar- 
dia, annual chrysanthemum and 
pansy. Others widely grown in­
clude verbena, sunflower, scabiosa, 
cosmos, China aster and pinks. 
Good edging annuals include agera- 
tum, candy tuft, and annual phlox. 
Those with varieties of moderate 
height are zinnias, dwarf French 
marigolds, higella, larkspur, gal-

From 4 Cylinders To Atom Engines 
Is Story Of 53 Years Of Subs

April 11 is. the 53rd anniversary 
of the acceptance of the subma­
rines Holland by the Navy Depart­
ment.

John Phillip Holland built the 
first submarine for the Navy in 
1900. It was a stubby cigar shap­
ed craft powered by a four cylinder 
gasoline engine. The boat could 
submerge for short periods and 
was considered of slight military 
significance at the time.

Germany was the first to exploit 
the submarine as. a major weapon 
of naval, warfare. In the “ Unter­
seeboots” , the Kaiser found the

In both World Wars of the 20th 
Century the Allies developed met­
hods of combating the submarine 
menace before the German Navy 
completely strangled our war ef­
fort, but not before millions of 
tons of vital war materials and 
thousands of lives were lost.

In the Pacific, our fleet type 
submarines, virtually dominated 
the sea lanes. They sank two 
thirds of Japan’s merchant tonn­
age, and one third of her naval 
losses.

In addition to sinking enemy 
ships, submarines scouted enemy 
waters, took reconnaissance photo­
graphs., landed pre-invasion scout­
ing parties, supported guerillas in 
occupied countries, evacuated 
enemy encircled outposts, mined 
Japanese home waters, and rescu­
ed downed airmen.

After the war, the Navy moder­
nized and improved submarines. 
One of the improvements was the 
addition of the snorkel or breath­
ing tube. This tube enable sub­
marines to cruse sumerbed at pe­
riscope depths on their diesel en­
gines since air needed for the die­
sels is inducted via the tube.

Another improvement was the 
modification of fleet type boats 
into “ guppies” . Guppy means 
greater underwater propulsion po­
wer with the “ Y” added for eup­
hony. The greater speed was at­
tained by installing higher capa­
city electric s.torage batteries and 
streamlining the submarine.

Last summer, the keel of the 
USS Nautilus, the Navy’s first 
atomic powered submarine was 
laid. Its launching is expected in 
less than two years. When this 
submersible slides, down the ways 
it will probably surpass even the 
mechanical perfection and per­
formances of Jules Verne’s fic ­
tional Nautilus.

The operational data of the new 
submarine is classified informa­
tion, but we can be sure that she’ll 
outfight our “ souped up” subma­
rines. of post war days, make our 
World War II boats looks like pre­
war autos in the used car lot and 
our first submarine like something 
cut of the Smithsonian Institute.

However, I’ve 
recently gone back on active duty. 
May I take a correspondence course 
under the program, even though 

’ I’m now in uniform ?
A - - No. Even though you meet 

all the eligibility requirements, the 
law requires that you be a civi­
lian when you take your training. 
Veterans back on active duty may 
not train under the law.

Q - . Is there any time limit I 
have to meet, in starting training 
under the Korean GI Bill? I have 
just received my discharge.

A - - You must begin your train­
ing within two years of the date 
of your discharge. Veterans dis­
charged before August 20, 1952, 
however, must begin by August 
20, 1954. \

Q - - I have quite a large num­

ber of bills. I’m trying to pay. One 
of my creditors is getting impa­
tient, and has threatened to take 
over my disability compensation, 
until his bill is paid off. Can he 
do this ?

A . - No. Disability compens.a- 
tion payments-as well as all other 
VA benefit payments-are exempt 
from the claims of creditors, under 
the law.

Q - - Is a service-connected dis­
ability, incurred since Korea, en­
ough in itself to entitle me to vo­
cational training under Public 
Law 16? I have an honorable dis­
charge.

A . - No. In addition, you must 
have a need for training to over­
come the handicap of your disabi­
lity.

Q - _ I’m a World War II ve­
teran and I am going back on ac­
tive duty. I plan to keep my Na­
tion Service Life Insurance while 
I’m in uniform. Do I continue to 
pay my premiums to the VA as I 
did when I was a civilian?

FOR THE FOURTH TIME in 
seven years I voted for a Tidelands 
bill last week. A tidal wave of 
public support swept the legisla­
tion through the House by a whop 
r>ing 285-to-108 margin. And it 
looks like a certainty the Senate 
will follow suit, though with a 
closer ratio and a slightly dif­
ferent version.

