Ever wonder exactly what a 

Highway Patrolman does during 
those long hours he ride up and 
down our highways? We have, 
and so, one afternoon last week, 
after getting permission from the 
department, we dimed into Pat­
rolman Herman Moore’s new Ford 
Interceptor (tcp speed 117 mph) 
to begin a nine-hour patrol. The 
time was 4 P. M.

5:30 P. M.- We are at the 
Crockett County Court House. A 
report went in to the Highway 
Patrol office in Austin that one 
of the flood victims was killed in 
a traffic accident, and Moore in­
vestigates with local officers. He 
finds the person died of a heart 
attack and mails in a corrected re­
port.

8:15 P.. M.. 5 miles west of So­
nora on US 290, going west. (We 
have returned to Sonora and are 
starting back to Ozona again. 
Traffic has been light during the 
dusk hours and is now getting 
heavier.) A California car cros­
ses the dotted line and passes us. 
Moore speeds up, blows the horn 
and s.ignals driver to pull over. 
Driver is young man; fumbles 
with billfold trying to find 
driver’s license; explains he and 
wife married recently after his 
discharge from Navy; wife pats 
him on shoulder, tells him to 
calm down. Moore conceals his 
amusement, welcomes, driver to 
Texas, explains passing zone re­
gulations and issues a warning 
ticket. Driver is very coopera­
tive and thanks Moore.

9:00 P. M.- 16 miles west of 
Sonora on US 290, going wes.t. 
A late model Mercury passes us 
going east at high speed. By the 
time we turn around Mercury is 
about mile ahead. In a matter of 
seconds the Ford is doing 90. We 
top a rise and the needle wavers 
on 105, then jumps to 110. We 
are pulling up on the Mercury 
now and Moore s.lows down to 
get an accurate speed check. 
(Speedometers on patrol cars are 
checked monthly.) We follow the 
Mercury a quarter-mile and he’s 
making 92 mph. Driver looks 
startled when the patrol car pulls 
alongside. Driver tells Moore 
speedometer doesn’t work and he 
had no idea how fast he was go­
ing. Seems, amazed when told. 
Moore takes his driver’s license 
and we follow him to Sonora, 
where speeding charges are fil­
ed.

10:10 P. M.- IV2 miles west of 
Sonora on US 290, going west. 
A new Reo truck-trailer, running 
empty, passes a string of cars, at 
high speed going toward Sonora. 
Moore hits the brakes, skids 
around and comes up on the truck 
still in second gear at the race­
track. When the Reo crosses the 
Ozona bridge he is doing 62 mph, 
bulling his way around and 
through traffic leaving Bronco 
Drive-Inn. The Reo requires two 
blocks to stop. Moore speaks 
plainly to this driver and gives 
him a ticket.

,10:50 P. M.- 4 miles west of 
Sonora on US 290 going west. 
Trailer van truck, Florida license, 
passes us going east. 'The va­
cuum created by his passing rocks 
the patrol car and Moore knows 
he is going more than 45 mph. We 
are blocked by oncoming traffic 
and do not catch the truck until 
we are at Sharp’s. Drive Inn. The 
truck is clocked at 71 mph, then 
pulled over. Driver is honest 

. about it. Says he is hauling to­
matoes from California to San 
Antonio market; that his com­
pany tells him to hit the market 
at 2 A. M. regardless and the 
company will pay all speeding 
fines. Moore tells, him there will 
be a slight delay while speeding 
charges are filed and not to 
count'on being in San Antonio 
at 2 A. M.

We stop for supper after dis­
posing of the tomato truck case, 
and are heading east from So­
nora about thirty minutes later.

11:45 P. M.- 3 miles eas.t of So­
nora on US 290 going east. A 
Ford coupe approaches driving 
west about 40 mph. As it pas­
ses JMoore glances in rear view 
mirror and sees puff of dust as 
car hits caliche shoulder on right. 
We turn around and as we ap­
proach, the Ford veers over the 
center line, then back, then over 
again forcing a bus to give way. 
Moore does not try to pull along­
side this one but sounds, siren.

