It was finaled for a calulated,
absolute open flow of 45 million
cubic feet of gas through perfora-
tions between 5,010-28 feet and
5,036.076 feet in 5% inch ecasing
cemented at 5,025 feet.

tion will ever be obtained. Neither
does this request obligate the ex-
penditure of any funds-City,
County, State or Federal.

POINTS OUT NEED

The application for assistance
points out that there is a serious
flood problem at Sonora, that
considerable interest exists in
developing a flood prevention pro-
gram, and asks that a survey be
made to determine whether such
a project would be economically
feasible. The survey must find
that the flood problem can be
solved economically (that expect-
ed benefits. would exceed con-
struction costs), that suitable dam
sites are available, and that local
people are interested. Some 94
applications for this work have
been submitted in Texas, and prio-
rity will be given to those pro-
jects having the greatest pro-
blem and the most local interest.

HAS LOCAL BACKING
Since the Watershed Protection
and Flood Prevention Act com-
bines soil conservation and up-
stream flood prevention dams,
the Edwards Plateau Soil Con-
servation District Supervisors are
responsible for taking the lead
in informing people of opportuni-
ties under the Act, and in initia-
ting the application for assistance.
The district was joined inh the
pplicatiop by the Sutton County
Commissioners Court, the City of
Sonora, and the Sonora Lions
Club. Since approximately

Texas employers heed a recent
public statement by Weldon
Hart, chairman of the Texas Em-
ployment Commission, and contact
the state TEC office at once.

Krizan quoted Hart’s state-
ment to the effect that “it
would be to their advantage to do
so immediately, so that penalties
and assessments of back taxes
can be avoided.”

Any business which has as
many as four employees on 20
days in 20 different weeks after
iJuly 1, 1955 becomes liable for
unemployment tax on its payroll
during 1956. Beginning .January
1 any firm which has 20 such
weeks during a calendar year in
which four or more persons are
employed on any day, will pay
unemployment taxes.

Any employer who has employ-
ed four persons in 20 weeks dur-
ing 1955 should notify the Texas
Employment Commission in Aus-
tin now, Hart added, so that an
explanation of how to comply
with the law can be sent him.

HE powerful National Council

of Farmer Cooperatives has
added its voice to those who are
opposing limitation of production
of farm commodities such as pro-
vided in the proposed soil bank.

At its recent Los Angeles na-
tional convention the Farm Coop-
eratives adopted policies which it
has placed in the record of the
Congressional Agricultural Com-
mittees expressing:

(1) ““Unqualified opposition to
public policies which have the ef-
fect of reducing American agricul-
tural production in order to deliv-
er both domestic and foreign
markets to the agricultural pro-
duction of other~countries,”” and

(2) “The present income posi-
tion of farmers is such as not to
permit further compulsory reduc-
tion in many commodities. Pro-
duction adjustments alone will
never provide a satisfactory solu-
tion to the current farm situation,
nor can we have prosperity and
economic stability In. agriculture
until we can maintain a basis for
maximum productivity in agricul-
ture and rewards for efficiency in
production and distribution com-
parable to those of other segments
of our economy.”

It appears almost certain that
some form of 90% rigid parity
supports might be adopted by the
Senate, taking the form, either of
Senator ‘Allen J. Ellender’s com-
promise plant for 90% of parity
supports on high quality commod-
ities, or a straight 90% support on
basic crops. The Senate Agricul-
tural Committee has agreed that

;the soil bank plan to take 20 mil-

lion acres out of production can-
not.be made mandatory this year.
In the meantime, the House Ap-

propriations commitiee released a_
report which sharply criticized the
Commodity Credit Corporation for
“showering’ funds on warehouse-
men and processors without help-
ing farmers. The report, prepared
by a sub-committee headed by |
Congressman Jamie Whitten, Mis- .

sissippi, charged the Department

of Agriculture recently shipped 17

million bushels of corn from the

Midwest to the West Coast for

storage in private warehouses,

while USDA-owned bins in the Mid-

west remained unused; that ship-

ping costs- amounted to 43 to 633
cents -a bushel, or about double

what it would have cost to erect new

government bins in Midwest areas.

“It is now fairly apparent that

wasteful practices and concessions |
to special groups’’ account for part =
of the $923.3 million loss on the
farm price-support program in the
fiscal year ending last June. The
report backs up the conclusions,
Rep. Whitten said, that ‘‘almost
every conceivable action has been
taken to increase the costs to the
Government through additional
concessions to certain favored in-
terests with no benefits to the
farmers.”” By means of price sup-
port “juggling,” he said,
sors have made millions on com-
modities never leaving the place
of storage.” He also charged that
interest rates paid by the CCC to
private lenders have been in-
creased a number of times while
prices to farmers have been re-
duced.

Congressman Fred Marshall, of
Minnesota, cited figures obtained
from the Department of Agricul-
ture showing the average “cost of
storing a bushel of grain increased
from 5.7 cents in 1952 to 11.3 cents
in 1954,
