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THIS YEAR’S PRIMARIES are
making for more interesting news
than in the past, due possibly to the
fact that more states are
conducting primaries than usual.

The Reagan-Ford dogfight for
the Republican nomination has
added to the interest. Then, too,
although the race for the
Democratic delegates isn’t any-
where as close, there is still the
question as to whether Jimmy
Carter can gather enough delegate
votes to win the nomination on the
first convention ballot.

Due to the feeling by many
political observers that if Carter
doesn’t win on the first ballot his
candidacy may be in trouble, this
puts even more emphasis on the
primary results.

Personally, we believe it is wrong
for the press and other political
observers to come out with
predictions of this nature, which
are designed evidently as a ‘‘Stop
Carter’”” movement.

If a lesser candidate should get
the nomination, one who finished
far back in the primary delegate
count, or who did not even enter the
primaries, we feel that the wishes
of the majority of the voters will not
be carried out. This is where we
believe the conventions command
too much political power.

For years, the ‘‘smoke filled
room’’ concept of political conven-
tions was probably more fact than
fiction, and candidates were

nominated more on the basis of
their ability to barter and trade at

the convention than selling their
philosophies to the voters.

We are of the opinion that a
national “primary day” would be
the best way of naming presidential
nominees. You could have a
national “first primary day”
around May 1, and then come back
with a national runoff around July
1, and this would choose the
nominees.

POLITICS ARE strange, and
sometimes some strange things
happen. Like in the May 1 primary,
when thousands of Texas voters
cast their ballot for Don Yar-
borough for a seat on the state
supreme court, thinking it was the
same Don Yarborough who ran for
the governor's office against
Preston Smith.

However, it was not the same
man, but he won the seat over a
seasoned court veteran. And now
we read that this particular
Yarborough isn’t held in very high
esteem by his friends in the legal
profession.

Then there was the Railroad
Commissioner race, which voters
get another shot at this Saturday in
the runoff.

On May 1, there were two or
three men running who were
deemed qualified for the spot. One
man in particular, Lane Denton,
had spoken out on the energy
situation, and had wanted to be a
consumer voice on the commission,
which regulates oil and gas rates,
among other things.

But who led the ticket in the first
primary? None other than Jerry
Sadler, the old reprobate whose
main claim to fame is that his
brother, Harley, entertained folks
in tent shows back in the
pre-television era.

Sadler, who has been given some
low marks in his other instances of
public service, now will face Jon
Newton in the runoff. Newton is
considered eminently qualified for
the job. And he, too, says he will
watch the oil and gas industry for
the consumers.

We're anxious to see who the
people elect come Saturday--whe-
ther they attempt to find out who
will do them the best job, or
whether they will vote for someone
just because they have a familiar
name.

Sometimes, a famillar name
doesn’t fill all the requirements for
handling a political office.

Perhaps some of the blame can
be laid to the news media in these
instances, for not better informing
the people. But it's also the voter’s
responsibility to try to find out the
facts about the candidates.

One good rule to observe is that if
you don’t know the candidates for
sure, better not vote for either one.

The second Democratic primary
election in Texas will be Saturday.

At the state level, voters will
name a candidate for Railroad
Commissioner and the Court of
Criminal Appeals, Place 1 (unex-
pired term).

At the county level, voters in
Precincts 1 and 3 will name a
candidate for county commissioner
in the November general election.

In the May primary in Precinct 3,
Archie Tarter, a former county
judge, collected 271 votes with
Wendol Christian coming in second
with 173 votes in the four-man race.

In the railroad commissioner’s
race, Newton was probably the
least known of the eight candidates
who were in the May primary, but

was heavily financed by the gas
and oil industries in his campaign.
Newton says he will give the
consumer a voice on the
commission, which regulates uti-
lity rates, and has, since the May
primary, been endorsed by the
majority of weekly and daily
papers in the Panhandle-South
Plains area.

Sadler, the former state trea-
surer, has come under fire since
the May primary because of his
past record in office and his private
affairs. His position in the runoff
election has been attributed to
voters recognizing his name on the
ballot rather than remembering his
past.-record.

In the other race on the state
level, Phillips has done little
campaigning. Dally has served as a
commissioner on the court since
1971 and has written over 400
published opinions for the court
while gaining almost five years of
experience. He has been described
as “‘eminently qualified”’ to serve
and has received endorsements
from the Houston Chronicle, Fort
Worth  Star-Telegram, Corpus
Christi Caller and the Lubbock
Avalanche-Journal.

Party Switch Banned

Secretary of State Mark White
warned voters this week against
switching parties when they vote in
the Saturday party runoff primary
elections.

If a voter cast his or her ballot in
the May 1 primary of one party, the
voter cannot vote in the runoff of
another party, White said.

Such switching is a criminal
offense under Texas law, he noted.

But “‘voters who did not vote in
any primary election May 1 are
eligible to vote in the Saturday

runoff elections of any party,” saild
White, who is the chief elections
officer in the state.

He advised voters who might be
in doubt to check with county clerks
or with election judges at polling
places.

