It takes more than the dis-
tance between goal posts on a
football field (100 yards) to stop
a car traveling at 60 miles per
hour under the best driving con-
ditions, 4-H Club members point
out. At 60 mph. a car travels 88
feet per second. There’'s not
much “time” to come to a dead
stop upon approaching a tractor
or other slow-moving farm
machinery.

“Highway safety is everyone’s
responsibility,” 4-H leaders de-
clare, and during the summer
when traffic is at its peak the
obligation becomes greater. The
devastating fact that three out
of four traffic fatalities occur in
rural areas makes the 4-H Safety
program the “number one crop”
for nearly a million conscienti-
ous club members.

Statistics reveal that there are ’
more teen-age drivers on the
highways today than ever before.

It is also true that drivers under
20 years of age have a worse
safety record than older drivers.

So each 4-H boy and girl en-
rolled in the safety project is
encouraged to become a “self-
policing committee of one.”
These 4-H’ers make certain that
the family car, truck, .and trac-
tor are in safe operating condi-
tion at all times.

For the past 15 years the 4-H
Safety program has been sup-
ported nationally by General
Motors, which among other
things provides incentive awards
for top ranking club members in
each state. The awards consist
of $400 college scholarships, all-
expense paid trips to the Na-
tional 4-H Club Congress in Chi-
cago, medals of honor, and
plaques. The program is under
the direction of the Cooperative
Extension Service, United States
Department of Agriculture.
