As I see it,
ranching will remain the only
group of people in the United
States the government will have
to trust to pay their income
taxes on their own on a twelve-
months basis.

Unions Should Be
Under Anfifrust,
Fisher Declares

By Congressman O. C. Fisher

THE STEEL-PRICE CON-
TROVERSY, Coupled with plans
announced by Jimmy Hoffa to
weld together an empire of all
transport workers in the country,

!

has aroused renewed interest in
the need for more effective con-
trols over labor union monopoly
activities.

A good example of the present
imbalance is the steel industry.
If U. S. Steel should decide to
close down its plants tomorrow,
actions would be taken to prevent
it because of competitive and
legal reasons. But the Steel
Workers Union can shut down
90 per cent of all steel plants at
one time, and has done so several
times, That is because of . the
monopoly which that union exer-
cises not only over the workers
in U. S. Steel, but over the
workers in practically all the
other steel plants. The same goes
for the ‘Automobile Workers”
Union. And scores of other in-
dustry-wide union combines,

If, by contrast, several steel
companies conspire to control
any phase of their businesses,
they subject themselves to heavy
penalties .through the vigorous
enforcement of the antimonopoly
laws. They will be indicted and

prosecuted.
How can there be free and re-
sponsible collective bargaining

and any hope for industrial peace
in this country so long as that
one-sided situation is permitted
to exist?

OUR ANTITRUST LAWS
specifically exempt labor unions.
That was enacted back in 1914
when unions were struggling and
insecure. But times and condi-
tions have changed. Today the
highly organized unions are in
fact big business themselves.
They no longer need nor should
they expect to be coddled and
wetnursed. They are grown up
and they should be made to act
accordingly.

I have introduced legislation a
number of times to achieve this
objective. Recently Senator Me-
Clellan has introduced a similar
bill. And others have been in-
troduced. But labor legislation is
but rarely advanced unless there
is a groundswell of public in-
terest and demand on the part
of the people.

It will be recalled that when
the Taft-Hartley Act was approv-
ed, the House version of that law
placed unions under antitrust
laws. But the Senate struck that
provision out, and a compromise
Taft-Hartley Act left it out. If
the public interest is to be pro-
tected, it is highly necessary that
something be done about this
weakness in our present laws-
and promptly.

Game Exchanges
Benefit Texas'
Wildlife Program

Texas, with an abundance of
wildlife, is making it possible for
other states, and even other
countires, to establish certain
species of game. This is revealed
in a report of H. D. Dodgen, exe-
cutive secretary of the Game and
Fish Commission, in advising
members of the Commission of
records of game species shipped
to other areas.

Mostly, the Texas-bred wild-
life has consisted of deer, tur-
key, javelina, and raccoon. At
the same time, Texas has receiv-
ed from other areas several game
species, in an attempt to get
them started in this state.

The shipment of game from
Texas is a part of an exchange
program adapted several years
ago by the Game Commission.
Under this program, it is pos-
sible for Texas to exchange spe-
cies which are in adequate sup-
ply with other states, for species

“We get complaints every day
that persons have been picking‘
up young of the wild, particular-'
ly fawns,” says J. B. Phillips, law l
enforcement coordinator. “This is
strictly against the law and war-
dens have been instructed to
make arrests and file cases.”

Every day complaints come in
that fawns have been picked up,
some of them when the mother
deer is close by. He pointed out
that the wild animal usually
takes care of itself much better
if left alone.

At the same time, complaints
also are being filed against per-
sonsg catching protected birds or
destroying nests. Among them
were several filed in Austin
against persons who invaded a.!
swallow rookery on the Highland
Lakes with air rifles and sling
shots.

Baby birds are used to bait
trot lines. If the bird is a pro-
tected species complaints are
filed and the guilty person us-
ually is given a stiff fine.

Numerous arrests have result-
ed from pictures appearing in
newspapers of persons display-
ing a baby animal.

an estimated 50 cents per head
to the value of the county’s sheep
population and the income from
wool similarly increased.
Through his efforts, both
adults and 4-H members have
become successful exhibitors of
fleeces at -major wool shows
across the nation. The average
selling weight of lambs has been
increased through the use of bet-
ter breeding, feeding and man-
agement practices some 15
pounds per head to further in-
crease the rancher income of the
county. No facet of sheep and
goat production has failed to get
attention from Langford and his
program planning committees
and leaders.

His success with 4-H Clubs hasg
been equally outstanding.
