The first box of sterile screw-
worm flies from the new pro-
duction plant in Mission came
off the assembly line Wednes-
day, July 11, and were released
over Southern Texas by the fol-
lowing Friday.

Dr. G. D. Stallworth, super-
vising veterinarian for the Tex-
as Animal Health Commission
called the event a great day in
the short history of the South-
west Screwworm Eradication Pro-
gram and described it as second
in importance only to the day
when the last box of flies is re-
leased to complete the eradica-
tion program.

Sexual sterility of screwworm
flies is accomplishd by subject-
ing pupae to radiation from ce-
balt-60, which emits gamma rays.
Pupae are then packaged in car-
tons, held until they emerge as

flies, and then dropped by air-
plane. Abuot three to five per-
cent of the total fly production

Suntan Benefifs
Not Worth It

It will arouse the wrath of sun
worshippers, but this must be
said: The healthful effects of a
suntan aren’t worth the time and
trouble it takes to get one. After
all, a sunburn—like any other
burn—is a manifestation of a
gkin injury.

True, a sensible bask in the
sun makes a fine mental pick-
me-up, and there is no denying
the supple appeal of a tawny
lifeguard. But to overdo it can
lead to trouble. In fact it can
kill you. More than one person
has succumbed to prolonged and
unaccustomed exposure to the
sun,

Even at best, overexposure can
mean two or three miserable
days when a mere shirt or blouse
is torture, and a friendly pat on
the back can end in murder

The medical term for sunburn
is ‘“erythema solaris”. It’s the
ultra-violet light in sun rays
which does the damage. And
since clouds don’t remove all
ultra-violet rays, it is possible to
get burned even on overcast days
in mid-summer.

Some people are physically un-
able to tan. Known medically as
“heliophobes”, they could spend
the entire summer on Padre Is-
land, and all they’d get would be
blisters on their blisters. The
reason: Their skins lack the pig-
ment necessary to produce the
tan tint. They never had a tan
and they never will, so they ought
never attempt one. Each expo-
sure will only mean a new burn.

Assuming you are the type
who can tan—a “heliophilac”,
that is—the well-known rule
about doing it by progressively
longer exposure times is valid
and should be followel.

Sunshine is a source of vitamin
D, as most people know. What is
apparently misunderstood is that
ordinarily healthy people can get
all the D vitamin they need
through routine activities such as
hanging out the family wash,
mowing the lawn, or walking to
the store. For persons suffering
from pellagra, lung tuberculosis,
high blood pressure, or hyperthy-
roidism sunlight may be definite-
ly harmful.

In case you have wondered
about the source of freckles,
here’s the answer: The color of
everyone’s skin is determined by
the amount of pigment in skin
cells. Dark-complexioned people

A 1962 License
Through August

It’s the time when fisher-
men and hunters will need to pur-
chase their new 1963 licenses.
August is the last month in
which the 1962 licenses can be
used. Many people still haven’t
used up their vacation time, but
probably expect to do so before
September 1. When they finally
take off on this long anticipated
period of rest and relaxation,
much of their time will be spent
attempting to fill their ice chests
with fish. J. B. Phillips, law en-
forcement coordinator for the

Game and Fish Commission, re-
minds these people that even
though the 1962 license will be
good just through August, they
will have to have one.

Last month, 211 fishermen fail-
ed to buy the proper license and
were arrested by game wardens.
“Don’t be one of those who will
be apprehended by our officers
in July or August,” advises Phil-
lips. “If you plan to fish during
these two months, get that lic-
ense now while you are thinking
about it. The reason why most
fishermen fail to have a license
is simply because they wait until

Fisher Writes On

TEMPERS BOILED,_ OVER in
Washinton last week, featuring
outbursts from both President
Kennedy and Secretary of Agri-
culture Freeman.

Casting himself in the role of
a purger, Kennedy said he was
going after the scalps of 21 Sen-
ate Democrats and 31 Senate Re-
publicans who voted to defeat
his socialized medicine bill. Ten
of the Democrats are chairmen
of Senate committees.

On the same day that the Pre-
sident drew a bead on the re-
calcitrant Senators Orville Free-
man let go a very intemperate
attack upon all who voted against
the recent farm bill. Opposition,
he said, constituted “the biggest
piece of nonsense and contradic-
tion that the mind of man ever
conjured up.”

Oldtime observers up here, who
have seen them come and go, at-
tribute this display of sour
grapes to immaturity in the
game and to the Washington heat
which has been unusually severe
the past week or two. Others
think the President’s broadside
was caused by advice from some
eager beavers on the White
House staff who have been mop-
ing around for months trying to
find an issue which can be used
against conservatives in the
coming elections.

In any event, it is admitted
even by most Administration
partisans that proponents of the
Senate move were more interest-
ed in an issue than they were in
passing a bill.

The Senate effort was defeat-
ed by a vote of 52 to 48. It is

However, if your
plums are tart and you don’t want to use pectin, here is a good
way to-make the jam. Befter make several batches if you
want the children fo leave any for the breakfast toast.

