Joe David Ross, D.V.M., has! Co., Ranchers Commission Co. in

been named a “wagon boss” for
the fourth annual West Texas
Boys Ranch Roundup July 22 to
August 3. This means he is to be
busy from now through the
Roundup, contacting local stock-
men to donate livestock which
can be sold for the Ranch.

A number of West Texas auec-

tion and commission firms are

donating their sales services for
the Ranch’s benefit. A stock-
man may take donated animals
to any one of these firms. There
it will be sold without sale fee
and all proceeds remitted to the
famous boys home near Tankers-
ley.

The Ranch currently has 80

boys in its care, 64 of them in
actual residence on the Ranch
and 16 placed in foster homes
and work homes under its super-
yison. The Ranch has become
famous in this area as a home
for “hard luck” boys, most of
them from broken homes, or no
homes at all.
_ The Ranch is financed entirely
by free-will offerings of West
Texans. It receives no tax sup-
port. The annual Roundup has
been of tremendous imprtance in
financing the operation. Econo-
mic pressure is critical as the
Ranch tries to answer a constant-
ly growing number of calls to
help West Texas “hard
boys. Previous Roundups have
been a livesaver for the Ranch,
furnishing as much as one-sixth
of the Ranch’s total annual bud-
get. This means the stockmen’s
donations of unwanted animals
have supported: more than 60
boys for two months.

Worst Stomach Worm Infestation
In Years Forecast For This Area

The next three weeks promise
to be the most critical in years
for local ranchmen in terms of
stomach worm danger to live-
steck. Dr. Gary D. Boring of
College Station, research chief
for Merck and Co’s Thibenzole
project, said this week that all
conditions, both of livestock and
rangeland, point to the likelihood
of a record stomach worm in-
festation.

Samples taken from a flock of

lambs on the John Fields ranch|is apparently
showed 'what Dr. Boring termed |

worms I have ever seen”, in ex-
cess of 10,000 in one animal, The
research expert said the lambs
game every outward appearance
of good health and physical con-
dition since the larvae were all
in the same stage of growth. He
also stated that within a period
of a week all would have begun
to attack the animals and death
would have resulted within an
extremely short time.

The unusually high infestation
widespread over
the Edwards Plateau because of

“the largest count of stomach|subnormal rainfall over a pro-

longed period, resulting in short
grass. The stomach worm hatches
on the ground, and travels up
grass and weeds to a height of
one to one and a half inches.
With the short grass mow pre-
dominant in this area, sheep are
picking up an unusually large
number of the larvae as they
graze.

Dr. W. T. Hardy, superinten-
dent of Sub-Station 14 near here,
cautions ranchman that it is of
vital importance that they treat
immediately not only sheep, but

goats and cattle as well.

Poisonous plants may be found
and eradicated early. Some 10-
12 years ago Joe B. Ross noticed
a strange plant in the roadway
east of Sonora. It was a poison-
ous plant from the Pecos area,
called African Rue. Though the
plant has not spread from the
original discovery area, it con-
tinues to hang on despite efforts
to eradicate it.

Last week another poisonous
plant common to the Trans Pecos
area was found along the road-
side in southwest Sutton County.
The plant was cudweed paper-

made droughts caused by con-
tinuous overgrazing-there is a
tendency for plants from a more
arid climate to become establish-
ed. }
Burrograss, for example, is a
near worthless, sod forming grass
common to the Trans Pecos area.
During recent years burrograss
has moved eastward rapidly. It
is now abundant around Ozona,

It is a false idea that skipping
breakfast is a good way to re-
duce. If anything, this highly in-
jurious practice adds pounds. It
works like this:

Skip breakfast and by noon
you have lost your appetite or
else are afraid to eat for fear of
jeing groggy all afternoon. Then
for supper you eat the food your
body has been demanding all day.
Now you go to bed and your
supper is converted into fat
rather than energy as would have
been the case had you eaten pro-
perly during hours of greatest
activity.

An adequate breakfast pattern
can be adapted to any age, bud-
get or cultural pattern: fruit orj
fruit juice, protein-rich food—
such as eggs, cheese, meat or
peans—hbread or cereal and milk.

If time is a prohibitive factor,
some preparations can be made
the night before—setting the
table fixing the coffee pot, etc..

$10,000 per person and $20,000
per accident. 7

Present law requires $5,000-
$10,000. So those now carrying
minimum insurance will pay an
average of $4 more after Jan-
uary 1. ‘

Increasing  accident  losses,
mainly in urban areas forced the
Jnsurance Board to hike liability
@nd collision rates in most se-
tions of the state.

Average premium boosts after
August 1 will be 5.2% for bodily
injury, 9.7% for property dam-
age and 8.4% for colllision. This
will cost policyholders a total of

POLL TAXES—Folks who are
past 60 and living in towns with
10,000 or more population should
get their poll tax exemptions on
(October 1 or as soon as possible
thereafter.

Exemptions for those over 60
are free under the old law, which
will be in effect at least until
November 9. That’s the date for
the vote on repeal of the poll
tax as a voting requirement.

If Texans vote FOR the repeal,
those over 60 who live in towns
@above 10,000 population then
will have to pay a 25-cent regist-
ration fee. Ditto for all voters
under 60.

Those past 60 who live in rural
areas or in towns under 10,000
population will not be affected
by the changes. They can vote
without paying under both the
old and the new law.

Fisher Writes On
Harlem's Powell,
Peace Corps Cost

By Congressman O. C. Fisher

A LIVELY TUSSLE has de-
veloped, behind the scenes, bet-
ween the Kennedys and Harlem’s
potorious Adam Claytoon Powell,
over the President’s Civil Rights
message to Congress. A few days
after the message was sent to
Capitol Hill, Adam made a
speech in Long Beach in which
he boasted: “I rewrote half of
his speech for him the night be-
fore it was delivered before
Congress.”

The White House, with eyes
cast longingly on the Negro vote
bloc, showed embarrassment over
the “leak” by Powell, and tried
to play down the Harlem Con-
gressman’s role in its prepara-
tion.

Ten days before Adam’s Long
Beach speech he was in Paris
where he was quoted as saying
that “Negroes now have whites
on the run and this is the time
to keep them running.” In this
background, some of the White
House strategists showed fear
that Powell’s boast about aut-
horing half of the Kennedy pro-
posals might cause some mem-
{bers of Congress to take a se-
s,cond look at what is being ad-
vocated.
