Private Firm Starts 
Livestock Pens 
West O f Sonora

Livestock pens with related 
facilities have been planned west 
o f Sonora by a group headed by 
Roy Martin of San Angelo. 
Johnnie Hamby reported Wed­
nesday that Martin, B. H. Hal­
bert, Bill Whitehead, and Hamby 
had bought 10 acres three and 
three-fourth miles west of So­
nora on Highway 290 and leased 
4 sections.

Hamby said that land had al­
ready been cleared and drainage 
provided. Work is now started 
on laying water pipe from a well 
to a reservoir.

He said the site would include 
rest and feed pens, scales to 
weigh livestock in the truck or 
on hoof as well as feed trucks, 
pens and sheds for shearing and 
drenching and spraying facili­
ties.

Hamby said that the pens would 
be open to the public and were 
meant to serve both local growers 
and long-distance haulers.

Much livestock is raised in 
Louiseana and shipped by truck 
to Arizona via Highway 290. One 
rancher said that this business 
alone might be sufficient to 
justify the pens.

Cost of the installation was 
not available.

conceivably could give him life- 
and-death control over this facet 
of the nation’s transportation 
system.

Hoffa’s excuse is to provide a 
“ stabilizer” , with uniformity of 
working conditions throughout 
the country, a goal which would 
supersede the existing series of 
regional agreements. However, 
experts in this field warn that 
the effect could be to force more 
and more of the smaller, mar­
ginal concerns out of business or 
force them into mergers.

Even transcending this effect 
is the pyramided power over the 
nation’s transportaition system 
which would result. This could 
conceivably eventually give Hoffa 
the power to effectuate a nation- j 
wide strike.

! This development serves to 
point up the need for additional 

! labor legislation, to protect the 
j public against the consequences 
of one man, or a small group of 
men, shutting down a substantial 
portion of the nation’s commerce 
at one fell swoop.

It’s like trying to keep 
up with all the politics in all 
the counties in all the states in 
the United States, when half 
the time I don’t even know what’s 
going on right here in Sutton 
County. In fact. I’ll bet there 
aren’t a dozen people within ten 
miles of this ranch who can name 
all the officials in this county, 
and even if they can, I don’t 
know what the advantage is.

The way I see it is, if a man 
keeps up with one county, one 
state, a few children, two or 
three football teams and three 
or four countries, he’s got his 
hands full. I may be ignorant of 
most of the world, but you’ve got 
to remember that most o f the 
world is ignorant of me. This is 
prabably an agreeable situation 
all the way around.

During 
t h e s e  m o n t h  s—t h r o u g h , 
December— statistics show a rise ' 
in accidental fire-arm deaths. In 
a year’s time, a total of 184 per­
sons die from accidents with 
guns.

Some hunters never live to 
enjoy the season. In the last three 
years, 38 died cleaning and 
handling guns, perhaps in an­
ticipation of opening day. 
Twenty-four died transporting 
fire-arms into the field.

Theoretically, a gun is not 
dangerous itself. But in the hands 
of an inexperienced, unskilled 
person it becomes a deadly 
weapon.

Texans across the state re­
cognize this problem and are do­
ing something about it. Some 
local health units and National 
Rifleman Association instructors 
work at the grass-roots—teach­
ing home gun safety to children.

This is an excellent step in 
the right direction but there is 
no substitute for individual prac­
tice o f fire-arm safety, with 
the hunter consciously alert to 
the hazards of gun handling from 
the time he dresses for the first 
hunt until he stores his rifle at 
the end of the season.

Even his choice o f hunting 
clothes is a factor in safety 
afield. Clothing ideally combines 
warmth, comfort and safety fea­
tures. Red or yellow outer gar-

ments and caps help distinguish 
the hunter from wildlife.

Proper fire-arm care and 
cleaning are vitally important. A 
speck of rust or dirt in the deli­
cate mechanism may trigger an 
unexpected discharge, barrel 
eruption or other mishap.

Maneuvering b a r b e d  -w i r e  
fences poses less problem for 
the hunter if a companion holds 
the gun. Otherwise, the rifle 
should be placed carefully on 
the ground while the hunter 
climbs through or over the fence.

The hunter who “ thinks he 
sees a turkey” and shoots without 
determining absolutely, pro­
nounces a possible death sentence 
for some person.

Ideally, the sportsman returns 
home with bag-of-game in hand. 
Fatigued or not, his responsibi­
lities aren’t ended. Cleaning and 
storing the fire-arm away from 
the hand's o f children—am­
munition in a separate place of 
course—completes the event.

fabulous sum for me . . .  a little 
frizzly . . . pup, worth about 32 
cents if a person really wanted 
something around the place to 
kick occasionally.

He told of his adventures and 
misadventures as a young man 
in business before he establish­
ed Sonora.

