When your children search for
colored eggs this Easter, they’ll
be renewing a custom far older
than Christianity.

Eggs represent the new life that
returns to earth every spring—
around the time of Easter. The
custom of exchanging eggs as part
of the celebration began in ancient
times. The ancient Persians often
dyed eggs in the colors of spring
and gave them to their friends as
gifts. Some early peoples believed
that the earth had hatched from
a giant egg.

Early Christians of Asia and oth-
er eastern lands exchanged eggs
at Easter. They colored the eggs
red.

Elaborate decoration became the
rule in some eastern European
lands. The Ukranians are famous
for their beautifully decorated Eas-
ter eggs. Each village makes its
own design— fir trees, horses,
priests’ robes, flowers, bell towers,
crosses, chapels, ete. Residents of
Czechoslovakia, Poland, Lithuania,
and other lands also are known
for their highly decorated Easter
eggs.

In England, friends often ex-
changed eggs at Easter, although
nowadays these usually are choco-
late eggs. The Irish break the long
Lenten fast by eating eggs at dawn
on Easter.

Germans color eggs green on
“Green Thursday”’ — the Thursday
before Easter— and carry the eggs
all day for good luck. On Easter
Monday the young people have an
egg-rolling contest.

In Italy, a priest blesses the
eggs on Easter. The eggs occupy
the center of the breakfast table,
with other dishes arranged around
them. :

Thundershowers covered the So-
nora area Monday morning bring-
ing needed moisture that varied
from one-half inch to nearly two
inches. The rain fell slowly and
all soaked into the soil. z

The rainfall was particularly val-
uable at this time to sustain grow-
th of current spring vegetation.
After plants go through the winter
in a semi-dormant condition most
of the food reserves are used in
starting spring growth. When dry
weather causes growth to stop—
and a new start must be made
later—the plants are considerably
weakened. .

Monday’s rainfall followed no
particular pattern. The W. F. Ber-
ger O’Leary ranch west of Sonora
received 1.7; the Libb Wallace
ranch, 1.75; and the Experiment
Station received 1.43. Most points
within and around these extremes
received less moisture.

THE DEVIL’S RIVER NEWS
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Income Tax

This column of questions and
answers on federal tax matters is
provided by the local office of the
U.S. Internal Reveune Service and
is published as a public service to
taxpayers. The column answers
questions most frequently asked by
taxpayers.

Q - Our daughter was married
during the Christmas holidays. Will
we be able to claim her as a depen-
dent for 1965 even though she is
now married?

A - If you furnished more than
one-half the support of your daugh-
ter for the entire calendar year,
you may claim her as a dependent
unless she files a joint return with
her husband, provided the gross-
income and citizenship tests are
met. If she files jointly, you may
not claim her exemption.

Q - I qualify as unmarried head
of household. Which tax table
should I use?

A - If your adjusted gross in-
come is less that $5000 and you do
not claim itemized deductions, use
Table B on page 13 of the 1040
instruction bookiet; otherwise, use
Schedule III on page 11.

Q - I retired last year after 30
years of government service on a
disability pension, Is this taxable
to me? I'm 58 years old.

A - Yes, although a disability pen-
sion received before the normal
retirement age may qualify for the
sick pay exclusion. Since U.S. Civil
Service employees may retire at
age 60 with 30 years of service,
your pension qualifies as sick pay
and up to $100 a week may be ex-
cluded from income. When you
reach age 60 your pension will be
treated as an annuity for tax pur-

poses.
Q - Just what do you mean by

Answers

gross income?

A - Any income that the law spe-
cifically does not exempt from tax-
ation is gross income. For example,
Social Security pensions are ex-
pressly made tax exempt by law,
and therefore are not added in
when figuring gross income.

Q - Is there any situation where
partners in a business could file
a joint return with each other?

A - No. The partnership will have
to file partnership Form 1065, re-
porting its income and expenses.
Each individual partner has to file
his own Form 1040, showing his
share of the partnership net income.
He may, of course, file his in-
dividual return jointly with his wife.

Q - Do you have to be married to
claim . the child care deduction?

