Each product
takes three to five years of testing
and research work at a cost, to the
manufacturer, of around $2 million
for each new product. Yet, this
time, effort and money will be
wasted if you negleet to read and
understand the information on the
label, which is there to help and,
protect you. 2

Parents, Law Officers Are Responsible

For Preventing Kids'

In a pre-Fourth of July eye
safety warning, parents are re-
minded of their joint responsibility
with law enforcement agencies for
preventing  firework accidents
among children.

“Unless home vigilance is in-
creased, fireworks will continue to
be a menace to sight and safety
”” says the Texas
Society For the Prevention of Blind-
ness Inc., offering the following
suggestions to parents:

1. Do not permit your child te
purchase fireworks through the
mail or from illicit dealers. Fire-
works from these sources are often

2. If your child has obtained fire-
works, gunpowder or sparklers
confiscate these immediately and
help him to understand they are
dangerous and probably illegal.

3. Assist authorities in locating
dealers in illegal fireworks.

AN ORDINANCE MAKING IT UN-
LAWFUL FOR ANY PERSON TO
OPEN ANY FIRE HYDRANT IN
THE CITY OF SONORA, TEXAS,
PROVIDING A PENALTY AND
EXCEPTING CITY OF SONORA
EMPLOYEES AND SONORA VOL-
UNTEER FIREMEN: AND DE-
CLARING AN EMERGENCY.
BE IT ORDAINED BY THE CITY
COMMISSION OF THE CITY OF
SONORA, TEXAS:
Sec. 1: From and after the ef-
fective date of this Ordinance, it
shall be unlawful for any person to
open any fire hydrant in the City
of Sonora, Texas.
Sec. 2: This Ordinance shall not
apply to City Employees and City
of Sonora Volunteer Firemen in
line of duty.
Sec. 3: Any person who shall
violate the provisions of this Or-
dinance shall be deemed guilty of
a misdemeanor and shall, upon
conviction thereof, be fined in a
sum not less than $100.00, nor more
than $200.00.
Sec. 4: The importance of this
Ordinance, and the fact that the
opening of fire hydrants causes
and creates a hazard and a danger
to the inhabitants of the City of
Sonora, Texas; creates an emer-
gency and imperative public neces-
sity requiring the suspension of the
rule that ordinances shall be read
at three meetings of the City Com-
mission, and said rule is there-
fore hereby, suspended, and this
Ordinance is put upon its finall
reading and is passed by a vote
of three ‘“ayes” and no ‘nays.”
