“The bow is too sheer. Chief.” So the Indian 
changed the bow.

Once more a man came along and offered advice, 
but this time the Indian answered: “That boat 
over there—that’s everybody’s boat,” pointing to 
the monstrosity on the bank.

AN ORDINANCE MAKING IT UN­
LAWFUL. FOR ANY PERSON TO 
OPEN ANY FIRE HYDRANT IN 
THE CITY OF SONORA, TEXAS, 
PROVIDING A PENALTY AND 
EXCEP'TING CI’TY OF SONORA 
EMPLOYEES AND SONORA VOL­
UNTEER FIREMEN; AND DE­
CLARING AN EMERGENCY.
BE IT ORDAINED BY THE CITY 
COMMISSION OF THE CITY OP 
SONORA, TEXAS:

Sec. 1: From and after the ef­
fective date of this Ordinance, It 
shall be unlawful for any person to 
open any fire hydrant in the City 
of Sonora, Texas.

Sec. 2: This Ordinance shall not 
apply to City Employees and City 
of Sonora Volunteer Firemen in 
line of duty.

Sec. 3: Any person who shall 
violate the provisions of this Or­
dinance shall be deemed guilty of 
a misdemeanor and shall, upon 
conviction thereof, be fined in a  
sum not less than $100.00, nor more 
than $200.00.

Sec. 4; The importance of this 
Ordinance, and the fact that the 
opening of fire hydrants causes 
and creates a hazard and a danger 
to the inhabitants of the City of 
Sonora, Texas; creates an emer­
gency and imperative public neces­
sity requiring the suspension of the 
rule that ordinances shall be read 
at three meetings of the City Com­
mission, and said rule is there­
fore hereby, suspended, and this 
Ordinance is put upon its final( 
reading and is passed by a vote 
of three “ayes” and no "nays.”
