This cagchy little slogan was

the theme of a meeting in the
Hub Community Center last
Thursday night when 35 agri-
cultural leaders of Parmer
County met to discuss a four-

Bill Gunter, area agronomist
from the Texas Agricultural
Extension Service, and Jim
Valentine, area soil chemist
from Lubbock, were on hand
and they both pointed out the

Fertilizer  dealers from
throughout the county attended
the meeting and they voted to
adopt the soil test slogan and
to assist the county agent and
other agricultural leaders in
working out a soil testing pro-
gram for county farmers,

Special car and window stick-
ers bearing the slogan, ‘“Don’t
Guess, Soil Test"” were handed
out to the fertilizer men, as
were posters on soil testing,
and kits for maliling soil
samples into the new soil test-
ing station at Lubbock,

In his talk to the group, Gunter
explained that soil testing was
only one of the steps necessary
in a good farming program,
‘“The soil test is a good foun-
dation stone,”” Gunter said in
outlining a four-point plan that
would help the farmers in ob-
taining maximum ylelds and
higher net profits from their
Crops.

The agronomist cited several
changes which had occurred in
the farming program and
mentioned the $39 million
county farm income total of
1959 as being indicative of how
farming in this area was a‘‘big
industry,”’

‘‘If you increase the farm in-

-come by 10 per cent, that's a

new $4 million industry for the
county,”’ Gunter saild in em-
phasizing how important {t was
to strive for maximum pro-
duction,

“Each farm is a factory,'’
Gunter sald, as he compared
the need for good planning and
management on the farm with
that of big business operations,

‘““When you spend from $5 to
$15 for fertilizer, you should
know what you’re putting in the
ground,’’ he said,

The extension service rep-
resentatlve gave some sta-
tisdcs on the amounts of
fertilizer used In Parmer
County during 1959 and the
amounts soil experts thought
should have been used,

Parmer County farmers used
2,968 pounds of nitrogen, ‘‘and
according to what some. of the
best soll fertility men say, we
needed to use 8,275 pounds,”’
Gunter sald, Phosphate used
on farms in the county totaled
397 pounds and it should have
been 6,620 pounds, while potash
applied totaled only 31 pounds,
and it should have been 662
pounds.

By using the soil test, a
farmer can find out how much
more fertilizer, if any, Is
needed and just what elements
of the soll are missing.

This scientific approach will
help the farmer in getting the
best fertilizer application for
his money, Gunter said,

While there is a need for
using more fertilizer, Gunter
emphasized several times that
this was only one phase of the
overall farming program, He
pointed out that ‘‘finger tipcon-
trol’” of water was just as im-
portant, ‘‘This is certainly true
in cotton,”’ he said,

Another point he made was
that fertilization and irrigation
.should be backed up with good
harvesting methods and other
efficient production operations,

This rounded out the four-
point program which was based
on ‘‘balanced fertility, soil and
water management, efficient

production, and quality harvest-

ing and marketing."*

Explaining more about the
soll testing program was
Valentine,
from the testing station which
has just recently been opened
in Lubbock, Valentine told how
the soil analysis was made and

how the soil samples should be |

taken from the fields,

He sald that a composite
sample of the soil from all
sections of a fleld was needed,
and the way to obtain these
.samples was by using special
type probe, which he demon-
strated at the meeting,

The samples should be taken
by ziz-zagging across a given
field, placing all the samples

Biblical Star
Still Puzzles
Astronomers

The mystery of the Biblical Star
of Bethlehem has for centuries
Intrigued  scholars and astrono-
mers.
| Some scholars believe it may
have been a supernova, or ex-
ploding star. Others think it might
have been a comet or perhaps a
conjunction of the bright planets
Jupiter and Saturn.

If it was a supernova in the
Milky Way, astronomers say, it
would have unquestionably filled
ancient stargazers with awe and
the feeling that a great event
might be taking place.

A ‘nova' implies a new star,
but actually is not. It is rather an
old star that suddenly flares up
in a display 20,000 to 50,000 times
brighter than the sun. A super-
nova is about 100 million times
more brilliant than the sun.

Astronomers do not know what
causes a supernova.

As the
star contracts, the core tempera-
ture rises to 110 million degrees
centigrade, The incredible tem-
perature sets off helium-fusion
processes, and the star becomes
a huge nuclear fusion reactor
which eventually flies to pieces,

Clement Moore
Gave Popular
Image Of Sanfa

That jolly, rotund, little man,
who will bring joy to millions of
children this year and whom we
know as Santa Claus, was born
in the United States—the product
of the Imagination of Dr. Clement
Moore who wrote ‘A visit from
Saint Nicholas."

There was, of course, a Saint
Nicholas, He {s the patron saint
of children and known for his
miracles and generosity. But for
the American people Dr. Moore
transformed him Into a jolly,
plump, rosy-cheeked little man
with reindeer and sleigh.

In 1882

The story of Santa’s ''birth"
begins in the afternoon on Christ-
mas Eve, 1822, in Dr. Moore's
home—Chelsea House.

Christmas Eve was always an
exciting time in the Moore house-
hold. Late that afternoon Mrs.
Moore reminded her husband that
he still had some Christmas pres-
ents to deliver to friends in nearby
Greenwich Village,

Dr. Moore pulled on heavy win-
ter boots and overcoat, called for
Peter, an old Dutch handyman on
the estate, hitched up a horse and
sleigh and the two were off on the
Christmas mission,

In an hour or so they were done
and on the way home at a gay
tempo with jingling bells which
were fastened to the horse's har-
ness.

Inspiration

During this ride Dr. Moore had
his inspiration. In Peter's round,
ruddy face and sparkling eyes he
had seen Santa Claus. The sound
of bells in the clear crisp air pro-
duced a vision of reindeer flying
through the wintry night.

Dr. Moore remembered that he
had promised to write a Christ-
mas poem for his children and
during the rest of the ride he com-
posed the gay jingle.

First Reading

That evening, by the fireplace,
he read the poem to his children.
From this tenuous beginning, the
Santa Claus we know has spread
literally all over the world, The
poem has been printed in many
millions of copies. It has been
translated into scores of lan-
guages, and into Bralille.

It was in this manner that Saint
Nicholas, a serious Fourth Cen-
tury Bishop of Myra, in Lycia,
Asia Minor, became a happy,
laughing little man who flies
through the sky in his sleigh pull-
ed by reindeer, dressed in furs,
smoking his pipe and going down'
chimneys to give little boys and
girls goodies and toys.
