Screwworm Cases Reach 1,001
Screwworm epidemic is growing
as Texas cases for the year reach-
ed the 1,001-mark, according to
county agent, D. C. Langford.

Although the sterile fly produec-.

tion plant at Mission is operating
near maximum capacity in rear-
ing and dispersing sterile flies;
huge cases buildups in many
areas are so great that available
treated flies are not able to halt
this epidemic unless producers
use good herd management prac-
tices such as treating all wounds
and spraying. When wounds are
found, larvae samples should be
collected from deep within the
wound and sent to the Mission
Lab, for identification.

According to Langford, Sutton
County has not reported any screw-
worm cases but ranchmen are ad-
vised to keep a close inspection
of livestock as cases have been
reported in almost all the sur-
rounding counties.

wise contacting the toxic parts of
certain plants, trees and shrubs
takes a heavy toll,” Smith said.
“Each year health services re-
port that about 12,000 children are
poisoned or injured by these
sources.”’

Parents should be concerned be-
cause many of the plants are quite
common in flower and vegetable
gardens, and in ornamental land-
scaping, as well as in wild places.
Bulbs, roots, seeds, leaves, beans,
stems or berries may contain poi-
son, depending on the species of
the plant.

The beautiful oleander bush, for
example, contains a deadly heart
stimulant similar to the drug digi-
talis. The toxic is so strong that
a single leaf can kill a child.
People have died merely from eat-
ing steaks speared on oleander
twigs and roasted over a fire.

The popular Christmas flower
poinsettia is full of an acid, burn-
ing juice, so lethal that a child
who consumed one leaf might die.
Mistletoe berries can also be dead-
ly.

Peach tree leaves contain hy-
drocyanic acid, one of the most
dangerous poisons known. Potato
and tomato plants, close kin to the
deadly night-shade, have foliage
that contains alkaloid poisons
which can cause severe digestive
upset and nervous disorder if eat-
en.

Jimson weed or thornapple grows
almost everywhere and causes
more poisoning than any other
plant. It grows from 2 to 5 feet
tall, has large leaves and white
funnel shaped flowers resembling
morning glories, and a very dis-
agreeable odor. All parts are poi-
sonous, especially seeds and leaves.

Diffenbachia, or dumb cane, is
a beautiful house plant grown in
millions of homes, but merely bit-
ing its stalk can cause swelling
of the mouth and tongue that can
be deadly. It is called dumb cane
because of its power to strike its
victims speechless. The stalk con-
tains needle-like crystals of cal-
cium oxalate that become imbed-
ded in the tissues of the mouth
and tongue causing severe swel-
¢ling and pain.

Castor bean seeds are especially
dangerous because they are so
deadly and so readily available.
They are sold in garden stores
for about 25 cents a packet and
are popular because they produce
large, lush plants in one season.
Yet each seed contains enough
ricin, a powerful blood poison, to
kill a child.

Mescalbean—erroneously called
mountain laurel is also dangerous.
It has a poison bean with a hard
orange-colored coat. If it is swal-
lowed whole there may be no ill
effects, but if chewed or crushed
it can be Ilethal.

Food Markef Report

During the picnic season consider
foods easy to prepare or easy to
“carry along’” suggests Gwendo-
lyne Claytt, Extension consumer
marketing specialist.

Fresh fruits and vegetables are
a must. Peaches, cantaloupe, ba-
nanas, watermelons, grapes, and
pineapples are among the more
economical choices. Plums, nec-
tarines, avacados and limited sup-
plies of strawberries carry realtiv-
ely high price tags.

Fresh vegetables include purple
hull peas, blackeye peas, carrots,
eggplant, cabbage, corn, squash,
green onions, potatoes and rad-
ishes.

The season for locally pro-
duced vegetables will be short this
year. Eggs are plentiful so use
them generously as you bake or
prepare combination dishes; you’ll
also want to keep hard cooked
eggs in the refrigerator for be-
tween-meal-snacks.

