Sutton County had its first con-
firmed screwworm case this year.
The outbreak occured on the
Schultz ranch last week, and was
one among the forty-three cases
confirmed in Texas counties at the
Mission Screwworm  Eradication
Laboratory last week.

County Agent Clint Langford re-
minds livestock owners that the
continuing outbreak of cases re:
mains quite serious, and all good
herd management practices should
be followed. Wounds should be
treated and herds should be spray-
ed to check infestations.

“It’s up to the livestock owners
to report the cases as rapidly as
possible so that case buildups can
be checked by the sterile fly treat-
ment,” program officials remind.

The hotel was once a landmark
for Sonora and attracted such vis-
itors as William Jennings Bryam
and many Texas governors. Buf
age and unpopularity eventually
caused the hotel to be closed in
November of 1963. Since that time
the building has more than once
tempted unauthorized visitors. This
last visit was the most destruc-
tive, with walls and ceilings re-
ceiving most of the damage.

Most of the locked rooms had
been broken into, and both hotel
records and McConnell’s persondl
papers scattered about. Mattresses
were moved from the beds to the
back room where they formed a
solid covering for the floor. Noth-
ing seemed to h ave been burned,
although a quantity of spent mat-
ches indicated fire had been used
for light. One burned book of safe-
ty matches was atop the pile of
cotten bedding. A generous supply
of unused matches lay on top of a
dresser.

Wire, strung seemingly to be a
signaling device, ran the upper
and lower length of the building.

McConnell was at a loss as to
how to end the hotel’s entry prob-
lems, but plans to take much of
the bedding to the dump for burn-
ing.

Prevent Rabies
By Pet Vaccinafion

Is rabies a thing of the past?

Don’t bet your life on it, says
the Texas State Department of
Health. Statistics and activities of
the Health Department indicate
otherwise,

“Rabies in man is always fatal,”
said Dr. James E. Peavy, state
commissioner of health, ‘“‘and for
that reason prevention is the only
cure.”

A ' big step in prevention is
vaccination of pets.

“Vaccination of pets takes on a
more vital role when you come fto
realize that most rabies treatment
received by humans have come
from exposure to pets,” said Dr.
Peavy. He noted also that rabid
pets normally expose the people
closest to them—their masters or
neighbors.

Among the animal heads exam-
ined for rabies last year, 385 were
found to be positive for rabies upon
laboratory examination by the
State Health Department. Another
16 cases were ~affirmed on mili-
tary bases following examination
at the Fort Sam Houston labora-
tories in San Antonio.

Of the 385 cases, 86 were dogs;
32, cats; 27, foxes; 152, skunks;
44, bats; 24, bovine; and 20, other
species. Six horses and seven rac-
coons were found to be positive
among the “other’ species in 1967.

Communities and individuals
have their greatest opportunity to
prevent the spread of rabies a-
mong pets and on to humans by
means of vigilant anti-rabies vac-
cination programs and stray dog
control. ;

Health authorities feel that a
community is adequately protect-
ed from an outhreak of rabies
when 70 percent of the pet popu-
lation is vaccinated. But most ur-
ban areas in Texas have attained
only a 10 to 15 percent vaccination
record.

LD Call Rates
To Be Reduced

A reduction of long .distance
rates goes into effect for General
Telephone Company of the South-
west customers August 1 as a re-
sult of the recent ruling by the
Federal Communications Commis-
sion which ordered the American
Telephone and Telegraph Company
to reduce interstate long distance
rates by $20,000,000 annually.

The reductions will be 5 to 10
the
daytime

cents from the charge for
first three minutes on
weekday station-to-station calls.

These are calls placed between 7
am. and 5 p.m. Monday through

Friday.

This is the 23rd time interstate

rates have been cut since coast
to coast service began in 1915.
During that time, the cost of trans-

continental calls has dropped to as

little as $.75 (station-to-station be-
tween midnight and 7 a.m.) from
$20.70 in 1915.
