FHA Plans Action

For Rural Housing

L. J. Cappleman, Texas State
Director of the Farmers Home
Administration, said today he
had been notified by Secretary
of Agriculture Orville L, Free-
man of the rural housing and
rural community planning fea-

tures of the newly enacted 1968

Housing Act,

The Act was signed into law
on August 1 by President John-
son,

Secretary Freeman's state-

ment pointed out the new hous-
ing program 1is part ot the

President’s drive to remove
all substandard housing in the
nation within a decade, includ-
ing the 3 million substandard
houses that exist today in rural
America,

Freeman announced that
benefits of the new Housing and
Urban Development Act will
be channeled into Texas rural
areas through the 138 local
county offices of the Farmers
Home Administration, and
through the rural system of
Technical Action Panels,

The Farmers Home Admin-
istration, a Department of Ag-
riculture supervised credit
agency for housing, farming,
and community facilities, car-
ries onrural housing programs,
established by the new act and
previous legislation, for far-
mers and for other people in
the countryside and in rural
towns of up to 5,500 population,

New housing services under
the act will include —-

*Housing loan interest sup-
plement payments for families
with incomes too low to meet
in full the amortized loan pay-
ments on indivdual rural hous-
ing loans.

*Interest supplement on
loans to develop nonprofit ren-
tal and cooperative housing for
low-income people,

*Financing support for ‘*self-
help®’ housing projects for low-

income families including
grants to nonprofit organizat-
jons for the development and
supervision of ‘‘self-help”
housing projects and loans to
nonprofit organizations to buy
and develop land to be used
as building sites.,

*Housing and training facilit-
jes for rural job trainees and
their families,

*Expanded housing credit for
city people who work in rural
areas,

*[ oans for the purchase of
building sites for farm-labor
housing,

Freeman announced that the
interest-supplement program
for individual borrowers under
the Farmers Home Adminis-
tration authority (Title X of the
Act) will be placed in effect
immediately, Individual loans
may be made for up to 33
years, loans for rental and co-
operative housing may be made
payable over periods up to S0
years.,

The interest - supplement
program for rural nonprofit
rental housing organizations
and cooperatives of low-income
families will take effect when
administrative arrangements
are completed, The new pro-
visions for job-trainee and self-
help housing assistance will not
take effect until funds are ap-
propriated,

The interest-supplement plan
seeks to put adequate housing

‘within reach of lower-income

families by reducing their loan
or rent payments, The supple-
ment payments will be made by
the Federal Government,

A minimum requirement is
that a home-ownership borrow-
er who does not have enough in-
come to pay his loan install-
ments in full will pay at least
the amount that would be due
if the interest rate were one per

e

GIN CO.

Highway 86 East - Bovina

The actual amount that alow-
income family will need to pay
will depend on its income and
the size of the family.

Freeman said the new Act
will facilitate a back-to-the-
country movement by city dwel-
lers who work in rural areas,
They no longer will be requir-
ed to own rural homesites in
order to be eligible for Farm=-
ers Home Administration rural
housing loans to build homes
where they work, They also will
now be able to buy an existing
home in a rural area,

The Act also eliminates an
old provision that any tenant
admitted to a Farmers Home
Administration - financedrent-
al unit, or any new member
of a rural housing co-op, must
already be a rural resident, In
the future, low-income city
dwellers who work in rural lo-
calities may move directly
from the city into Farmers
Home Administration-financed
rental or co-op units,

Technical Action Panels,
which include top local repre-
sentatives of WSDA agencies
that have local offices in rural
areas, will help rural commun-
ities gain access to all pro-
visions of the new housing leg-
ilation that can be adapted for
use in small towns,
