faced with a number of problems 
in the early days of delivery, but 
postmaster James D. Trainer be­
lieves that most of the difficul­
ties can be overcome in short or­
der.

One problem is the proper in­
stallation of mail receptacles, that 
is, whether the receptacle is to be 
mounted on the house or curb- 
side. This depends on the type of 
■delivery a particular area is to re­
ceive, and can be determined by 
reading the notice sent out by the 
department to all postal patrons.

Trainer said houses s h o u l d  
have numbers displayed except for 
those places where curbside de­
livery is to be made, then the 
numbers should be placed on the 
mail receptacle.

Most places have had a number 
assigned, and persons who are 
not sure of their house number 
can check with the local postal 
workers who will help ascertain 
the correct number. Although it 
is not the responsibility of the post 
office department to do so. Train­
er has worked with a number of 
persons and has made suggestions 
as to the suitable house number 
for a particular place.

Another problem facing mer­
chants and local businesses is the 
accurate addressing of city mail. 
Most merchants have been asking

their customers for address chang­
es when charge purchases were 
made in order to speed delivery 
of mail.

Mail delivery will be made once 
daily, with delivery to begin a- 
bout 10 a.m. or possibly earlier, 
in the downtown area. Horace Hill, 
who has worked in the local post 
office for the past nine years, will 
assume the delivery duties. As of 
Tuesday, the carrier vehicle had 
not yet arrived, but one is ex­
pected soon.

Trainer said about 200 persons 
had indicated they are ready for 
mail delivery, and it is expected 
that more persons will gradually 
change over to carrier delivery

service during the n e x t  few 
months. He added that the gradual 
switch would probably be best for 
postal employees and patrons a- 
1 i k e for a smoother transition 
from post office boxes to carrier 
service.

Brush Control Research Meeting 
Planned For Ranchmen Tuesday
A meeting of Sutton C o u n t y  

ranchmen to discuss expanded 
brush control research will be held 
at the 4-H Center at 1:30 p.m. 
Tuesday, April 1. Ranchmen have 
seen an alarming increase in the 
worthless brush during the past 
15 years.

Producers lose about 5 billion 
dollars yearly in the United States 
from brush and weed infestations 
and Texas ranchmen lose t h e i r  
share of this 5 billion in the State’s 
107 million acres of rangeland.

These invading plants use 4 to 
11 times more available water for
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a pound of dry matter than range 
and pasture grass and retard the 
range improvements.

Texas rangelands should pro­
duce about 90 percent of the for­
age required for livestock grazing. 
However, they are now producing 
about 50 percent or less because 
of improper grazing management 
and heavy infestation of undesir­
able brush and weeds.

About 38 percent of the average 
annual rainfall is consumed by 
non-economic plants.

In this area where the annual 
rainfall is 22 inches, some 8 inch­
es is lost to non-economic plants 
and 7 inches lost by evaporatioB 
from the soil surface. This means 
that the ranching industry for the 
area is based on 7 inches of ef­
fective rainfall.

“ Sutton County ranchmen are 
urged to attend the April 1 meet­
ing to discuss a recently formed 
association to promote brush re­
search in Texas” , said W. B. Mc­
Millan, chairman of the Edwards

According to an article in this

"God Is More Than 
We Ever Realize"

by Everett H. Jones, Retired 
Bishop of the Episcopal Church

D. S. Cairns, noted theologian 
of this century, once wrote: “ It 
is quite clear that the whole teach­
ing of Jesus Christ about God im­
plies that God is always nearer, 
mightier, more loving, and more 
free to help every one of us than 
any of us ever realizes.”

This is exactly the opposite of 
our tendency today, which is to 
limit the role of God in the world 
He has created. We check our­
selves and say, “ But this is too 
much to expect.”  We begin to 
dream about the possibilities of 
life today or in the future world, 
and then we say, “ But this is too 
good to be true.”

If God is the kind of God re­
vealed in the words and deeds of 
Jesus, nothing is too good to be 
true about Him and His Purpose. 
It may be that we have not un­
derstood how He acts, or we may 
not see the part He expects us 
to play. It may be that we have 
underestimated the resistance of 
man, or the power of man’s blind­
ness and selfishness to delay His 
plan. But this does not mean that 
God is evil or indifferent.

Jesus had a way of explaining 
God by taking the best qualities 
he found in human life and say­
ing, in effect, “ This is your clue 
to what God is like. Since He 
made you in His image, you are, 
at your best, a faint reflection of 
the perfection of His character.”

