Grass Fires

Sonora Volunteer fire fighters 
answered an alarm Tuesday to 
put out a small grass fire at the 
Rocksprings Y roadside park lo­
cated at the junction of U.S. 277 
and Texas 55 south of town. The 
Albert Ward place adjoins the 
park.

Ed York, of the law firm and 
tax consultants of Huey and Mc-

The City’s contract with the 
firm expired June 14, and the 
commission declined to renew it 
at that time, but an agreement 
was entered into at this meeting, 
and the contract extended to June 
1971.

—Accounts payable in the a- 
mount of $10,140 were approved 
for payment. This figure includes 
approximately $3.100, f o r  addi­
tional street lighting.

—The firm of Louis Drake and 
Ronald Barbutti of San Angelo, 
associated architects, engineers 
and planners, who had been con­
sulted in regards to a develop­
ment program, presented estimat­
ed costs for their work. Commis­
sion declined to enter into a con­
tract with the firm at this time.

—General Telephone Company 
of the Southwest sent a contract 
for approval for rental of poles 
from the city. This is a renewal 
of a contract entered into be­
tween thé City and General Tele­
phone for the past several years 
whereby the telephone company 
uses the city poles to string wires 
instead o f installing additional 
poles where existing ones are lo­
cated.

—A group of citizens presented 
a petition asking that Alta Loma 
be declared a sewer district or 
that the district be annexed into 
Sonora’s city limits.

HEAVY POWER LOAD IN JULY

City manager Jimmy H. Harris 
said the power plant generated 
the largest amount of energy re­
corded in the history of the plant 
last month. A total of 1,023,00 
KW’s were generated to set the 
h i g h  record. Abnormally high 
temperatures for the month of 
July were the cause of the high 
electrical usage.

Harris also noted that the City 
has had a 50 percent increase in 
power sales in the last 10 years. 
Although there has been some 
gain of customers, it is felt the 
greater use of additional electric­

al appliances by most home own­
ers is primarily the reason for 
the increase.

Currently the water department 
shows a loss of about $1,000 a 
year, and it is possible a rate in­
crease may be needed in order 
to bring it in line with the other 
departments. Harris said the rate 
charged for the first 2,000 gallons 
is $1.50; next 1,000, 50c and 
the next 5,000, 30c per thousand; 
making a total of $3.50 for 8,000 
gallons of water. |A11 water over 
8,000 gallons is charged at the 
rate of 15c per thousand. Mayor 
Norman Rousselot, Commission­
ers W. B. McMillan, and Mrs. T. 
K. Nevill agreed to take the mat­
ter of raising the rate into con­
sideration at the next meeting.

surplus, and a lot of economists 
are worrying about it.

The reason they’re worried is 
that they’re afraid the surplus 
will produce more inflation.

At a time when the more a 
man makes the harder it is to 
make a living, the last thing we 
need is more inflation, but the 
economists who are worrying a- 
bout that surplus just don’t have 
enough confidence in the govern­
ment.

While it’s true the government 
was caught off-guard, you might 
say is temporarily embarrassed, 
by the surplus, I believe it wiU 
get hold of itself, come to its 
senses, and emerge in a few 
months with some plan to achieve 
an over-draft.

Once C o n g r e s s  understands 
it has an inflationary surplus on 
hand, you’ll see more anti-infla­
tionary legislation thought up than 
we’ve got the road construction 
equipment to build it with, or 
the dam construction equipment, 
etc.

Up to now, fighting inflation 
has been a worrisome thing be- 
caused nobody knew where to 
start, but once you convince Con­
gress the way to do it is to elimi­
nate a surplus and we’ll have it 
whipped faster than that snowball 
melts you know where.

Provided, of course, the econo­
mists are right. You’ve got to 
remember though, that the econo­
mists themselves were caught off­
guard by the surplus, as they’d 
predicted just the opposite.

I have long contended that econ­
omists are like weather forecast­
ers. They’re good at telling you 
what happened yesterday but a 
little shakey about what’s going 
to happen tomorrow.

Finders Keepers?
“ Finders keepers, loser weep­

ers”  is a good rhyme, but it is 
a bad law. In the legal confron­
tation between finder and loser, 
it is the loser—the original owner 
—who generally wins. As o n e  
court put it:

“ The title of the finder vanish­
es when the owner is known.”

In fact, if you find something 
and you know who lost it, you 
have an affirmative duty to re­
turn what you found. Take this 
case;

• On the sidewalk near his home, 
a man found a wallet containing 
several hundred dollars. How­
ever, it also contained the name 
of a neighbor. Disregarding the 
identification, the finder proceed­
ed to pocket the money and to 
throw the wallet into a trash can.

Unfortunately for him, another 
neighbor happended to be watch­
ing. The story got out, and the 
finder was taken to court on a 
charge of theft.

“ I ’m willing to return the mon­
ey to the owner,”  he told the 
court, “ but I certainly have not 
committed any crime. After all 
I didn’t take the wallet out of 
his possession. It was just lying 
there on the sidewalk.”

Nevertheless, the court found 
him guilty as charged. The judge 
said that, in view of his know­
ledge of the owner’s identity, 
this was a sufficient “ taking”  to 
constitute theft.

On the other hand, if the origi­
nal owner is—and remains—un­
known, then the finder does us­
ually have a better claim than 
anyone else. For example:

A woman found a diamond ring 
in a hotel lobby. When all efforts 
to locate the owner failed, she 
and the hotel got into a dispute 
as to who should keep possession 
of the ring.

