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Prefabricated Will

Whether you are aware of it 
or not, a “ will”  has already been 
prepared for you. Known as the 
“ statute of descent and distribu­
tion,”  it is a plan drawn up by 
your state legislature to be used 
after your death in case you 
fail to make a will of your own.

How does this prefabricated will 
divide up your estate? Generally 
speaking, it follows a kind of 
law of averages, dividing things 
up the way an average person 
probably would.

In theory, that makes sense. 
But in practice, the use of cut- 
and-dried rules can have some 
startling consequences. For ex­
ample:

In one case, a youth who mur­
dered his father was held entitl­
ed to his estate. Under the state 
statute (since changed), a son’s 
rights were automatic—no one 
having thought about the possibil­
ity of murder.

In another case, a woman was 
awarded her husband’s estate ev­
en though she was living in adult- 
ry at the time of his death. To 
out-raged objections by his rela­
tives, the court replied:

“ It is unnecessary to discuss 
wisdom or morality. It is suffic­
ient that the legislature has de­
clared the rule by which the 
right of the parties must be de­
termined.”

True, there are extreme cases. 
But the prefabricated will also 
works out badly in many every­
day circumstances. Take the situ­
ation when a man dies, leaving 
small children and only a modest 
estate.

In most states, if he has not 
made a will of his own, only 
part of his estate would go to 
the widow—the balance going di­
rectly to the children. For the 
widow, this could mean years 
of going through court procedures 
for permission to spend the child­
ren’s money on the ordinary ex- 
spenses of life.

The trouble is not that the 
lawmakers, in drawing up a pre­
fabricated will, don’t try to be 
fair. Rather, the trouble is that 
they cannot possibly forsee the 
particular needs of each individu­
al family.

They cannot know, for instance, 
that one of your children needs 
more protection than the others, 
or that you would like to make a 
grateful bequest to an old friend, 
or that you want to lend your 
support to a favorite charity.

No prefabricated will can pos­
sibly take account of such things. 
In fact, nobody can but you.

Arizona Has Only

Only one screwworm case has 
been confirmed anywhere in the 
southwestern United States thus 
far in September and that one 
was from Pima County in Ari­
zona on September 11. That’s the 
screwworm case situation as of 
Friday, September 12, according 
to Dr. S. C. Gartman, director 
of the Mission Screwworm Erad­
ication Program.

He emphasized that all larvae 
samples have dropped below the 
seasonal norms, and expressed 
concern about low numbers. “ We 
like to see more worm samples 
arrive so that we can feel more 
confident about getting a true 
picture of the case situation,”  
he adds.

To date in 1969, the national 
screwworm case count is 205 
cases, compared to a whopping 
2888 for the same period last 
year. Texas thus far has record­
ed 155 cases; Arizona, 29; New 
Mexico, 17; and California 4.

“ But the battle against t h e  
screwworm is far from being 
over. Let’s all continue on the 
alert against screwworms,”  urges 
Dr. Gartman.

Family Health and Safety Concern o f  Brides

More than two million brides will be starting new households in 
1969. Among their first chores as homemakers will be planning homo 
safety and family health.

Certainly a new bride and bridegroom should select as soon as 
possible a family doctor who can become familiar with their medical 
history and keep tabs on their ♦- 
growing family.

Keep your physician’s phone 
number on the telephone together 
with any others you need in an 
emergency —  your pharmacist, 
your fire and police departments, 
and your local hospital.

The Council on Family Health, 
a non-profit organization spon­
sored as a public service by lead­
ing members o f  the drug indus­
try  to promote home safety and 
family health, suggests that the 
new bride establish good safety 
habits on the storagfe, care and 
use o f medicines.

Following are some safety 
rules for  every homemaker:

1. Flan the contents o f  your 
medicine chest. Keep medicines 
and toiletries in separata cabi­
nets, or, i f  they must be kept in 
one cabinet, store medicines on 
the upper shelves and toiletries 
on lower shelves.

2. Divide the medicine section 
into two parts —  one fo r  medi­
cines that are to be taken intern­
ally, and the other for  those 
medicines that are applied ex- 
xemally.

3. Take inventory o f the con­
tents o f the cabinet at least once 
every six months. Discard medi­
cines with damaged or unread-

able labels. Flush discarded med- 
cines down the drain. I f  yon have 
any doubt about discarding a 
medicine, consult your physician.

4. Just as the manufacturer, 
physician and pharmacist have 
their responsibility in respect to 
medicines, the use o f  m e^dnal 
preparations involves responsi­
bility on the part o f  the user. 
One important thing to remem­
ber: Read the label at least three 
times when taking or giving med­
icines to your family..

