The Sonora Broncos fought the
Mason Punchers to a standstill
for three and three quarter quar-
tes Friday night before finding
the combination that put them on
the scoreboard.

Lone Star Gas Seeks Higher Cify Rates

Lone Star Gas today asked the
city of Sonora to increase local
residential and commercial nat-
ural gas rates, ‘‘seeking to
enable the company to earn a
reasonable rate of return on the
fair value of properties used in
rendering public service.”

The application for rate in-

crease, the first major request
since 1953 based on an income
deficiency in the Sonora distri-
bution system, listed increased
cost of gas, higher property and
equipment costs, increased wages
and salaries, higher interest rate
on borrowed money and increased
taxes as primary reasons for the
deficiency.
. The company indicated that it
had used every means available
to avoid a request for rate in-
crease, but said inflationary pres-
sures not under the company’s
control necessitated the applica-
tion.

“Obviously our wish to keep
gas rates low must be balanced
with the economic pressures we
face,” R. E. Day, regional man-

ager in charge of the Sonora ope-
ration, said. ‘“These pressures can
no longer be offset in any other
way.”’

Approval of the company’s ap-
plication would increase the ave-
rage monthly residential gas bill
by approximately 88c.

Sutfon Counfy Received Heavy Rains
During The Month Of Ocfober

Unusually heavy October rains
fell in Sutton and surrounding
areas during the past several
days. Sonora residents were a-
wakened early Monday morning
by a push of polar air which
was accompanied by torrential
rainfall. Hail broke windows on
the Wallas Renfro ranch, and was
also reported to be heavy in north-
ern Val Verde County.

Starting about noon Tuesday,
heavy rains fell in Sonora and
covered most of the county.
Many draws were running mod-
erately—some for the first time
this year. Flood control structures
on Dry Devil’s River and Lowrey
Draw were all receiving some
runoff.

Lester Byer, Agriculture Re-
search Service, reported late
Tuesday evening that water was
nine feet deep in Site 13 near
the hospital, and four feet deep
at Site 10 on the Ada Wynn
ranch. Water was already run-
ning through the automatic draw-
down pipes at Sites 11 and 12 on
the W. L. Miers ranch.

Though the long time October
average rainfall is 2.25 inches,
very heavy rains have occassion-
ally occurred. In 1930 the Experi-
ment Station measured 12.8 inch-
es, and 8.44 inches fell in 1957.
Fall rains have produced good
vegetation growth on most Sut-
ton county ranches, and runoff
will be greatly reduced.

The abundant rainfall should
insure a bumper crop of annual
weeds and Texas wintergrass. The
average first Killing frost is a-
bout November 15, which could
provide some valuable growing
weather. Many weather ‘‘prognos-
tigators” are predicting an ear-
ly and severe winter.

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Need-To-Know About Drug Abuse:

Facts and Fiction
About Marihuana

Nearly everyone has heard fab-
les, fictions, or fallacies about
marihuana, perhaps like these:

“Smoke pot and you wind up
hooked on herion — man, it’s
cleaner than alcohol—It’s the first
step right into the psycho ward—
There’s just no reason to keep
it illegal—Why doesn’t anyone tell
the truth about marihuana?*

None of these statements is
based on scientific fact, but on
half-fact or misinformation.

The first statement, although
wrong, stems from some studies
showing that sizeable percentages
of herion addicts previously smok-
ed marihuana (pot). The reverse
is not necessarily true, although
this adds no reasoning to the
side of those who favor unre-
stricted marihuana.

Alcohol and marihuana are not
comparable, as far as No. 2 goes.
Moreover, the long-term effects
of marihuana smoking are simp-
ly not known as yet.

As to No. 3, scientists have
not proven that marihuana is a
direct cause of mental illness.
Nor have they proved that it
prevents mental disorders or helps
mental health.

There are some reasons on the
legal side for restrictions on
marihuana, as, for example, the
indisputable fact that science does
not know very much about it.
It does not appear, moreover,
that mass, permissive, total pop-
ulation usage of an unknown but
powerful mind-affecting drug is
rational.

“Why doesn’t anyone tell the
truth about marihuana?”

