World population, at its pres­
ent 2 percent growth rate, will 
gain 72. 6 m illion in 1970— 
more than any other year in 
history, according to the 1970 
World Population Data Sheet, 
just released. Birth rate in the 
U. S. is moving up after a 
steady 11 -year decline.

At die present 2 percent rate, 
the world population will reach 
4  billion in 197 5, 5 billion in 
1988 and 6 billion in 1995.
Thus, the elapsed tim e needed 
to gain an additional billion 
people is being steadily short­
ened.

It took all of man's history— 
perh^s a m illion years—to 
reach its first billion, shortly 
before 1850. At that point the 
yearly net growth rate was 0. 5 
percent. Now it is four times 
that rate.

According to another study, 
world famine may becom e a 
reality as early as 197 5, due to 
a zooming population increase.  ̂
Take Latin Am erica, for ex------------ 1
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C . Fisfwr
ample, where the heaviest 
net gain is taking p lace, the 
population there is due to double 
during the next 25 years.

Food production is not keep­
ing pace with this increase. In 
over-populated India, the 
average Indian consumes only 
1600 calories each day—when 
he can get it . In this country 
it is 3100.

While more can be done in 
stepping up food production, 
the hard fact is that the only 
real and meaningful a n s w e r  
to the pending crisis—whether 
we like it or not—is birth con­
trol.

Here in the USA we ate doing 
far mote than we have ever 
done before about planned 
parenthood, particularly among 
the low income class. But we 
really need a full blown crash 
program, with massive public 
support. Population explosion, 
even more than the atomic 
bomb, constitutes the most 
serious problem mankind is 
faced with in the years im ­
mediately ahead.

The House-approved welfare 
reform b ill, which includes a 
guaranteed annual incom e, is 
now bogged dovra in the Sen­
ate Finance Committee and 
may face  some m ajor surgery 
before it is debated in the Sen­
ate. I just received a personal 
letter from Governor Ronald 
Reagan of California, com ­
mending me for voting against 
the measure when it passed 
the House and urging some 
m ajor revisions—which he out­
lined in detail.

"M y opposition to the W el­
fare Reform A ct," he said, 
"stems from a deep, philoso­
phical antipathy toward a 
government-guaranteed income 
and increased federal interven­
tion in state operations. In ad­
dition, I have a teal apprehen­
sion that the costs of the Act 
will be excessive.___"

When Kay Frances Archer, 18- 
year-old daughter of Mr. and 
Mrs. Francis Archer, walks 
across the stage to receive her 
diploma from Sonora High 
School Friday night, she may 
well be the last link in the 
chain of a long line of Archers 
who have preceded her as stu­
dents in Sonora schools.

Kay's grandparents, the late 
Mr. and Mrs. G. W. Archer, 
moved to Sonora in 1912. They 
were married October 18, 1899 
at Ingram where they made 
their home until 1906. Before 
moving to Sutton County, they 
lived for a tim e at San Saba, 
Menard, and Rocksprings. Mr. 
Archer was engaged in rock and 
concrete construction work 
most of his life , and many of 
his seven sons followed in his 
footsteps.

Lake Amistad, a new reser­
voir on the Rio Grande near 
Del Rio, has been stocked with 
nearly 4 m illion fish since im ­
poundment four years ago.

George Henderson, a fisher­
ies biologist and project leader 
for the Texas Parks and Wild­
life  Department, told a group 
of Department biologists in tlie 
annual Wildlife Restoration 
Function Staff meeting'that 
the stocking program has put 
an estimated total of 3, 903,700 
fish of several species in the 
3 1 ,000-acre lake.

Henderson said the stocking 
total included more than 3

quantities of other species.
He said recent net surveys in 

the lake showed the average 
weight of bass at two pounds. 
Catfish are averaging 1 .3  
pounds in size, Henderson said.

The lake, which sprawls along 
the border between the United 
States and Mexico at a site just 
north of Del Rio, reached the 
31, 000 surface acre level dur­
ing February. It was lowered 
to supply water needs down­
stream in past months, but at 
capacity it is expected to be 
one of the State's largest reser­
voirs, he said.

about the "Old W est", and 
particularly historical occur­
ences of this area, a well 
written story of the killing of 
W ill Carver, noted outlaw, 
who was killed  in Sonora, April

To complete the care-free 
p a c k a g e ,  the windows are 
available with removable vinyl 
grilles th at don’t need painting. 
They snap out for simple one- 
pane washing. ^

Perma-Shield windows are 
available in a full style line, in- 
e l u d i n g  casement, awning,j 
fixed-sash, gliding glass doors,! 
and —  the newest addition —  a 
traditional double-hung unit 
which doesn’t  need painting for 
a t least ten years.

If your deep freeze door 
sticks, rub salt around it  to 
keep it from freezing shut.
