Down In
Preliminary Reports

Sutton County, like most of
the smaller communities in
Texas, lost in population in
the preliminary figures released

Mrs. Albert Ward, crew lead-
er in charge of the 1970 census
for this area, gave the Sutton
‘County total pouplation figure
to be 3,076. The 1960 figure
was 3, 738. Most of the sur-
rounding counties in the im-
mediate area also show losses.
The accelerating concentration
of the pouplation in the state's
metropolitan areas have caused
the smaller communities to
suffer losses.

Although water, sewer and
electrical connections are
up over 1960, this is evidently
not an indication of increased
population, but perhaps to a
more affluent society. City

How much longer will the
United States arbitrarily refuse
to recognize and do business
with the small Republic of
Rhodesia? That African nation
has done us no harm. It even
offered at one time to send
some aid to South Vietnam if
we asked for it. It is a friendly
country, rich in resources, and
strongly committed to the
westem struggle against the
relentless forces of communism.

But the UnitedStates decided }
several years ago that it did
not like the way.internal af-
fairs were being'handled inside
Rhodesia, and so"a boycott of
trade was decreed—joined by
the U.S.A. That occurred dur-
ing the Johnson administration.
More recently, during the pres-
ent administration, at Britian's
urging we pursued the boycott
and sanctions, and then closed

:| down our consulate in Salis-
!| bury. The British had asked

for it.

To be sure, there is much
evidence that Rhodesia is con=
trolled by a minority. So what?
So are most of the other Na-
tions of the world, for that mat-
ter. But who are we to probe
the internal affairs of other
countries? Are we not comimit=
ted to the concept of self-de-
termination?

While our British friends were
pleading with us to shut down
our consulate in Salisbury, the
Union Jack continued to fly
over the British consulate in
Hanoi! While we refuse to allow
any U.S, trade with Rhodesia,

In the
meantime, the price has jump-
ed from $35 a ton to $55 a ton.

Despite Union Carbide's
pleas, the U.S. has steadfastly
refused to allow a ton of that
chromium to be imported from
Rhodesia. And so Union Carbide
has been buying its chrome
from the Soviet Union—a Na-
tion controlled by the tightly
managed Communist party,
which constitutes less than 10%
of the Russian people.

Let us hope this unrealistic,
indefensible policy will not be
continued. Let's cut out this

I had everything
down on paper for 1970 and the
figures showed I could stay
within my budget, but how did
I know my tractor was going to
blow a gasket and the radiator
spring a leak? Nobody told me
my television set was going out

and two of my cows weren't
going to make it to spring. I
couldn't anymore know the
wind was going to blow down
the post that holds up the south-
east corner of my front porch
than a college president knows
how many buildings he's going
to lose in the next riot.

I know a student who, requir=
ed by his teacher to draw up
an outline before he wrote a
theme, always wrote the theme
first and then drew up the out=-
line. If you want to be happy
with a budget, finish the un-
certain year first and then look
back over your cancelled
checks and draw one up. It
won't help your financial status
but it'll keep you from being
disappointed. Like it is, any
time Washington stays within
its budget it'll be a personal
embarrassment to millions of
us.
