In Miami, a woman sued the
city for damages after her heel
caught in a manhole cover. In
short order, the city bought 500
new manhole covers with smaller
holes.

Nonskid rug pads began to sell
better in Philadelphia after a
home owner was held liable to a
visitor who slipped on a loose
rug.

A major chemical company,
concerned about possible lawsuits,
reexamined hundreds of its labels
and found 60% of them danger-
ously inadequate.
