State was 11, 196, 730 up 16.9
percent from the 1960 popula-
tion count, which was 9, 579, -
6717.
The 1970 census counted 3, -
119 white persons in Sutton
, County, 98.2 percent of the
* total; 36 Negroes and 20 per-
sons of other races. In 1960
| 99. 1 percent of the population
| was white,
The census showed 296 chil-

dren under 5 years; 877 in ages

5 through 17; 1, 658 people 18
through 64; and 344 who were
65 and older. The population
14 years and over included
1, 546 married people, 199

’ who were widowed, 56 divorced

and 500 never married.

Sutton County‘s 1970 popula-
tion was classified as 100 per-
cent rural.

There were 994 households
with 3, 175 persons, including
179 one-person households.

The 1970 census counted 1, -
307 housing units in Sutton
County, 655 of them occupied
by owners, 329 occupied by
tenants and 313 vacant. These
included vacant units for sea-
sonal use.

Lightning on the Links

Claps of distant thunder failed
to dampen Freddie’s determina-
tion to finish his round of golf.
But when the rain began to fall,
he took hasty refuge in a weath-
er shelter near the thirteenth tee.

Moments later, a bolt of
lightning struck the shelter and
knocked Freddie flat. For the re-
sulting injuries, he filed a damage
suit against the management of
the club.

“I realize the lightning itself
was an act of God,” he told the
court, “But they invited trouble
when they put that shelter where
they did. They put it right out in
the open, on high ground. No

wonder it was struck by light-
ning.”

However, the court decided
that Freddie had no case. Even
if the shelter’s location was less
than ideal, said the 'court, the
chance of such a freak accident
was still too remote to pin the
blame on the management.

“Lightning,” said the court, “is
inconsistent (and) inscrutable, It

is no respecter of persons, places |

or occasions.”

When a golfer pays his fee,

.| he is entitled to reasonably safe

conditions on the course. But, as

Freddie’s case illustrates, he does .

not get a guarantee of absolute
safety.

Nor can he blame the man-
agement for an injury that might
well be the fault of another
golfer.

Thus, the management was
held not liable when a golfer sat
down on a bench and it tipped
over. His argument was that the
bench had been placed negli-
gently on uneven ground. But the
court said there was no way of
telling whether the bench had
been put there by employees of
the club or by some other golfer.

On the other hand, the man-

‘| agement can indeed be held re-

sponsible for failing to ward off
foreseeable accidents. In another

case, a.golfer walking through
the parking lot was knocked
down by a wayward tee shot. As
it happened, balls flew that way
with considerable frequency. Yet,
no fence had been erected as-a
safeguard.

This time, the club had to pay
substantial damages to the vic-
tim. The judge said it was not
hard for the management to put
up a fence — and not hard to
foresee accidents if it didn’t.
