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A MESSAGE TO GRADUATES
Never in the history of mankind has youtíi been 

so vocal. We must try to understand the youth 
of today but they need desperately to try to 
understand the generations before them. Eric A 
Walker, president of Pennsylvania University 
recently gave a remarkable address to the grad­
uating class of that institution. It was so timely 
and pertinent and presented such refreshing view 
that we think it deserves repeating.

" Ladies and gentlemen of the graduating 
class, no one has more pride in your accom­
plishment than the elder generation. But I 
am not going to tell that older generation 
how bright you are. Nor am I going to  say  
we have made a mess of things and that you 
ate the hope of mankind.

I would like to reverse the process. For if you 
will look over into the bleachers, I will re­
introduce you to some of the most remarkable 
people ever to walk the ear th; people you 
might want to thank on this graduation day— 
your parents and grandparents.

Let me tell you about them.
These—your parents and grandparents—are the 

people who within just five decades have by 
their work increased your life expectancy by 
approximately 50 percent and who, while cut­
ting the working day by a third, have more 
than doubled per capita output.

These are the people who have given you a 
healthier world than they found. And because 
of this you no longer have to fear epidemics of 
flu, typhus, diptheria, smallpox, scarlet fever, 
measles or mumps that they knew in their youth. 
And the dreaded polio is no longer a medical 
factor, while tuberculosis is almost unheard of.

Let me remind you that these remarkable 
people lived through history's greatest depres­
sion. Many of these people know what it is to 
be really poor, what it is to be hungry and cold. 
And because of this, they were determined it 
would not happen to you, that you would have 
a better life, you would have food to eat, milk 
to drink, vitamins to nourish you, a warm 
home, better schools and greater opportunities 
to suceed than they had.

Because they gave 'jftrtTthe best, you are the 
tallest, healthiest, brightest, and probably ± e  
best looking generation to inhabit the land.

/Ind because of them, you will work fewer 
hours, learn more, have more leisure time, 
travel to mote distant places, and have mote

^  a chance to follow your life's ambition.
] These also are the people who fou ^ t man's 
grisliest war. They are die people who defeated 
the tyranny of Hitler, and who when it was all 
over had the compassion to spend billions of 
(tollais to help their former enemies rebuild 
meir homelands. And these are the people who 
had the sense to begin the United Nations.

It was representative of these two generations, 
who thtou^ die highest court of the land, 
fou ^ t racial discrimination at every turn to 
begin a new eta in civil ri^ ts.

They built thousands of high schools, trained 
and hired tens of thousands of better teachers, 
and at the same time made higher education 
a very real possibility for millions of youngsters 
—where once it was only the dream of a wealthy 
few.

And they made a start—althou^ a late o n e - 
in healing the scars of the earth and in fighting 
pollution and the destruction of our natural 
environment. They set'in motion new laws 
giving conservation new meaning, and setting 
aside land for you and your ch ilie n  to enjoy 
for generations to come.

While they have done all of these things, they 
have had some failures. They have not yet 
found an alternative for war, nor for racial hate.

Periiaps you, the members of this graduating, 
class, will perfect the social mechanism by 
which all men may follow their ambitions 
without the threat of force—so that the earth 
will no longer need police to enforce the laws, 
nor armies to prevent some men from trespas­
sing against odiers.

But they—these older generations—made more 
progress by the sweat of their brows than in any 
previous era, and don't you forget it. If your 
generation can make as much progress in as 
many areas as these two generations have, you 
should be able to solve a good many of the 
world's remaining ills. -----

It is my hope, and I know the hope of these 
tVo generations, that you find the answer to 
many of these problems that plague mankind.

But it  won't be easy. And you won't do it by 
negative thoughts, nor by tearing down or be­
littling.

You may and can do it by hard work, humility, 
lope and faith in mankind.

For Postal Service Faster Than Airmail

Editor's note: The Dry Devil's 
Philosopher on his bitterweed 
ranch on Dry Devil's R iv e r  
comes up with a new idea, not 
outs, for faster mail service. 
Dear editar:

According to an article I read 
in a newspaper last n i^ t which 
was three days old but still bet­
ter dian the re-run on televi­
sion, the Post Office Depart­
ment in Washington has worked 
out a speeded-up mail delivery 
system whereby it 'll guarantee 
an air-m ail letter will get to 
its destination in 24 hours with­
in an area not mote than 600 
miles away.

With the country now inter­
laced with good roads, any 
pickup truck can get to any 
point within 600 miles of here 
in far less than 24 hours. That­
'll beat airplanes all hollow.

Why haul mail say in New 
York City out to some distant 
airport, load it on a plane, fly 
it to Boston, land after waiting 
for air traffic to cleat, unload 
it at the airport there and haul 
it in to the post office, when 
you can back a pickup up to 
the first post office, load the 
mail on, and take off for the 
next city and be half-way 
there before an airplane can 
make up its mind to take off?

Under this new service, people 
in no hurry about their mail 
could stamp their letters AIR

MAIL and those in a hurry 
could stamp theirs PICKUP 
TRUCK. It would be the pres­
tigious thing to do.

If you tiiink this is a good 
idea, write the Postmaster 
General a letter now so he'll 
have plenty of time to get it 
before mid-summer.
