Texas homeowners who.have 
St. Augustine grass or Bermuda 
grass lawns which are turning 
yellow instead of growing 
thick and green should look for 
nitrogen and iron deficiencies 
in their soil.

The n i t ro g e n  deficiency 
causes a general yellowing of the 
lawn while the symptorns of 
iron deficiencies are yellow, 
bleached spots in the turf, ac­
cording to Al Novosad, Exten­
sion pasture and turf specialist.

He notes that iron deficien­
cies develop mainly in alka­
line soil and the upper Gulf 
Coast and parts of East Texas- 
are usually the only regions in 
the state tìiat don't lack iron.
For the most rapid and effec­

tive correction of iron deficien­
cies, No vppd recommends 
spray applications of iron che­
lates or iron sulfate. He points 
out that soil applications are 
also helpful, but warns that 
they may not correct severe 
iron deficiencies.

technique

phosphorus, and potassium 
should be applied in the early 
spring and again in the early 
fall to eliminate nitrogen de- . 
ficiencies, he advises. In addi­
tion to this he recommends ap­
plications of nitrogen as am­
monium nitrate or ammonium 
sulfate at 4-6 week intervals 
during the growing season.

The additional applications 
help to maintain vigor, color, 
and uniform growtfi of the grass, 
according to Novosad.

A soil test is extremely help­
ful in determining exact fertili­
zer needs, showing the need for 
lime, and indicating soil salin­
ity problems, but there are 
some general guidelines to fol­
low in fertilizing St. Augustine 
grass or Bermuda grass.

Novosad advises that the ap­
plications of the complete fer­
tilizers In early spring and fall • 
should be made so that tv.'o 
pounds of nitrogen are applied 
per 1, 000 square feet of lawn 
area. Examples of such appli­
cations would be 20 pounds of 
10-5-5 or 17 pounds of 12-12- 
12 per 1, 000 square feet, ^ \

The additional applications | 
during the growing season should! 
Ibe made so that approximately 
bne pound of nitrogen is ap- | 
|plied per 1. 000 square feet in | 
jeach application, he added.
I Examples of proper applica-

Postman vs. Home 
Owner

More often than not, the rela­
tionship between postman and 
home owner is a warm and friend­
ly one. But even into this sunny 
clime a little rain must fall. Such 
as. when the postman gets hurt 
and sues the home owner for dam­
ages.

i As a general rule, the home 
I owner is not liable if he is nptj 
: guilty of any negligence. Fo.- tyt- 
¡implc;

! A home owner w'as sued by-'a 
i postman who suffered a bad fall 
'when a rotting porch step suddenly 
leaved in. But a court found no 
¡liability. The judge pointed out 
that, since the rot was visible only 
frorri underneath, there was no 
reasonable way for the hon ; own­
er to have discovered the danger.

By contrast, take the following 
case: ' .s

A postman slipped and fell in 
the outer hallway of a home, be­
cause an excessive amount, of wax 
had been applied to the floor. This 
time, there being negligence on the 
part of the home owner, the court 
ordered him to pay the postman's 
claim.

I In terms of sheer frequency, the 
Number One hazard that the post­
man faces is a bite by the home 
owner’s dog. Many thousands of 
on-the-job bites are suffered .each 
year by mail carriers.

In such circumstances, the home 
ow ner is usually liable if the state 
has a “dog bite law." Under this 
law,' a dog’s mast--- may be held 
responsible for u bite not only 
when he was negligent but even 
when he was not negligent in any 
way.

If the state has no dog bite law, 
the home owner might still be 
liable—but only if he was some-' 
how to blame for the bite.

In one case, the owner of a 
Vicious dog did take the trouble 
to post a ‘̂ BEWARE OF DOG’‘ 
sign on. his front door. However, 
when a postman rang the bell to 
deliver a package, the man opened 
the door and permitted the dog 
to dash outside and bite the jjost- 
man in the leg.

A court duly imposed legal 
liability on the householder. The 
judge said posting the warning sign 
did not end his responsibility to­
ward those visitors who, like the 
postman, had a perfect right to 
come om i.the premises.
