i Pecan trees that have been 
defoliated by worms can be 
saved by liquid feeding in the 

¡ground. The leaves normally 
make and store food for the 
winter during the fall. The 
worms, by eating the leaves, 
deprive the trees of the stored 
food, thus making them weak. 
A hard freeze will kill the 
terminal growth and in some 
cases the whole tree. Next 
years pecan crop will be sever- 
ly damaged or lost.

Saunders Spraying Service has 
the equipment to force liquid 
feed into the ground under high 
pressure. This feed is immedi­
ately available to the roots and 
will off-set the loss of food 
caused bv worm defoliation.

Civil Rights For 
Cinderella?

At first glance, Mr. Harrison’s 
will seemed plain enough. It left 
his entire estate to his “children,” 
a word that obviously included 
his own three daughters. But did 
it also include his stepdaughter, 
the child of his second wife?

After a court hearing, the judge 
decided that the stepdaughter was 
just out of luck. He said the word 
“children” did not include step­
children unless the will expressly 
or impliedly said so.

This ruling illustrates that even 
today, in traditional areas of the 
law, our Cinderellas may still be 
treated like under-privileged mem­
bers of the family.

“Although it may appear un­
just,” commented one court, “we 
must take the law as we find it.” 

This applies not only to the 
right of inheritance but also to 
the right of support. In most 
states, the mere fact that a step 
child joins the family circle does 
not impose upon the stepfather 
any legal obligation to pay the 
upkeep.

As a practical matter, however, 
stepfathers generally do support 
their stepchildren— and may, of 
course, go through a formal adop­
tion ceremony.

Furthermore, especially in the 
newer fields of law, there is a 
growing tendency— sometimes by 
specific statutory enactment— to 
place stepchildren on an equal 
footing with natural children. 
Consider this case:

A factory worker was killed in 
an industrial accident. When his 
family put in a claim for work­
men’s compensation, the company 
readily agreed to pay the victim’s 
widow and young son. But it re­
fused to pay anything to his step­
daughter, even though she had 
been living for years as a regular 
member of the family.

However, when the matter was 
tested in court, the judge took 
note of the humanitarian purpose 
of the modern workmen’s com­
pensation system.

“Compensation is not inheri­
tance,” he said. “Its purpose is to 
give relief to dependents of one 
killed in industry.”

Thereupon the court ordered 
the company to pay a full share 
of compensation to the step­
daughter. since she 1), did indeed 
need relief and 2) was indeed a 
dependent.

Approximately 25 local 
ranchmen and range technicians 
plowed through wet rangeland 
to study progress in brush con­
trol and range management at 
the Experiment Station Monday.

With the heavy September 
rains followed by current mois­
ture, vegetation on the Station 
has made remarkable improve­
ment. Pastures where bmsh was 
dozed or rooqjlowed in the 
spring, followed by range seed­
ing, now have solid stands of 
grass.

Two new studies of intensive 
rotation systems on the Station 
were explained by Dr. Leo B.
Merrill, in charge. A seven 
pasture system places all of the 
livestock in one pasture for 21 
days, while the other six pas­
tures rest. Following grazing 
each pasture is completely 
rested for 126 days before be­
ing grazed again.

A four pasture system grazes 
all livestock on one pasture for 
four months, followed by one 
years rest. Both of the inten­
sive systems look very good at 
this time.

The group were accompanied 
on the tour by Dr. Charlie 
Fisher, head of Texas A&M’s 
bmsh research program. Dr.
Bob Ragsdale, Extension range 
specialist also accompanied 
the group.

Following the tour directors 
of the Edwards Plateau soil and 
water conservation district 
served a barbecue meal. At an 
election to select a director for 
Zone 3 of the District, Vestel 
Askew was reelected.

Traffic Regulations
Numerous changes have been 

made in the traffic safety laws, 
and some of the more significant 
ones in the Uniform Act Regu­
lating Traffic on Highways have 
been submitted by patrolman 
Larry Hill,

The law states that equipment 
necessary on every passenger 
car includes; horn, windshield 
wiper, mirror, seat belts (if 
anchorage was part of manu­
facturer's original equipment), 
brakes (service) (parking), muf­
fler, exhaust emission system 
(beginning with 1968 models, 
if  equipped) and 

Beam indicator (beginning 
with 1948 models), tail lamps 
(2) ; (1) if 1959 model or earli­
er, stop lamps (2); (1) if 1959 
model or earlier, license plate 
lamp, rear red reflectors (2), 
directional signals (beginning 
widi 1960 models) See 69(b) 
and head lamps (2).

—Passenger car 80 inches or 
more in widdi require direction­
al signals regardless of year 
model.

—Passenger car towing a house 
trailer must carry at least three 
flares and three red burning 
fuses, or three red electric 
lanterns, or three red emergen­
cy reflectors.

The same regulations cover 
every pickup, panel, bus or 
truck under 80 inches wide.

Additional information on 
all these and otiier regulations 
may be obtained from the local 
Department of Public Safety.
