A Bishop Looks at Life
A D R E A M  R E A L I Z E D

of this newly-found ancient 
palace together widi Dr. Nicolas 
Platon, senior Greek archeolo­
gist in charge of the excavation, 
and Mr. and Mrs, Leon Pomer-

Elm leaf Beetles 
Now Active
Homeowners with h i^ ly  val­

ued elm trees in their yards 
should keep a watchful eye on 
the trees to spot infestations of 
elm leaf beetles, suggests 
County Agricultural Agent D.
C. Langford.

The beetles are a serious pest 
of elm trees as they eat the 
surface of die leaves, leaving 
only the veins. The skeletoniz­
ed leaves turn brown and even­
tually fall from die trees. The 
damage weakens die trees and 
makes them more susceptible 
to borers that attack elms.

The adult beetles are oval and 
about a quarter of an inch long. 
They are yellowish to olive- 
green in color with a black 
stripe alqng each side of the 
wing covers.

The beetles lay yellow eggs 
on die undersides of elm leaves. 
Full-giown larvae are about 
half an inch long, dull yellow 
in color with black stripes on 
the back, and have a distinct 
black head.

Although many insecticides 
will kill the adult and larvae 
beetles, the major problem Is 
thorough coverage of infested 
trees, points out Langford.
Trees often have to be sprayed 
several times because diere 
are at least three or more gen­
erations of beetles a year.

High-pressure, hi^-volum e 
sprayers are necessary to com­
pletely cover the foliage.
Some degree of control can 
be obtained by spraying the 
trunk and lower limbs when the 
larvae move down to the 
ground to pupate.

For information dealing with 
chemical treatment of elm 
leaf beetles, single copies of 
L-199, "Texas Guide for Con­
trolling Insects on Ornamental 
Plants" are available at county 
Extension offices, adds Lang­
ford.

anee of Great Neck, Long Island 
who has helped to finance the 
project.

He wrote of the excitement he 
found " in the slow, painstaking 
recovery of the forgotten human 
past from the protecting, all- 
concealing earth." He made us 
want to see this relic of a bril­
liant period 3500 years ago!

This dream has now been 
realized.

We tried to make careful prep­
arations. A friend gave us a 
copy of Dr. Platon's handsome­
ly-illustrated book "Zakros" 
just published by Scribner's. We 
had a helpful interview in 
Athens with Dr. James Wiseman, 
of the University of Texas, who 
teaches at the School of Classi­
cal Studies and also supervises 
digs at Corinth and in Yugo­
slavia. We were formante to 
have some time vrith Dr. Stilia- 
nos Alexious, director of the 
Museum in Heraklion and over­
seer of all excavations on 
Crete.

After settling in the attractive 
and unspoiled resort town of 
Aghios Nikolaos, we secured a 
small car and began thru minor 
excursions to get tíre feel of a 
gear-shift machine on the 
Cretan mountain roads. Then 
we set forth on the three-hour 
journey to our goal.

The drive was often hair- 
raising but always beautiful. To 
one side were the mountain 
slopes covered with olive trees 
and occasional vineyards; on 
the other side we looked down 
on tíre waves as they crashed 
on the jagged coast.

Kato Zakro is a tiny fishing 
village with a population of 12 
persons. It is a secluded place, 
open to a spectacular harbor 
with protecting rocky arms on 
either side. As we drove down 
the last bit of bumpy, winding 
road we thou^t we had never 
seen a more beautiful place.
In our mind's eye we could see 
the ships of that Minoan king 
who once lived here as they 
sailed forth to Egypt, Asia 
Minor and the Greek main­
land.

All visits of this kind require 
informed imagination, and 
that is why preparation is so 
essential. While the excava­
tion is still incomplete, we 
could identify the great cen­
tral court of the palace, the 
central sanctuary, the apart­
ments for die king and queen, 
and many less important auxi­
liary rooms. Some other 
palaces found on Crete are 
larger, but already this exca­
vation covers 240, 000 square 
feet.

To see the advanced stage of 
artistic skill achieved at the 
palace it is necessary to visit 
the Zakros Room at the Her­
aklion Museum. Here the bits 
and pieces found at the dig 
have been put togedier by ex­
perts. The result is an impres­
sive display of such treasures 
as sancmary ihytons, vessels 
used for pouring rimal libations 
delicate chalices, pottery of 
exquisite shape and varied 
designs, and a frieze that once

Crq> Reports From 
Farmers Needed

During the last half of May, 
some 22, 000 Texas farmers 
will receive a crop acreage 
questionnaire from Charles E. 
Caudill, Agricultural Statisti­
cian for the Texas Crop and 
Livestock Reporting Service, 
Austin,

This information will be the 
basis for determining the plant­
ed acreage for the State of Tex 
as and for each county. There 
are 254 counties in Texas, and 
reports are needed from many 
farmers so that each county 
will be well represented. Ac­
curate estimates are of great 
importance to farmers in plan­
ning production and marketings 
and in providing an unbiased 
picture of Texas agriculture.

The Texas Legislature has 
provided a program of estimates 
for each county. Texas covers 
such a vdde area that State 
totals alone do not provide 
adequate information on Tex­
as' most basic industry—agri­
culture. This is a cooperative 
effort of USDA's Statistical 
Reporting Service and the Tex­
as Department of Agriculture.
