Sutton County Oil 
Wells Production

Sutton County oil wells have 
produced 2, 588, 444 barrels 
since recorded production be­
gan in 1948. The county in 
1971 produced 716 barrels a 
day for a total of 261,495 
barrels.

Texas cmde oil production in 
1971 topped 1 billion barrels 
for the seventh consecutive 
year as reserves fell toward 
the 13 billion barrel mark, 
according to a study by the 
Texas Mid-Continent Oil &
Gas Association.

Texas wells produced 1 ,210r 
818, 658 barrels last year, 
bringing the state's 82-year 
production total to 35.3  billion 
barrels. Reserves dropped 
172, 000 barrels.

"With producers unable to 
increase drilling activities, 
additional oil supplies in 
Texas hinge on recovering 
more oil from existing fields," 
Robert A. Buschman, Associa­
tion president, commented. 
Secondary recovery units in 
Scurry County contributed a 
major portion of the county's 
5. 5 million barrel increase in 
1971, which jumped the 
county to No. 1 in Texas.

Fourteen Texas counties 
produced more than 25 million 
barrels last year. The top 
three were Scurry, 73 million 
barrels; Ector, 69 million 
barrels and Andrews, 67 mil­
lion barrels.

The top three counties in 
cumulative production ate 
Gregg, 2 .2  billion barrels; 
Ector, 1 .7  billion barrels and 
Andrews, 1. 5 billion battels.

A Bishop Looks at Life 
Behind The Iron Curtain-

By E verett H. Jip es, Retired Biabop of the Episcopal O affch

Split, Yugoslavia—As I 
write this report it is early 
morning and I am looking 
from the window of tiiis mod­
em new hotel at the brilliant 
blue water of the Adriatic Sea. 
From several directions ferry 
boats are bringing their pas­
sengers from the near-by 
islands to the large port of this 
industrial city at the center of 
the famous Dalmatian coast.

To my left is the sprawling 
palace of the Emperor Diocle­
tian built in the late third 
century. It is really just the 
shell of die original majestic 
stmcmre; the scarred mins of 
the ancient walls ate now , 
filled with innumerable small 
shops, cafes, twisting passage­
ways, and a massive Roman 
Catholic Church whose bell 
tower dominates the scene.

Behind the palace area diere 
are new tall apartment build­
ings row on row, some just 
finished and others under con­
struction. Furdier behind 
as the mountains begin to rise 
from the coast, huge cement 
plants belch forth their pollu­
tion as they create a product 
much in demand in this de­
veloping country.

I paint this picmre because 
it tells much about Yugoslavia 
today. As we have travelled 
by car from the Italian border 
on the north to the Albanian 
border on the south, this is 
what we have seen: a coast 
line of 400 miles said to be 
the most beautiful in Europe, 
fringed by a series of islands 
on one side with towering 
mountains rising almost im ­
mediately on the other; shiny 
new hotels built and being 
built to house die waves of 
tourists now arriving; a strange 
mixture of relics from the past 
(old castles, churches, and 
fortifications) and also the 
latest products of the modem 
world.

It is hard to realize we are 
behind the Iron Curtain. The 
border formalities were brief 
and simple. Our first night 
was spent in Opatija, famous 
for a century as a healdi re­
sort, where there seemed to 
be more tourists than natives.

We 
have especially enjoyed a few 
days on the island of Sveti 
Stefan (St. Stephen) where a 
former pirate stron^old and 
fishing village has been trans­
formed, with imaginative 
ingenuity, into a modem 
hotel.

One who is here for the first 
time is impressed with the 
attractiveness of the people. 
They are good-looking, warm­
hearted, outgoing. Many of 
the men have die handsome 
manliness the world has come 
to know thm pictures of Mar­
shall Tito. While there is no 
show of affluence, the people 
generally are happy, wel 1- 
clothed, and well-fed.

It should be added that the 
Dalmatian coast is the most 
prosperous part of the repub­
lic, and the standard of living 
is not the same in die interi­
or, especially in the wild, 
rugged mountains which make 
up so large a part of the land 
area.

With all that President Tito 
has done in the last 27 years 
he still has serious problems 
—some of these will be dis­
cussed in our next and final 
travel report.

Sutton County for seventeen 
years has been most generous 
in its support of the programs 
of the American Cancer So­
ciety, but this year giving has 
not come up to expectations.