Legislation to vacate the grab 
of the States’ offshore lands was 
begun back in 1946, when the Fe­
deral Government was pressing 
it's claim and shortly before the 
Supreme Court acted in the Cali 
fornia case. The House then pass­
ed a bill by a vote of 186-to-67, 
with the’ Senate margin being 44- 
to-34. But President Truman veto­
ed it.

Then, in 1948 the House again 
acted, that time by a vote of 257- 
to-29. The Senate failed to act on 
that bill, and nothing more was 
done until 1951 when again the 
House took the initiative and pass­
ed a quit-claim bill by a vote of 
285-to-109. But again the Senate 
failed to act.

Last year, by an overwhelming 
majority of 247-to-89, the House 
rammed through another bill, and 
the Senate concurred by a voted of 
50-to-35. Again Truman vetoed, 
and a lot of people gloated over 
their claim that Tidelands legis­
lation was forever dead. The left- 
wing ADA and the CIO were parti­
cularly vocal cn the subject.

But a cause is never settled un­
til it is settled right. And so last 
week the House again confirmed 
title to the States in their own

submerged lands, this time by the 
285-to-108 verdict. The Senate is 
now debating the issue, and it 
looks like a cinch that at last an­
other bill will go to the White 
House, and this time will be ap­
proved by President Eisenhower.

It is hoped that this, legislation 
will have some effect on the Sup­
reme Court and cause that august 
body to confine itself in the future 
to the job of making judicial de­
cisions rather than trying to in­
vade the province of Congress and, 
in effect, legislating.

INDIVIDUAL RIGHTS 
PROTECTED BY 

COURTS OF APFEAL
The institution of appellate 

courts, of which the U. S. Supreme 
Court is the highest, illustrates 
how America has tackled the pro­
blem of attaining justice. Plato 
long ago showed the idea of jus­
tice is difficult to come by. It is 
perhaps even more difficult to 
translate into human conduct and 
apply in the settlement of indivi­
dual cases.

How does a case come before an 
appellate court? If you and your 
neighbor have dispute over the 
property line between your two 
lots, you would be foolish to go 
to court for a settlement if you 
did not believe that right was on 
your side. Therefore, practically 
every civil action that comes before 
a trial court originates, in an hon­
est difference of opinion as to 
what the law or the facts of that 
case are.

But right cannot be on both 
sides; so one or the other of the 
litigants must be mistaken. When 
you seek legal counsel on such a 
question, it frequently happens 
that your lawer will advise you not 
to go to court. Only a relatively 
small percentage of cases, reach 
trial. The law is clear enough so 
that among the millions of tran­
sactions taking place in the coun­
try only a relatively few ever re­
sult in lawsuit.

But suppose you and your law­
yer have decided that your case 
has enough merit to warrant go­
ing to court. The facts on both 
sides are presented, the lawyers on 
both sides argue the merits of 
their clients’ cases and the court 
is then called upon to render a de­
cision. In some cases this decision 
will be based on findings of a jury. 
The vast majority of the cases are 
settled then and there with the 
decision of the trial judge.

But judges, like all of us,, are 
human, and the law is complicat­
ed and subject to varied interpre­
tation. At times the trial judge 
may err in admitting or evaluat­
ing the facts, or in interpreting 
The law applicable to the facts. 
Under such circumstances your 
case may be appealed to an ap­
pellate court.

Some states have no intermedi­
ate courts between -the trial court 
and the state Supreme Court. In 
such states a case ffrom District 
Court is appealed directly to the 
Supreme Court, the highest court 
of appeal in the state.

In Texas, cases are appealed 
from a District Court to one of 
eleven Courts of Civil Appeals. 
Sometimes the judgment of the 
latter court is final, as in ordinary 
divorce cases not involving pro­
perty. But if the case meets cer­
tain requirements it may be furt­
her appealed to the Supreme Court 
of Texas. Criminal cases are ap­
pealed directly from the District 
Court to the Court of Criminal Ap­
peals, which is the highest state 
court in criminal matters.

Federal cases are appealed from 
a U. S. District Court to a Cir­
cuit Court of Appeals and from 
there to the Supreme Court of the 
United States, provided the latter 
will assume jurisdiction of the

matter.
When you appeal your case, you 

ask that the error you believe you 
have found be corrected. If it was 
an error, that is what will happen, 
the trial judge’s decision will be 
reversed.

Sometimes the courts are com­
pelled to decide a question one way 
because the laws says so, but the 
results bring to light serious de­
fects on the existing law. When 
such an injustice is discovered, the 
legislature may remedy the defect 
by passing laws to correct it.