A NEW WOOL PROGR.AM, 
different from anything hereto­
fore undertaken, ■ was approved. 
Under this new plan, the Secre­
tary of Agriculture will, in the 
Autumn, announce an incentive 
price for wool during the follow­
ing year. The price will be one 
designed to encourage the pro­
duction of more wool until a goal 
of 300 million pounds annually is 
achieved. The grower will sell his 
wool on the free market and re­
tain his sales slip. At the end of 
the marketing season the average 
price received by growers, will be 
compared with the incentive price 
previously announced by the Se­
cretary.

A payment will be made to the 
grower in an amount that will in­
sure him an approxi"->*t^on of the 
incentive price level.' ..e formula 
will be applied in a way that will 
give advantage of those who get 
higher prices on the market and 
encourage all growers to improve 
their quality of wool and its pre­
paration for market.

The money to pay for this pro­
gram will come exclusively from 
revenue derived from tariff col­
lected on imported wool. There 
will be no direct appropriation of 
funds by Congress. ,

MOHAIR will be included in 
the program. W e were able, with 
the assis.tance of Rep. Bob Poage, 
to get a formula written into the 
law which guarantees mohair 
growers an ince’-’-ive level of 
of the parity accoi-.'led wool. In 
other words, if wrol is allowed 
100% of parity as ar incentive 
price, mohair must be allowed at 
least85%.

While the wool program was 
not the solution many of us pre­
ferred to the wool growers’ dilem­
ma, it was. the Administration’s 
program. We undertook to make 
it as workable as possible, after 
it became apparent, that we must 
live with it and adjust ourselves 
to its terms.

It will be. the first 
breed association sale of s.tpckers 
and feeders to be held on the 
huge stockyards at the Fall sea­
son of the year. The show will be 
devoted to loads and half loads, 
but larger or smaller lots will be 
seen.

The “blacks.” have become in­
creasingly popular -ivith many 
Southwestern cattlemen and this 
is the first gathering of its kind 
at a major market in this part of 
the country.

Slaughter cows were lower at 
Frrt Worth Monday, -with fat 
cows showing the most decline. 
Bulls held steady. Gras&y slaugh­
ter steers and yearlings also slip­
ped in price. Slaughter calves 
were around 50 cents a hundred 
and more lower.

The buyers offered much lower 
bids on the opening rounds and 
sales.men made a long tough day 
of it by resisting the lower bids 
stoutly. Over 132,000 cattle and 
calves were reported Monday at 
the nation’s major markets and 
this was the heaviest run in 
severa’ ~week’s.

Stocker and feeder calves and 

yearlings are currently selling 
around $2 to $4 above price a 
year ago at mid-August at Fort 
Worth. Enough <iemand for stock- 
ers and feeders has been apparent 
to keep the slaughter buyers bust, 
ling to get the numbers they need­
ed most of the time and this has 
prevented any attempt to lower 
prices drastically.

Good stubble mulch left on the 
surface of this field permits soil 
to absorb more moisture and hold 
more water, prevents rainfall 
from compacting the soil and re­
duces soil loss thru erosion.% +

Stubble mulch left on the sur­
face of the soil after the crop has 
been harvested goes a long way 
in conserving soil and water. In­
stead of removing, destroying, or 
plowing under the residue. Soil 
Conservation Service technicians 
recommend leaving it on the sur­
face, giving cultivated land a year 
round cover.

Used on the surface, residue 
prevents rainfall from compact­
ing the soil, keeping it open 
where it can absorb and hold more 
water. Raindrops striking bare 
soil particles that can be easily 
carried by moving water. Stubble 
mulch, in addition to reducing los's 
of moisture thru evaporation, im­
proves soil structure at it de­
cays.