House Okays
Funds For
Water Projects

Washington, D.C.-Con-
gressman George Mahon,
Chairman of the House
Appropriations Committee,
reports that in the Public

Works Appropriations bill

approved by the Committee
this week $150,000 s
provided to begin a multi-
year study of avallability of
ground water supplies in the
High Plains area of West
Texas and Eastern New
Mexico. The total estimated
cost of the study is $1
million. Final House action
on the measure is scheduled
for mid-June.

Mahon points out that this
new program in no way
reduces the urgency for a
water import program, but
could be significant in
meeting short-term needs.
He continues to emphasize
the urgency for a viable
water import program and
is working with West Texans
and State of Texas officials
toward that goal.

Also in the Appropriations
Committee-approved bill is
$200,000 for advanced engi-
neering work by the U.S.
Corps of Engineers on the
flood control project at
Plainview. The design work
for the Plainview project is
how in its final stages,
preliminary to a $10 million
effort to improve floodways
and flood barriers within the
City.

Mahon’s Committee also
okayed an expenditure of
$60,000 for continued study
of “the salinity at Lake
Meredith on the Canadian
River, which is a major

source of municipal water in
the High Plains area.

time understanding.”

The trail drive will be for
Reid a renewal of his
affection for those country
people, the ranchers who
helped build America.

He’ll be in on it from the
start, while the Longhorns
are being trained for the
trail at Schreiner’'s YO
Ranch near Mountain
Home, Texas, to the end of
the Ranching Heritage
Center at Texas Tech
University.

cluding minor tune-ups and
maintenance on automobiles and
other vehicles), cement. work,
general work with power and hand

tools and learning how to make
building plans and how to rdllow

those plans.

This was the first year for Wldner
to teach the pre-employment ag
mechanics. He had taught ag
mechanics in connection with
production ag at Dora, N.M.,
winning the state sweepstakes five
consecutive years with his stu-
dents.

“I had a real good, hard-working
group this year or we couldn’t have
accomplished what we did,” said
Widner. “I would like for people to
know what we are doing in this
class and what these kids have
learned.”

Widner emphasized that the class
can be especially valuable for
students who have no college plans.
“Many times, this class will enable
a youngster to get a good-paying
job rather than a laborer’s job
because he has learned the basic
skills in several fields.

“Then, too, for the boy who plans
to go right into farming, he has
learned skills that will be of use to
him on the farm,” Widner stated.

County by county figures
from the Texas state officer
of USDA’s Agricultural
Stabilization and Conserva-
tion Service reveal that
$42,621,291 have been fed
into the High Plains eco-
nomy by the disaster
provisions of the 1973 Farm
Act, compensating farmers
for weather-induced losses
on 1975 crops.

The total includes pay-
ments to producers in the 25
Lubbock area counties re-
presented by Plains Cotton
Growers, Inc. PCG is the
organization which in 1973
initiated and built support
for a section in the farm law
which would reimburse
farmers for some of the
losses resulting from un-
avoidable crop failures.

The disaster program
authorizes payments to
producers of cotton, wheat
and feed grains when
weather prevents them
from planting crops or
reduces ylelds to abnor-
mally low levels. Payments

in the 25 counties on 1974
crops came to $78,732,600,
bringing the two-year total
of the program to over $121
million.

A review of the benefits
stemming from the pro-
gram was prompted by a
recent speech against disas-
ter payments by Represen-
tative Paul Findley of
Illinois, plus continuing
opposition to the program
from the current Adminis-
tration in Washington. Con-
gress was convinced of the
need and put disaster
protection into the current
law over the strong objec-
tions of Agriculture Secre-
tary Earl Butz, and USDA
opposition has not abated.

The Administration now
proposes to repeal the
disaster section of the law,
saying its functions can be
replaced by the Federal
Crop Insurance Corporation
(FCIC), an approach which
producers think is totally
impractical.

Criswell of Idalou contends
that today’s high cost of
producing agricultural
commodities makes it im-
perative that farmers have
the protection afforded by
the disaster program.

An arm of Congress which
studies such things, the
General Accounting Office,
recently reported that the
Administration’s plan to
provide crop loss protection
through FCIC instead of the
disaster program has ‘‘con-
siderable merit,”’ but added
it also has some ‘‘short-
comings.”

These shortcomings, ac-
cording to incomplete in-
formation on the report,
include failure to allow
reduced premium rates in
high-risk growing areas
such as the Plains and the
lack of insurance coverage
for farmers who are
prevented from planting
because of floods, droughts
or other natural causes.

Over and above these
objections, Criswell cites

insurance on dry-land cotton
acreage and the overall
inadequacy of FCIC pay-
ments when losses occur on
covered crops.

“‘So retention of a disaster
program in the farm law,"
he says, ‘‘will continue to be
a major PCG objective."”

Officials of the producer
organization see no danger
that the program will be
terminated in 1976, but
expect a strong Administra-
tion move against it for 1977,
the final year of the 1973
law, and again when new
farm legislation comes up
for consideration.

Crop loss payments in
Parmer County totaled
$1,499,675 in 1974 and
$1,047,420 in '75 for a two
year total of $2,547,095. The
neighboring counties of
Bailey, Castro, Deaf Smith
and Lamb counties reveived
two year totals of $4,735,196,
$3,381,825, $4,720,661 and
$5,048,064, respectively.