Plum Jam
Use any tart variety of plums
8 cups chopped plums 1 teaspoon salt
6 cups sugar 2 cups wafer

‘Wash, drain, pit, chop and measure plums. Add sugar, salt and
water, Boil rapidly until mixture thickens. This will be about
9° F. above the boiling point of water in your locality. Pour
boiling hot jam into pint or half-pint fruif jars., Put dome lid
on jar; secrew band tight. 2

NOTE: Jam may stick and scorch if not stirred constanily
while cooking.

Dr. Salk Coins A Word: Bionauts

“Super stars” of science
will make up the research
team of the Salk Institute
for Biological Studies.

Dr. Jonas Salk, who will ||

,direct the Institute at San
iDiego, Calif., quite often
'draws analogies between
sports and science.

He once said, modestly refer-
ring to his historic role in de-
velopinithe polio vaccine, that
“I just happened to be in the
right place to catch a long
forward pass.”

Today he might select an-
other sport and say that the
Institute faculty members are
the Mickey Mantles of science
—they can hit home runs from
either side of the plate, Dr. Salk
points out that in recruiting his
nstitute Fellows he searched
for and found versatile scien-
tists “who have all been trained
in a field other than that in
which they are working today.”

Varied Abilities

They possess more than one
skill or field of knowledge.
They are not limited to biology.
Some of the 10 Fellows already
appointed are equally at home
in higher mathematics and
physies, or history and litera-
ture.

This unique combination of
professional skills, versatility,
imagination and _intellectual
curiosity has been described by
many as the magic formula
needed today .to. achieve the
conquest of diseage—from the
common cold to cancer. The
believe firmly that an assault
on disease of the kind and
-magnitude ﬁlanned by Dr. Salk

) could pave
the way to revolutionary break-
throughs.

Just as the Mickey Mantles
depend on the baseball fans
who pay their way through the
turnstiles, construction of the
Salk Institute will depend on
contributions from the general
public.

$15 Million Goal

This summer all across the
nation a campaign is in full
swing to raise $15,000,000 to
build and equip the Institute.
The drive is sponsored by The
National Foundation through
the March of Dimes. It is a
renewal of the partnership be-
tween all Americans and Dr.

coined the word “bionauts.” “If
we can speak of astronauts,” he
asks, “why can’t we think of
‘bionauts’ — scientists who are
capable of doing in biology
what has now been done in the
fields of space and of atomic
ghﬂ:ics?" He envisages the
a Institute as a sort of
launching pad for the gifted
“bionauts” of the scientific
world who will comprise his
faculty.
The conditions under which
the Salk Institute ‘bionauts”
will pursue their studies are
probably unique. The physical
as well as the intellectual at-
mosphere of the Institute has
been designed so that the in-
dividual scientist can concen-
trage tﬁully on ngt;;l:cﬁve work
and tho equip-
mggt wmz course be the most
modern. hxghly special-
ized reference libr: on _biol-
ogy and related flelds will be
maintained. The whole envi-
ronment is designed to spur the
Institute Fellow toward daring
and uninhibited original think-
ing on how to reach the goal
he is seeking—taster.

Pioneering Projects

In most great universities and
other research centers scien-
tists are obliged to invest a
great deal of their time in
teaching and in administrative
detail. ere will be none of
these time-consuming duties
for the faculty of the Salk In-
stitute. Its members will spend
all of their time on pioneerin,
projects. Moreover, they wil
have complete freedom to
launch whatever projects they
elect and may change the di-
rection of their research if they
wish.

Experts familiar with the
scientific world and its leaders

agree that the 10 Fellows se-

lected thus far are entering the
stage of their most productive
period. Their average age is
49 years but seven of the 10 are
even younger.

Dr. Warren Weaver, vice
president of the Alfred P. Sloan
Foundation and a Salk Insti-
tute Nonresident Fellow who is
often described as the ‘‘elder
statesman of American medical
research,” is 67; but Dr. Melvin
Cohn, a famed American bio-
chemist now with the Pasteur
Institute of Paris, and a Salk
Institute Resident Fellow, is
only 38.

A-Bomb Architect

Dr. Leo Szilard, long-time
%ro_fessor of biophysics at the

niversity of Chicago and cele-
brated worldwide as one of the
“architects of the atomic bomb,”
a Nonresident Fellow, is 63. But
Dr. Edwin Lennox, an Ameri-
can microbiologist now also on
leave at the Pasteur Institute,
zxd a Resident Fellow, is only

Dr. Jacob Bronowski, of Lon-
don, a Resident Fellow who is
well known in the United
States for his books and lec-
tures, is 54. His versatility is
outstanding — in mathematics,
philosophy and history.

Dr. Salk has remarked that
the professional and cultural
interests of the Fellows hap-
pily overlap. At a recent meet-
ing of several of these scientists
in New York City, they chatted
with vivacity of organizing
competing string quartets at
the Salk Institute next year, of
sailing and swimming in the
Pacific, even of shooting a
round of golf now and then.
These “super stars” of science
who may be expected soon to
revolutionize biology and thus
“help man make the most of his

gift of life” are human beings,