He summarized his ups and 
downs in this paragraph:

“ My star o f failure continued 
in the ascendancy at Fort Mc- 
Kavett. I found an uncle running 
a store there and knowing that 
I had quite a commercial career, 
he. decided to take me into his 
firm as a member. I never found 
it much trouble to either get in 
or out of business. One partner­
ship “ dovetailed” right into an­
other, and bankruptcy followed 
bankruptcy, as if each were cars 
on the same track rolling on­
ward towards the poor house. It 
wasn’t very long until our store 
burned to the ground and noth­
ing was saved but a tobacco cut­
ter and two grindstones. I have 
always beliveded my uncle did 
this in order to smoke me out. 
A drummer from whom we were 
buying goods presented me with 
a dollar watch and it made him ' 
awful jealous.” |

His various business ventures  ̂
gave him a wide background of | 
knowledge, which he mentioned 
as well as indicating the taste of 
fashionable men of the late 

11800’s: “ My experience in the 
drug store had learned me a 
great deal about chemistry . . . 
(1) learned from a Kichapoo 
Indian how to stir wild hog mush 
into bear oil and make a kind of 
hair dressing, which was very 
popular among the leading cattle 
men on the frontier in the good 
old days.”

SAYS

St. John’s Episcopal Church
This evening is Halloween; 

tomorrow is All Saints’ Day.
A “ Saint’’ , in one sense, is a 

"hero’’ o f the Chui’ch. In this 
sense, a Saint is a hero with 
certain attributes of character 
or certain accomplishments to 
his credit such that we feel his 
heroism ought to be remember­
ed as an example to us and to 
our children, and such that we 
are thankful to God for what 
He has done for us through this 
“hero” . Thus, the Church sets 
aside certain days throughout the 
year on which, in worship, this 
special heroism is remembered 
and this special gratitude is ex­
pressed.

In another sense, a “ Saint” is 
any baptized person—that is, 
any Christian. This is the sense 
in which the New Testament 
uses the word, but this doesn’t 
mean the other sense in which the 
word is used is incorrect or im­
proper. Bother are right and prop­
er, and there is rarely ever any 
confusion because o f the two 
usages or meanings.

The observance of All Saints’ 
Day— t̂hat is, the worship of 
Christians on All Saints’ Day— 
“ mixes” these two usages of the 
word. The mixing occurs in that 
we feel gratitude to God for ALL 
Saints who have departed this 
life, not only the great, famous 
ones. Thus, on .A.11 Saints’ Day,

’ ll our worship, we remind our­
selves of the millions of Saints 
now departed who are Saints in 
the New Testament usage of 
the word— Saints whose names 
•vill never appear in history 
books: we are yet grateful for 
these loved ones o f ours and we 
thank God for them. In many 
places, in the worship on this 
day, the names of parishioners 
and friends and relatives who 
have died in the last year are 
called out.

Halloween? Well, the word is 
a contraction of “All Hallows 
Eve” , or “ Hallowed Eve” : “hal­
lowed”  or “holy” , because it is 
the evening before All Saints’ 
Day. There was an old pagan 
legend that on the eve o f the
commemoration o f good and
noble Saints, the “ spirits” of the 
evil, mischievous dead roamed 
around enviously hoping to some­
how prevent worship the next 
day.

Isn’t it interesting how success­
ful they have been? Nearly 
everyone takes part in the re­
enactment of the old pagan
legend; only a few take part in 
the Christian Worship the next 
day.

Happy Birthday to the Sonora 
Chamber of Commerce. It’s five 
years old as of November 1.

he Tvis practical. Whin it cam’ 
his turn, he said:

“  ‘As ye ken, the winds are 
offen raw an’ cauld hereaboot, 
an’ we micht at time e’en play 
in chillin’ rain. As ye nae doot 
do, I cairry wi’ me a fufth o ’ 
Scotch Whusky tae waarm ma 
achin banes, an’ tae waard aff 
the ague. I use a sma’ giess 
which fu ’ tae th’ brim bauds al­
most an oonce an’ a hauf o ’ the 
heavenly beeveridge.

“  ‘As lang as the fufth lasts. 
I fin’ it pleasant tae continue 
ma gam’ o’ golf. Whin the 
bot’uls empty it wud be foo’ 
hardy indeed tae face the 
rigors o’ the win’ swept coorse. 
I hae fund that a bot’ul will full 
ma wee giess jist eichteen time. 
So I play eichteen holes a day— 
nae mair, nae less. The size o ’ 
the bot’uls canna be changed for 
they are already standardized, 
therefur, I say, lets mack oor 
coorses fit a fufth.’

livestock Wounds 
Should Be Treated 
To Prevent Worms
By D. C. Langford, County Agent

Several non-screwworm cases 
have been reported in Sutton 
County during the past month, 
indicating that the screwwomi 
program is not effective against 
infestations of worms other than 
screwworms.

Authorities estimate that 95% 
of all livestock losses caused by 
all types of maggots can be at­
tributed to screwworms and that 
non-screwworms account for the 
other 5% of our losses. In other 
words, when the screwworm has 
been completely eradicated, we 
will still have non-screwworms or 
blow-fly maggots to contend with.

Non-screwworm flies generally 
lay their eggs on dead animals, 
animal waste, or in infected 
wounds in animals.

To aid in controlling these non- 
screwtwomi flies, ranchers should 
treat all wounds on animals with 
an antiseptic, fly-repellant type 
smear. All dead animals should 
be burned, or buried if possible, 
to prevent a buildup of these 
flies.

Ranchers who fail to treat 
shearing cuts, castrating, brand­
ing, and docking wounds are 
failing to protect their invest­
ment in the screwworm program 
and are increasing the probabi­
lity of losses from non-screw­
worms.