A - No. Women who are single,
married, widowed, divorced, or de-
serted; as well as men who are
widowed, divorced, legally sepa-
rated, or those whose wives are
incapacitated or institutionalized
may use this provision of the tax
law.

If you claim this deduction, use
Form 2441 to compute the amount
of your deduction.

Q-Iam a housewife and have
no Social Security number. Last
year I received a little ‘money
from my uncle’s estate and opened
a separate account. Do I need a
Social Security number and do I
have to report this income since
it is under $600.

A - The law requires you to have
a Social Security number for tax
purposes if you received $10 or
more in interest from your account
during the year. An application
for a number may be obtained
from any Internal Revenue Ser-
vice or Social Security office.

The Case Lincoln Lost
On a fateful autumn day in In-

diana, in the fourth year of the
Civil War, Union soldiers entered
the home of Lambdin P. Milligan
and placed him under arrest.

The soldiers were acting on or-
ders of President Abraham Lincoln,
their commander in chief. Milligan,
suspected of aiding the Confederate
cause, was speedily found guilty by
a military eourt and sentenced to
be hung.

But nine days before he was to
die Milligan—invoking the ancient
writ of habeas corpus—demanded
his freedom. He claimed that, as a
civilian, he could not lawfully be
punished by a military court.

How far may military power
reach in ‘wartime? For a nation
dedicated to individual liberty, the
issue was a wrenching one.

Lincoln himself argued that, with
war convulsing the country, he was
justified in taking drastic means to
crush disloyalty on the home front.

But there were weighty points
too on the other side of the argu-
ment. Not only was Milligan a
civilian, but he had been arrested
in Indiana—where, at the time, no
hostilities were under way.

Most important, Indiana’s civil
courts were still open for business,
ready, willing, and able to hear the
charges against Milligan if given
the chance.

On April 3, 1866, 18 months after
Milligan’s arrest, the United States
Supreme Court set him free. Hold-
ing that the military trial was un-
lawful, the Court thereby marked
out historic limits beyond which
martial authority must not go.

Oddly enough. this decision con-
demning Lincoln’s action was writ-
ten by his own devoted friend,
Justice David Davis. Lincoln by
then was already dead. Yet it is
easy to imagine that if still alive,
with the awful pressures of war
behind him, he might have ap-
plauded the judge’s words:

“The Constitution is a law for
rulers and people, equally-in/war
and peace, and covers with the
shield of its protection all classes
of men, at all times, and under all
circumstances.”

A Northern editor had this com-
ment:

“Above the might of the sword,
the majesty of the law is thus
raised supreme.”’

It is easy to imagine Lincoln

himself saying amen.

How will they stay in
one when the price starts at $150
to $200 and on up?

I laughed when I read in the
Devil they are going to sell these
bonds when they will only pay 2
to 3 percent interest.

A working boy with a $10,000 home
pays $500 a year taxes besides all
the other taxes.

Oh, yes, you are going to holler
government. But who is the govern-
ment? You. I would say it starts
right here at home. So let’s just
have some good government at
home and holler loud and maybe it
will go on up to the top.

It reminds me of an old friend
that said, “Give any man enough
money and it would make a horse’s
tail out of him. It just takes a lot
more for some.” That is the way
our government has turned out,
plum to the top.

It reminds me, one time Sam
Karnes and I were commissioners.
There were boosters up every
month or two wanting to build a
new courthouse. I am sure proud
of our old one. It is paid for. But
Sam and I got thrown out because
we wouldn’t raise our salary. We
were getting $5 a month.

Well folks, we can be thankful
for the good rain.

More Than 1 Million
Motor Vehicles
Must Be Inspected

The director of the Texas De-
partment of Public Safety reported
this week the owners of more than
one and one-quarter million motor
vehicles still need to have them
safety checked at official inspec-
tion stations before their current
inspection stickers expire April 15.

Col. Homer Garrison Jr. said
this means Texas’ 5,350 inspection
stations must collectively check
over 65,000 vehicles per day in
order to meet the deadline.