Steaks are in greatest demand
at this time of year so best beef
values will be found in chuck
roasts and steaks, round steaks,
boneless rolled roasts, ground beef
and liver. Luncheon meats and
frankfurters are featured in some
markets as are canned hams and
picnics.

A basic rule in pesticide safety
is to read and follow directions
and precautions on the container,
advise Extension specialists at
Texas A&M University. Do it each
time you use ‘a pesticide; don’t
rely on your memory. Always re-
member that many pesticides can
be harmful to people and pets if
they are not handled, applied and
stored with care and caution. Safe
storage is particularly important
to avoid accidents involving young
children. N

Veierans School Aid Applicafions Due

Veterans planning to enter
school in September under the G.I.
Bill should apply now at the near-
est VA Office for a veterans Ad-
ministration Certificate of Eligibil-
ity and avoid the fall rush.

Veterans already in training un-
der the G.I. Bill who plan to
change programs or schools this
fall must obtain new certificates
of Eligibility from the VA as quick-
ly as possible.

The principal advantage to the
veteran of heeding advice to apply
now is that he can be certain
that his G.I. Bill education allow-

Quieting the Neighbor’s Dog

One man’s dog may be another
man’s nuisance. If you are dis-
turbed by your neighbor’s dog (or
dogs), and if complaints don’t help,
you might consider another pos-
sibility: a court order to abate
the nuisance.

What does the law say in such
cases?

By and large, it is sympathetic
to the person who is subjected to
an excessive amount of canine
clamour.

“Dogs in a neighbor’s yard may
murder sleep,” observed the judge,
“and destroy the reasonable en-
joyment of a home.”

Thus, a suburban family won
an injunction against the owner of
a German Shepherd dog whose
furious barkieg awakened them
regularly at 4 o’clock in the morn-
ing. The court said the defendant
would have to either reduce the
noise or get rid of the dog.

Suppose you go to court only
after having tolerated the noise
for some time. Your neighbor
might then argue that you have
‘“‘accepted the situation by your

acquiescence.”
But chances are that the court
would not penalize you for being

patient. Your complaint wouldn’t
be turned down merely because
you held back for a reasonable
time, in the hope of finding some
solution short of the courthouse.

What if the neighbor was already
living there—with his dog—before
yvou move in? That too, is not
enough grounds to bar your com-
plaint. His being there first does
not give him a permanent right-
to-be-noisy, regardless of the feel-
ings of newcomers to the street.

On the other hand, you won’t
get far in court with a complaint
that reflects your own unusual sen-
sitivity rather than the dog’s un-
usual behavior. The law of nuisance
is a law of moderation—tailored
to people of average dispositions,
not to those with jumpy nerves
or trigger tempers.

In one case a disgruntled home
owner, in court about a neighbor’s
dogs, was countered by several
witnesses for the defénse. Although
these witnesses lived as close to
the dogs as he did, not one of
them found the barking the least
bit annoying.

The court thereupon refused to
mix in. The judge ruled that, what-
ever one particular individual
might think, barking—in modera-
tion—is a lawful ingredient of the
neighborhood life.

That ball is still rolling. Not
too much has been done, but it’s
apparent that the demand for such
a park has grown so that it can-
not fail.

Mayor Dempsie Henley of Lib-
ery, testifying in behalf of Big
Thicket, warned that the 35,000
acre wilderness rapidly is being
ground under by bulldozers and

~ poisoned by the chemicals of civil-

ization.

“Unless we move soon,” the
mayor said, ‘“The Big Thicket will
be no more. It is vanishing at
the rate of 50 acres a day.”

A 1963 study by Texas Techno-
logical College recommended pur-
chase of 50,000 acres for the park.

of thousands of Texans who
never have had the privilege of
seeing this Big Thicket. It in-
cludes parts of Polk, Tyler, Har-
din and Liberty counties.

In the Big Thicket are some
of Texas’ largest trees. More than
300 species of birds nest in the
branches. Wild orchids and azaleas
abound. Also to be found are per-
haps the only black bear and pan-
ther in the state.