For example, Jesus noted the 
universal tendency of a normal 
human father to be generous with 
his children. Reasoning from the 
creature to the Creator, he said: 
“ If you then, being evil, know 
how to give good gifts to your 
children, how much more your 
Father which is in Heaven give 
good things to them that ask him.”  
(St. Matthew 7:11)

The Bible never reduces or con­
tracts the good purpose of God. 
L proclaims, “ Eye hath not seen, 
nor oar heard, neither have enter­
ed into the heart of man, the 
things God hath prepared for them 
that love him.”  (1 Corinthians 
2:9)

Most anglers take along an ex­

tra spool of line for emergencies. 
And it’s a great idea.

Usually this spare is unexpect­
edly needed to replace the line 
on your favorite reel—or to add 
more line to the reel spool.

More often than not the need 
for more line is urgent. Often 
you run short of line or your 
supply nms out at a most in­
opportune time. Sometimes it hap­
pens right in the middle of the 
lake.

Adding line to a spool while 
afloat is no problem for Gene Ad- 
erholt. Gene is an Austin angler 
who has fished most of his life. 
He’s used to solving his own 
problems.

tip of his rod—then on down the 
rod through guide after guide— 
and under the bail of his favor­
ite open-faced Mitchell 300 spin­
ning reel. Next he ties this new 
line to the reel spool—or to the 
left over line that’s still on the 
spool.

Gene then gives the crank a 
turn or two to see that the line 
“ spools on”  properly—and quick 
as a flash, he’s all set to fill the 
spool.

Question then is how he’s going 
to single-handedly keep the line 
tension just right to spool on 
properly.

Gene does it so easy it’s a- 
mazing. He simply tosses the new 
spool of fresh line (now tied, to 
the reel spool) far out over the 
water. Then he begins to turn 
the reel crank.

What happens is almost unbe­
lievable at first—that is until you 
realize what resistance w a t e r  
has.

As Gene turns the reel handle 
the floating spool of fresh line 
begins to rotate. Resting flat on 
top of the water the floating 
spool spins as the reel handle 
turns. Resistance of the water 
is enough to keep the line at just 
the right tension. ^

In a jiffy Gene’s new line is 
transfered from the fresh spool 
to the reel spool, and Gene’s 
back in business again.

He refuels that reel so fast 
it’s hard to realize that t h e  
transfer has been accomplished, 
almost before it started. It does 
not take Gene three minutes to 
do the entire job and get back to 
fishing.

In fact Gene has convinced 
this angler that his emergency 
method beats the old two-person, 
pencil-in-a spool idea all hallow.

Try it next time!

A wild turkey, says Jack Par­
sons, wildlife supervisor for the 
Texas Parks and Wildlife Depart­
ment, is usually cooperative e- 
nough to look like a wild turkey. 
A bird recently trapped with o- 
thers in West Texas for trans­
plant proved an exception to the 
rule. It was melanistic, or totally 
black.

It is probable to assume that 
few hunters have ever seen such 
a specimen, and it surprised biol­
ogists. It was banded and re­
leased into the wild again.

Hints Given For Sheep Lice Control
Sheep in the Texas Hill Coun­

try and Edwards Plateau have 
had unusually h e a v y  infesta­
tions of lice during the winter 
and early spring, according to 
Weldon H. Newton, Associate Ex­
tension entomologist at Texas A 
&M University.

The tiny chewing pests live on 
skin scales, s c u r f  and other 
skin and wool products a n d  
cause irritation as they feed in 
the wool. The itching and irri­
tation results in the sheep biting 
and pulling at the wool and rub­
bing vigorously against p o s t s ,  
trees and other objects. T h e  
fleece becomes ragged and torn 
and is greatly reduced in value, 
said Newton.

Badly infested sheep may rub 
off large patches of wool, and 
raw sores, vulnerable to infec­
tion and other complications, may 
result.

Biting lice spend their entire 
life on the sheep, leaving only to

Confrolling Lice On Angora Goats
Angora goats in Sutton Coun­

ty have had unusually heavy in­
festations of lice during the win­
ter and early spring, according 
to D. C. Langford, county agent. 
Lice are costly free loaders on 
Angora goats and mohair raisers 
should be concerned about con­
trolling lice on their goats. Goats 
in heavily infested herds are of­
ten found in a severely weaken­
ed condition. The mohair from 
heavily infested goats is usually 
of poor quality and soiled by egg 
shells, cast skins of Uce nymphs 
and louse excrement. Considerable

Conservation 
In A Capsule
by E. B. Keng, SCS Technician

Flowering native shrubs are the 
first to announce the coming of 
spring. Algerita is presently in full 
bloom, along with the pink flower­
ing buckeye and redbuds. Elbow- 
bush, a white flowering shrub, is 
also flowering. ‘

Shinoak buds are bursting and 
the hillside trees will be covered 
with the seasons new leaves with­
in a week—̂ barring a hard freeze. 
Liveoak leaves are turning brown 
and falling. New leaves will quiet­
ly push the old leaves off the 
trees within the next two or three 
weeks.