After a courtroom battle, the 
woman emerged victorious. Point­
ing out that she had found the ring 
in a public place, the court com­
mented.

“ The finder of lost property has 
a valid claim to the same against 
all the world, except the true 
owner.”

On land that can carrj' more 
wildlife, for example, studies are 
being made with various imported 
exotics. The number of animals 
like the blackbuck antelope, Mouf- 
lon sheep and axis deer is grow­
ing each year, and there is much 
work being done with imported 
game birds.

With native birds and animals, 
the Texas Parks and Wildlife De­
partment is speeding up its re- ' 
search. One need is more wild­
life management areas. ’The de­
partment hopes to obtain several 
more areas “ of sufficient size to 
permit needed wildlife research 
and management studies in each 
major ecological region of the 
state.”

One need is a management area 
in the Trans-Pecos region to study 
the pronghorn antelope.

In a report on the subject, the 
Parks and Wildlife Department 
pointed out that “ historically the 
pronghorned antelope roamed the 
entire western half of Texas in 
uncounted thousands. However, 
fencing of the land and indis­
criminate and wasteful hunting 
took a heavy toll and the ante­
lope herds were reduced to an 
all-time low of 2,000 head in 1920.

’Through informed game man­
agement and restocking, the herds 
were rebuilt by 12,000 head by 
1960. Since then, increased farm­
ing, sheep ranching, disease and 
adverse weather have caused a 
reduction in the numbers to 9,000 
head in 1966.

Without disease studies and in­
formed range and farm manage­
ment programs to point the way, 
the pronghorn antelope is destin­
ed to become a rare animal in 
Texas.

Deer have been studied through 
extensive trapping programs, and 
now transistor radios are being 
utilized to study the deer’s every­
day habits.

A banding program and col­
lection of wings from killed birds 
are being used to study the habits 
of mourning doves, just as bands 
have been used to follow the 
flight of ducks.

Shrimp migration habits a r e  
being scrutinized by the use of 
shrimp stained bright colors. Plas­

tic streamers also are being affix­
ed to salt-water species, to study 
their habits and migration ten­
dencies.

All these programs are neces­
sary for better fishing and hunt­
ing programs for outdoorsmen. 
Good hunting and fishing are no 
idle accidents. Dedicated biolo­
gists are constantly working for a 
better Texas for the outdoorsman.

A Bishop Looks At Life - "What Next?”  Hospital News
By Everett H. Jones, Retired 

Bishop of the Episcopal Church
One of the questions most fre­

quently asked during the mission 
of Apollo 11 was this: “ If we can 
succeed in this tremendous and 
historic achievement, why can’t 
we solve the human problems 
that cause so much suffering and 
threaten to destroy us as a na­
tion?”

The best answer is: “ Because 
we have never given the same 
time, money and united determi­
nation to solve these human prob­
lems.”

The proposal that excites me 
most as our national goal is 
to make full and constructive use 
of the anniversary just s e v e n  
years ahead of us. In July of 
1976 we shall be celebrating the 
200th anniversary of the Decla­
ration of Independence. What an 
opportunity, if we begin at once, 
to channel the energies and talents 
of the American people to make 
this country more nearly what 
our forefathers planned for it to 
be.

The best expression of this op­
portunity I have seen has come 
from James Reston of the New 
York Times. He writes: “ The 
funds, the brains, the organiza­
tion that went into the objective 
of going to the moon have not 
yet been mobilized and directed 
toward achieving certain definite 
social and economic objectives, 
and this is a missed opportunity.

“ If done, this might be more 
important to the Republic in the

end than landing on the moon. 
But the moon project may ha'/e 
given us the key. It has imagi­
nation. It mobilized intelligence. 
It had specific goal within a spe­
cific time, and the goal w'as to 
do what no man had ever done 
before.

“ Maybe the analogy is wrong. 
Space science and political science 
could not be more different. But 
the whole idea of America was 
to create a society nobody had 
ever created before, and it could 
be that the moon-men, with their 
concentration, purpose and time- 
schedule, have shown us the w'ay.”

Brucellosis Test 
Reports Negative

Testing of cattle for recertifi­
cation of S u t t o n  County as a 
modified certified brucellosis ar­
ea has been completed, according 
to D. C. Langford, county agent.

Twenty herds consisting of 1,447 
cattle were tested with no in­
fected cattle being found in Su- 
ton County.

DISCUSSES WENTWORTH
John Eaton told the background 

of the county’s early-day town of 
Wentworth when the Downtown 
Lions met ’Tuesday.

High football. The coaching staff 
anticipates little change in the 
methods they will be using, and 
few changes in offensive and de­
fensive strategy.

Coach Hopkins feels that the 
Broncos will have little difficulty 
in adjusting to the loss of many 
of last year’s key players, among 
them, Ed Lee Renfro, Bill Green, 
and Monte Dillard. Hopkins feels 
that Sonora’s tradition of winning 
and valuable game experience 
should make the Broncos a strong 
team. He says he hasn’t seen too 
many of the boys this summer, 
but he has hopes that they are in 
good shape for the coming year.

T h e  coaches are looking for 
tough competition from Mason, 
Junction, and Eldorado this year 
and feel that these schools have 
very fine ball clubs.