I had an experience of that 
kind recently. A few years ago 
the House approved proposal 
(of which I was co-sponsor) to 
make labor unions subject to the 
same anti-trust laws that apply 
to business, other groups, and to 
individuals. Even at the risk of 
being villified by those opposed, 
I re-introduced the measure ear­
ly this year.

Now that labor unions have 
grown up, no longer need to be 
pampered and wet nursed by leg­
islators, and when nearly 50- 
million man-days of labor are be­
ing lost from strikes each year, 
more interest is being shown in 
my proposal.

The National Federation of In­
dependent Business, through its 
267,623 members throughout the 
country, recently made a survey 
of sentiment on my bill. The re­
sult: 92 percent favored it, 6 per­
cent opposed it, and 2 percent 
had no firm opinion.

This announcement was follow-, 
ed by more than 25 feature ed­
itorials in daily newspapers over 
the country, all highly lauditory 
of my proposal.

That was simply too much for 
the opposition to stomach and, 
sure enough, out came the blasts.

Fall Is The Time 
To Plant Bulhs

Plant hardy bulbs and bulb-like 
structures early in the fall for 
a brilliant display of colors in 
the home landscape for n e x t  
spring, advises County Agent D. 
C. Langford.

The hardy bulbs include daf- 
fodiles, hyacinths, c r o c u s  and 
tulips.

In general all bulbs should be 
planted deeper in light soils than 
in heavy soils, reminds the coun­
ty agent. They will do well in 
good garden soil if there is suf­
ficient drainage. Poor soil can 
be improved by adding organic 
matter and fertilizer provided 
drainage is adequate, he says.

Bulbs should be planted t o 
group varieties in masses to pro­
vide a good display of color. An 
effective way to use bulbs is to 
plant them in the flower borders 
along with perennials. After the 
bulbs have bloomed, the peren­
nial foliage will hide the ma­
turing bulb foliage as it deterio­
rates. Other good spots for bulbs 
are around terraces, in founda­
tion plantings, at driveway en­
trances or in woody areas to 
help naturalize them.

When purchasing bulbs, Lang­
ford suggests you make sure you 
are getting disease free material. 
Diseased bulbs usually look moldy 
and discolored or are soft and 
rotted. Beware of the so-called 
bargain bulbs since they are us­
ually of poor quality or small 
and frequently are the source of 
garden diseases.

"Beginning A Day'
By Everett H. Jones, Retired Bishop of the Episcopal Church

The late Billy Rose once said, 
‘ ‘There ought to be a better way 
of beginning a day than by wak­
ing up.”  We can all understand 
what he meant, but there is not 
much we can do about this bodi­
ly necessity. However, there is 
much that w e can do to give 
a good start to the day soon af­
ter we wake up. Indeed there is 
good evidence that we determine 
the quality of our daily life by 
the quality of our early morning 
thoughts.

Some of the wisest words I 
know on this subject are found 
in a book by George S. Stewart, 
‘ ‘The Lower Levels of Prayer.” 
He writes: “ Begin the day by 
offering it and yourself to God. 
Look at the day as an individual 
thing that begins and ends with 
completeness in itself; then take 
this thing, this day, and offer it 
to God to be a day for His use— 
The day at once becomes a unity 
and life becomes unified. How­
ever many distracting duties come 
into this day, both mind and 
emotion are dominated, not by 
them, but by the sense that you 
have only one thing to do—name­
ly to act in obedience to God with 
regard to them.”

I find personal help in calling 
to mind what happens in a sym­
phony orchestra before the con­
ductor arrives and the concert 
begins. Each member of the or­
chestra is busily engaged in tun-

ing his particular instrument to 
be sure that he will contribute, 
in however large or small a de­
gree, to the beauty of the music 
just ahead. So the early morning 
can be a time of “ tuning up” , 
of coming into harmony with God 
and His purpose: this is a time 
when I can decide anew to be a 
faithful instrument in God’s or­
chestra of love and service.

Here is a suggested morning 
resolve, to be said early and re­
peated often in the stress of the 
day: “ Help me, 0  God, to live 
this day a simple, sincere and 
serene life, repelling promptly 
every thought of discontent, anx­
iety, discouragement, impurity, 
and self-seeking. Help me to cul­
tivate cheerfulness, compassion, 
carefulness in conservation, dili­
gence in appointed service, fidel­
ity to every trust, and a child­
like faith to You.”