This despiring  kind .of cry is
perhaps based on confusion
brought about by those who favor
taking all shackles off marihuana
and who disseminate misinfor-
mation or slanted material rather
than objective information.

Here are some facts about this
controversial substance, entirely

(s =\
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founded on what science knows
now, not on guesses, rumors, and
wishful emotionalizing.

The smoking of marihuana is
illegal in nearly every civilized
country of the world. Neverthe-
less, with the possible exception
of alcohol, it is today probably
the most widely used intoxicant
in the world.

Despite its current pervasive-
ness, scientists are quick to ac-
knowledge significant gaps in the
knowledge of marihuana’s effects
on man—and animals, too, for
that matter.

The little research that has
been done in the U. S., and there
has not been a great deal any-
where in the world, has princi-
pally used marihuana seized by
the Federal Bureau of Narcotics
and Dangerous Drugs which was
supplied to qualified researchers.

But all natural marihuana is of
uncertain potency, and seized ma-
terials are frequently unrefined
and impure. Reliable research,
whether in test tubes and analy-
tic machines, on animals, or on
man, can only be conducted if
the drug is standardized, the po-
tency constant.

The scientist, in a word, has
to have a uniform substance to
study if he is to produce results
and accurate findings of value.

This long - standing problem
seems at last to have been large-
ly solved. National Institute of
Mental Health research grantees
and others have succeeded in is-
olating a number of compounds
in cannabis, the plant from which
marihuana cigarette materi-
al comes.

In addition, they have deter-
mined the exact structure of tet-
rahydrocannabinol (THC), the
probable main, active principle
of marihuana. Thus, the protec-
tion of uniform, synthetic or man-
made marihuana is now possible.

With this compound, THC, some-
times called ‘liquid marihuana,”
scientists can at last run control-
led, uniform experiments.

Very early work showed that
the compound would be useful
not only in laboratory studies but
also in careful investigations in
humans.

Basic research using synthetic
marihuana compounds, along with
a broad spectrum of clinical stud-
ies, is being supported and stim-
ulated by the National Institute
of Mental Health. This is a part
of an invigorated attack on nar-
cotic and drug abuse through re-
search, training, services, and
education.

Some other facts about mari-
huana which every citizen, old
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and young needs to know have
already been established. Here
are some questions often asked
and answers to them.

What is marihuana?

Marihuana—also spelled mari-
juana”’— is a drug found in a
plant (cannabis sativa) that grows
in mild climate countries all a-
round the world. Some of
nicknames are pot, grass, weed,
and Mary Jane.

How is it used?

For use as a drug, the leaves
and flowers are usually dried and
crushed or chopped into small
pieces. This green-colored product
is rolled and smoked in cigarettes
or pipes or can be sniffed or
taken in food. Its sweetish odor
is easily recognized. The smoke
is harsh; it smells like burnt rope
or dried grasses.

Is marihuana used for medical
purposes?

No. It has no known use in
modern medicine. There are med-
ical research studies seeking
scientific information on it, but
it is not used to treat or cure
illness. ¢

Statements that marihuana is
“medically safe’’ are not support-
ed by scientific evidence.

Do we know what marihuana
does to the mind and body?

We do not know the physical
affects . fully. Long-term effects
are absolutely unknown. The kind
of research needed to learn the
results of continued use has not
yet been done. It is getting un-
derway now, however, as point-

- ed out.

Does marihuana affect judge-
ment?

Yes, but not favorably. A per-
son using marihuana finds it hard-
er to make decisions that require
clear thinking. He is open more
easily to other people’s sugges-
tions. Doing anything that takes
good reflexes and clear thinking
is affected. It is, for example,
dangerous to drive while under
the influence of marthuana, just
as it is with aleohol.

What are the laws?

There are Federal and State
laws—and international laws—
dealing with marihuana. Posses-
sion or sale of it in the U. S, is
a felony under Federal law. Many
states deal with marihuana as
severely as if it were a narcotic.

Many feel that the laws should
be changed; many others do not.
In any case, young and old alike
should know these and other facts.

Our Newslefter

Reflecting growing public con-
cern regarding the course of the
war in Vietnam and the tempo
to end it, a large number of
Americans picked October 15 as

a day to exercise their right of
dissent.