In order to leave dead residue 
on the surface, tillage must be 
done below the surface. This may 
best be d.ne 'with the use of 
sweeps, running under the soil 
surface 2 to 6 inches. Ranchers 
having one-way plows can get 
fair results by reducing the cut­
ting angle. Used in this manner, 
the one-way plow may cover some 
of the residue but 'will leave * 
gc.od portion of it on the surface.

Stubble mulch has proved high, 
ly profitable in low rainfall areas 
during dry years. Tests have 
shown as much as 60% increase 
in crop production over that ob­
tained with the usual method of 
grazing or plowing under all 
crop residues. In wet years there 
is little or no increase in crop 
production. The gain obtained 
from stubble mulching in wet 
years come from protection again­
st erosion and Increase in soil 
fertility.

Stubble mulching is most ef­
fective when used with other 
good soil conservation practices 
such as contour farming and ter­
racing.

RIGHT OP WAY VARIES AT 
INTERSECTIONS

Misujiderstanding of simple 
driving I'ules by numerous motor­
ists is one factor which places 
Texas right at the top in num­
ber of traffic deaths. Pos&ibly the 
most mystifying of all traffic 
rules to the average driver are 
those relating to “ Right of Way” 
at an intersection.

In trying to understand the 
laws regarding intersecting traf­
fic, it is best to start off with the 
premise that all streets are of 
equal dignity, legally speaking. 
Traffic signs and signals may 
vary this rule somewhat, but 
when i^ doubt it is safest to as­
sume that all drivers cros.sing 
your path have 'a claim to the 
right of way equal to your own.

Obviously, however, in many 
cases one driver or the other will 
be legally entitled to the right 
of way. When it becomes neces- 
say to determine right of way in 
a particular situation, the driver 
who reaches the intersection first, 
or who is going to get there first 
is ordinarily favored.

But when two automobiles are 
an equal distance from the in­
tersection, that one approaching 
from the other driver’s right nor­
mally has the right of way.

S'me intersections are known 
as “coui’tesy corners,”  having a 
stop E.ign or a flashing red sig­
nal facing each direction of ap­
proach. The first driver reaching 
the corner and coming to a com­
plete stop will normally have the 
right of way over other vehicles 
not already in the intersection. 
However, don’t depend too much 
on the other fellow’s courtesy, 
and be sure to keep a “ proper 
look-out” and your car under 
“proper control,” as explained in 
a preceding column.

At intersections involving one 
through street and another street 
having a stop sign, a driver ap­
proaching the stop sign and com­
ing to a full stop is ordinarily 
said to have the right of way 
over vehicles approaching on the 
through street but not already in 
the intersection.

H'wever, this last rule must 
be qualified by saying that you 
should not proceed, cross or turn 
onto the through street until you 
can do so without interfeting 
with oncoming traffic. In other 
words, if an approaching car will 
arrive within the intersection be- 
for you are completely clear, 
wait just a little longer. The 
same rules apply to entering -a 
highway from a side oad contain­

ing a st. p sign.
Many drivers violate the rules 

,of right of way covering left- 
hand turns at intersections. When 
turning left, you should always 
be on the inside (or center) lane,

I displaying the proper hand signal.
I You must allow all .:ars coming 
from the opposite direction, al- 

I ready in the inters.ection, to pass 
I through before completing your 
turn. Even when the intersection 
is cleared, do not proceed unless 
other oncoming traffic is far 
enough away to be able to see 
your signal and slow down to al­
low you to turn with safety to all 
concerned.

Stay in the inside lane until 
your left-hand turn is entirely 
completed, and only then more 
gradually over to the right-hand 
lane if  you wish. When turning 
right, E.tay in the right-hand lane 
at all times. Do not swing wide 
into the center lane, as to do so 
is unnecessary, unlawful and 
dangerous.

Many detailed rules and sug­
gestions for safe driving are in­
cluded in the official “ Texas Driv­
ing Handbook”  which is avail­
able to any person requesting 
same from the Texas Department 
of Public Safety, Drivers License 
Division, Austin, Texas.