“This breaks down to an average
of 12 cars per day per station,”
Garrison said. “And though this
may seem like a small enough
number to run through each sta-
tion, it adds up to a total of over
1,378,000 individual vehicles.”

He pointed out that the load on
some inspection stations is great-
er than on others, resulting in the
development of frustrating wait-
ing lines in some places as the
deadline approaches.

Latest figures indicate that so
far during the 1966 inspection pe-
riod approximately 2,815,000 vehi-
cles have been inspected.

Uncontrolled Insecis
Can Wipe Ouf
Fruif Crop

A good set of peaches and plums
from the trees which are begin-
ning to bloom is not assured. For,
points out D. C. Langford, county
agent, insects can damage the fruit
or even ‘wipe-out” the crop if
they are not controlled.

Insect control on fruit trees, he
adds, is largely a preventive prog-
ram. Once the insects begin to
cause damage, little can be done
to rid the fruit of the pests, and
prevent further damage. Most of
the common fruit-damaging in-
sects begin their activity and re-
production during the first 30-45
days after the trees begin to bloom,
points out Langford. Therefore,
insecticides applied during this ear-
ly period will control the insects
which damage fruit later in the
season.

Homeowners with a few trees
are advised to follow a preventive
spray program. Malathion or me-
thoxychlor, either in the wettable
powder or emulsifiable concen-
trate forms, are effective for con-
trolling insects. They are not haz-
ardous - when used as directed
and will not leave residues in the
fruit. Both are available in numer-
ous commercial formulations and
directions for mixing and applying
are given on the container label.

The county agent recommends
four spray applications, timed to
coincide with bloom and fruit for-
mation. The first or petal fall
spray should be applied when about
three-fourths of the blossom petals
have shed. The second or shuck
split spray should be made about
10 days after most of the petals
have shed. The third or first cov-
er spray should follow the second
spray in 10 to 14 days and fourth
or second cover spray should fol-
low the third application in 14 to
21 days.

If later infestations begin to dam-
age the fruit, a spray containing
carbaryl (Sevin) will give good
control. It can be safely used on
peaches and plums up to within
one day before harvest. On peach-
es, allow 21 days between the last
application of methoxychlor and
harvest and 7 days for malathion.

On plums allow 7 days between |:

last application and harvest with
methoxychlor and 3 days for mala-
thion.

Unusual Brush Control Projects Nofed

Soil Conservation Service
Technician
With spring either here or just
around the corner many ranchmen
are again thinking about a number-
one problem—brush control.

In addition to a number of cedar
chopping or dozing operations, two
mesquite control jobs are in prog-
ress which differ from the ordinary.

Aldwell Bros. completed root-
plowing some 560 acres of deep
valley soils in December. A 26,000
pound brush chopper is now being
pulled over the rootplowed land to
firm up the soil and pulverize or
chop the brush to form a good
seedbed for grass. A seeding mix-
ture of native and introduced gras-
ses is being ‘“blown out” behind
the chopper.

The grass mixture being used
is composed of 40 percent sideoats
grama, and 20 percent each of blue
grama, green sprangletop and KR
bluestem. Each of these grasses
has been proved desirable and well
adapted to the Edwards Plateau
soil conservation district. The area
will receive complete deferment
from grazing until November in
order to give the seedlings a good
chance to become established. This
operation is being conducted under
a Great Plains Conservation Prog-
ram contract.

On the W. L. Miers Black ranch
100 acres of thick, head-high mes-
quite is being mowed with a rotary
brush mower. The stumps are be-
ing sprayed at the same time with

2-4-5T in emulsion form. The water
and 2-4-5T is carried in Separate
tanks and mixed in a special noz-
zle—resulting in the formation of
a thick, creamy paste. Follow-up
studies will be made to determine
the percent of root kill obtained.

Young and old alike play games
involving eggs on Easter Monday.

In Greece people tap red eggs
together as a greeting when they
meet on Easter. The first person
says, ‘‘Christ is risen,” and the
second replies, ‘“He is truly risen.”

In Bulgaria, on Easter Saturday,
people exchange eggs and baked
almond cakes.