With the parks branch of the
federal government advocating
more recreational areas, up comes
the Department of Agriculture and
includes the entire 350,000 acre
area in its own 5,000,000 acre de-
velopment project. This would op-
en much-of the area to rice farm-
ing. One segment, the Pine Island
Bayou small watershed, is for the

. purpose of stream channelization,

drainage and provision of irriga-
tion water.
At the present time Texas, de-

area in the United States, ranks
13th in acreage dedicated to state
parks. It has more than five times
the land area of New York, but
it only has one fourth as much
acreage in state parks. However,

the state ranks a little better with

city and county parks, standing
sixth among all the states.

- Within the last few years Texas
has, in effect, added some 80,000
acres to its national park program.
This is on Padre Island, the na-
tional seashore project. However,
this project still is lacking devel-
opment because of delays in land
purchase. Condemnation suits have
been filed and hearings will get
underway soon.

Right now efforts are being
made to have a national park es-
tablished in MecKitrick Canyon, in

.the Guadalupe Mountain area of

far west 'Texas.

And of course, there is the pre-
sent Big Bend National Park, which
attracts thousands of visitors each
year.

Texas is operating a park sys-
tem which is far from adequate.
However, improvements are being
made as fast as possible. This year
facilities in every Texas park
were overloaded.

Thanks. to the U. S. Corps of
Engineers and the Bureau of
Reclamation there are additional
park facilities available in Texas
around all the major impound-
ments of the state.

There are facilities provided by
the U. S. Forest Service through-
out East Texas. Hundreds of thou-

sands of persons visited these areas
during the past year, enjoying ali
the recreational advantages they
afford.

Perhaps the impact of recreatiom
seekers may have something fm
do with the future development
of the Big Thicket project. Meam-
while, if you've never been fo the
Big Thicket, now is the time fe
go. When you see it you will agree
that something more should be done
to preserve this beautiful and nag-
ural area of Texas.

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A test program is being initiated
by the Federal Aviation Adminis-
tration to reduce aircraft accidents
in the Southwest and Central Re-
gions. This general aviation acci-
dent prevention program went in-
to effect in these two FAA regions
July 1.

The approach includes improve-
ment of  attitudes toward safety,
a betterment of the knowledge, pro-
ficiency and judgment of airmen,
and a reduction of hazards in the
general aviation environment.

Participants are to be the avia-
tion public, aviation industry and
the governmental agencies, who
will cooperate and combine their
talents. State aviation directors in
both regions have endorsed the
program. The Southwest Region is
comprised of the States of Texas,
New Mexico, Oklahoma, Arkansas,
and Louisiana.

To implement the program each
general aviation district office (G-
ADO) in the two test regions is
devoting extra time to the project.
If the effort to reduce the aircraft
accident rate is successful, the
program is to be adopted on a
national basis.

A review of accident types and
cause factors indicates that a great
number of accidents should not
have happened. Many accidents
are the results of unfavorable at-
titudes toward safety, unnecessary
flight hazards at the operating lo-
cation, and the lack of sound judg-
ment, basic skills and knowledge.

General aviation district offices
will' provide time to be spent ex-
clusively in aircraft accident pre-
vention. Their goal is to find what

Aviation Accident Prevention Program

the underlying accident problems
are within their respective dis-
tricts and to help solve or mini-
mize them.

They will be available to talk
to aviation groups, to furnish or
show aviation films, to assist in
developing safety programs for a-
viation organizations and fixed base
operators. Also they will give
courtesy standardization flights to
individuals who request them.

Concentration is principally on
reduction of fatal accidents. The
most common causes of fatal ac-
cidents and recommended ways to
avoid them will be the subject of
meetings with aviation groups.

Emphasis will also be placed on
minimizing or eliminating certain
kinds of hazards at general avia-
tion airports. Inspectors will coor-
dinate their efforts with state and
federal airport personnel, fixed
base operators and airport mana-
gers to resolve problems in this
area.

The FAA is soliciting ideas for
program improvement and is ask-
ing the aviation public to report
any kind of hazard to aviation op-
erations. The active support of
each operator, pilot, instructor,
mechanic, servicing attendant and
airport manager is earnestly soli-
cited to insure success of the test
program.