’The “ cagey”  mesquite and the 
pecan trees have yet to show a 
break in winter dormancy. The 
mesquite usually does not leaf out 
until danger of frost is past, but 
occasionally the new growth does 
get nipped. Some “ old timers” 
have their calendars marked for 
an April 14 frost (thunder Febru­
ary 14)—so the mesquite may be 
waiting on that date also!

The purple martins have moved 
their families in and are house 
hunting. Martin boxes should be 
put up soon if they are to attract 
a family of martins this spring.

No losses have been reported in 
goats from saccahuiste, but there 
is an abundant crop of blooms 
appearing. Both the blooms and 
the seed of saccahuiste are poison­
ous to white skinned animals, caus­
ing “ swellhead” .

All saccahuiste plants do n o t  
bloom the same year, but there 
appears to be a bumper crop Ihis 
year. Ranchmen should examine 
their goats now for signs of poi­
soning. Incidentally, saccahuiste is 
one of the very, very few poison 
plants which was abundant in ear­
ly days.

amounts of hair are often rubbed 
off by heavily infested animals. 
Biting lice sometimes reduce the 
clip of mohair and kid hair as 
much as 10 to 25 percent in val- 

, ue.
Lice spend their entire life on 

the goat, leaving only to transfer 
to another animal upon contact.

Lice on goats are usually con­
trolled by dipping or spraying the 
animals with insecticides. Treat­
ment must be thorough to give 
good control. Best results are ob­
tained from insecticidal t r e a t -  
ments within a few days following 
shearing. Treatments following the 
shearing will practically eradi­
cate lice from individual herds. 
New animals that may be brought 
into the herd should be treated 
before they are put with treated 
animals.

Several insecticides are effec­
tive against goat lice. Extension 
Leaflet MP-691, “ Texas Guide for 
Controlling External Parasites of 
Livestock and Poultry,”  available 
at the County Agent’s office, lists 
insecticides for goat lice control 
and specific recommendations.

transfer to another animal upon 
contact. Peak numbers occur dur­
ing the -winter and may persist 
to spring shearing, after which 
the population drastically de­
clines. Small populations of lice 
sustain themselves on the ani­
mals during the fall and winter 
when considerable damage oc­
curs, noted the entomologist.

Louse control is different when 
animals are in heavy fleece. In­
secticidal sprays furnish partial 
control, but they generally act 
much slower than desired. Dip­
ping when animals are in full 
fleece is impractical and is not 
recommended. Best results are 
obtained from insecticidal treat­
ments applied within a few days 
following shearing.

’Treating -within 30 days after 
the shearing destroys lice which 
would remain on the sheep dur­
ing the summer, and produce 
damaging populations the follow­
ing fall and winter. Such treat­
ments will practically eradicate 
lice from individual flocks. Other 
animals placed in the flock af­
ter treatment should be sprayed 
thoroughly to prevent reinfest­
ing the treated flock.

Prior to the screwworm eradi­
cation program, it was a rou­
tine matter to treat sheep follow­
ing shearing, for prevention of 
screwworms in shearing wounds, 
said Newton. This also helped 
control lice. In the last few years, 
ranchers have not had to treat 
for screwworms as before, and 
as a result there has been this 
increase in the lice population. 
In the view of the heavy buildup 
of screwworms in 1968, ranch­
ers should give close attention 
to spraying to help the screw- 
worm situation, noted Newton. 
Treating, the sheep for lice fol­
lowing shearing may offer some 
protections against screwworms 
this summer.

Newton said several insecti­
cides are effective against sheep 
lice. Extension Leaflet MP-691, 
“ Texas Guide for Controlling Ex­
ternal Parasites of Livestock and 
Poultry,”  available at the count- 
ty agent’s office, lists several 
materials and carries specific 
recommendations.

HHR DM259 123. Ninety cows and 
10 heifers are making the move 
from West Texas to north central 
Mississippi, among the cows 40 
daughters of Domestic Woodrow 
121C and 50 by PR Domes Misch 
28, a son of Domestic W14.

Halbert retains 200 cows, 100 
heifer calves and 50 yearling heif­
ers as well as two herd bulls by 
Domestic Woodrow 121 C. On sev­
eral occasions Halbert has des­
cribed Domestic Woodrow 121C as 
the greatest bull he ever produced, 
yet he recently stated that “ the 
606th”  is a greater bull than his 
sire. The dam of Domestic Wood- 
row 606 is Miss DM 16, a full 
sister to the H Domestic Misch 212 
herd bull Halbert is keeping.