Actually, the protesters can
hardly expect our government to
follow their demands—that of im-
mediate - unconditional withdraw-
al of all American troops from
South Vietnam. To follow such
a course would be foolhardy, re-
gardless of what one may think
of our involvement there.

President Nixon, who by the
Constitution is our Commander-
in-Chief, has announced a plan of
gradual disengagement, as re-
placements of South Vietnamese
are trained and equipped to take
over the burden of the war. That
being ‘our nation’s policy, it shall
in my judgement have the full
support of all Americans.

There is a right way and a
wrong way to express legitimate
dissent. But, as I see it, in time
of war when our troops are be-
ing killed and our flag attacked,
no American has a moral right
to voice dissent in a manner cal-
culated to give aid and comfort
to the enemy.

Progress is being made in pur-
suance of the President’s plans.
Already more than 97 percent of
South Vietnamese troops have
been equipped with our superior
M-16 rifles. More than half of
the. Mekong Delta area is now
under military control of the
South, and their air force is
taking over much. of the
air support, and will do more
as pilots are trained.

Indeed, there are very know-
ledgeable military people who be-
lieve we are, in a sense, winning
the war against Communist ag-
gressors. Their losses have been
astronomical. During the war
more than 550,000 Communists
have been killed—by actual head
count. And there must have been
more. Despite these heavy losses
the enemy, apparently inspired
greatly by the anti-war clamor
in this country, keep pouring on
more troops to the fray.

Now, of all times, we need to
close rank and give full support
to the American withdrawalre-
placement plan.

By Everett H. Jones, Retired Bishop of the Episcopal Church

All over the world during this
month of October there have been
celebrations of the 100th anniver-
sary of the birth of Mahatma
Gandhi, Not only was Gandhi the
outstanding person in the shaping
of modern India, but his influence
has been deep and far-reaching
in every corner of the globe.
Much that he had to say during
his lifetime is just as relevant
these twenty-one years after his
death. Listen, for example, to
these typical quotations:

“If I had to face the Sermon
on the Mount and my own interp-
retation of it, I should say ‘Oh
yes, I am a Christian.’—But much
of that which passes for Chris-
tianity is a negation of the Ser-
mon on the Mount.

“Means are not to be distin-
guished from ends. If violent

That is why my de-
votion to truth has drawn me into
the field of politics; and I can
say, without the slightest hesita-
tion and yet in all humility, that
those who say that religion has
nothing to do with politics do
not know what religion means.

A | Training School To Be Held
In San Angelo November 3-6

The second annual AI Training
School class of the American
Breeders Service will be conduct-
ed in San Angelo November 3-6,
according to Wardell J. Toenjes.
For further information concern-
ing the school see the ad in this
issue of the Devil.

The new style of animal has
more length and muscle—mus-
cles that ripple and bulge. This
type of animal produces a car-
cass with a higher percent cut-
ability.

Cutability is not new, but until
recently it has received very little
attention. Numerous examples are
available to exemplify that two
steers that weigh and grade the
same are not necessarily worth
the same amount of money in
actual red meat sold. It is com-
mon to find differences in value
from $20 to $50 per animal and
differences of $100 to $150 have
been published. Cutability is the
term used for the estimate of
the percentage of actual meat in
a beef carcass.

The USDA has developed a cut-
ability formula to estimate the
percent of boneless, closely trim-
med retail cuts from the round,
rib, loin and chuck. This does not
consider the entire carcass; it
does consider the four most val-
uable wholesale cuts which rep-
resent more than 80 percent of
the retail value of a carcass. The
average cutability using this sys-
tem is approximately 49 percent.
Based on the current market
prices March 1, 1968, the retail
vdlue of a carcass is increased

The average for all steers is
49 percent cutability, with 55 per-
cent cutability being the highest.

There are four major economic-
ly important traits to be consid-
ered in beef cattle — weaning
weight, feedlot gain, cutability
and mothering ability (milk)
Only one bull out of 1,000 is
outstanding in the ability to trans-
mit two of these traits.

Because so few bull will quali-
fy in meeting these new stan-
dards, cattlemen are turning to
the use of artificial insemination.

The demand of cattlemen want-
ing to learn how to breed their
own cattle the A I way is so
great that American Breeders
Service averages more than one
AT Training School a day in the
US.
