South American
Land Study Told
By Dr. Leo Merrill

Dr. Leo B.Merrill, InCharge
at the Texas A&M Agricultural
Experiment Station, has retum-
ed from Beni, Province of
Bolivia, South America, where
he was asked to make a land
study for a ranch group. The
group who were interested in
the purchase of land, consulted
Dr. Merrill asking him to make
a general study of the land and
its grazing possibilities.

Dr. Merrill reported that the
grassland area was mostunusual
in comparison to the Edwards
Plateau region. He said the
grass—"if it could be called
grass" —is at least four feethigh
due to the 72-inch average
rainfall. However, the cattle
are poor, he added, as the
grass suffers mineral shortages,
providing little strength.

Numerous mosquitoes and
various parasites help keep
disease incidences high among
the cattle. The diseases in-
clude hoof and mouth, anthrax
and rabies caused by bites of
vampire bats. Producers vac-
cinate the cattle twice yearly
for rabies.

Stockmen are trying to im-
prove the quality of cattle by
crossing with the Zebu breed.
Calves are not sold as is the
custom here, since producers
do not sell until the animal
weighs 800 pounds. Dr, Merrill
reports that cattle do not attain
this weight until about the
fourth year. i

In this particular area there is
no railroad, and the meat has
to be flown out in big freighter
planes, since the planes have
to fly about 20, 000 feet up.

The country, with head
waters of the Amazon River,
has six months of dry weather
and six months of rainy weather
with August being one of the
driest months. "Anything less
than nine inches, is considered
a dry month", Dr, Merrill

Grounds for Arrest

Two policemen, cruising in a

" “narcotics neighborhood,” saw

a man emerge {f6man apart-

yment house and head for a wait-

ing taxicab. After a quick glance

ip and down the street, he en-
tered the cab.

Their suspicions aroused, the
officers approached the cab and
—although they had no warrant
—-placed the man under arrest.
Sure enough, he was carrying
a quantity of heroin.

But when the case came to
court, the judge held the arrest
unlawful and the evidence inad-
missible. He said the police had
no right to act on what was little
more than a hunch.

Under most narcotics laws, of-
ficers may arrest without a war-
rant only if they have ‘“reason-
uble grounds” for suspecting a
1. . . .

} violation. This means something
more than a vague feeling that
something is amiss.

Even a tip from an informer
may not be enough. Thus:

A narcotics user told police he
had gotten his supply from a
certain “Joe” at a certain ad-
dress. Police found and arrested
Joe, but again the arrest was
held improper.

Reason: the police had no
prior experience with this par-
ticular informer, hence no spe-
cial reason to consider him trust-
‘lworthy, hence no “reasonable
grounds” for making the arrest:

By contrast, a court upheld an
arrest when the informer had re-
peatedly turned out to be right
in the past.

Of course, direct observation
by officers may also provide ade-
quate grounds for an arrest. For
example:

A narcotics agent listening at
the door of an apartment heard
incriminating statements by the
two men inside. Meanwhile, an-
other agent peering through a’

window saw them pouring white .

powder into typical heroin con-
tainers.

These circumstances were
enough, a court ruled later, to
support the agents in making an
arrest.

“A prudent man would be
justified,” said the court, ‘““in be-
lieving that a violation of the
narcotics law was being com-
mitted.”

Screwworm Disaster

June, 1972 was, of course, a
| Grade-A screwworm disaster.

| How bad it really was can be
gleaned by a comparison with
the same month in other years
which reveals that the past
month wasn't just " the worst"
but worse than all others com-~
bined.

The latest June saw 16, 131
cases confirmed at the Mission
Lab as opposed to only 10, 122
during the last 10 Junes alto-
gether.

Virtually all the cases, as
usual, were in Texas—15, 889
of them. The worst previous
month was an even 8, 300 cases
in 1962.

Arizona also had its most
severe June, 186 infestations
compared to 104 in 1968, the
second most severe outbreak.

Led by five counties with
more than 500 cases each, 166
Texas counties harbored screw-
worms during the months. Nine
counties had from 400 to 499
outbreaks reported. Sutton
County reported 167 confirmed
cases during June.

County Agent D.C. Langford
says ranchers are encouraged to
continue to report screwworm
cases.

EARLY WARNING OF STORM

volume, make a certified copy,|:

Anytime you go boating, even for
a short period of time, take along a
small radio. Pocket-size will do.

Follow this habit, despite the fact
that you will boat in an area with
which you are thoroughly familiar,
and you plan a strictly, pleasure-boat
ride.

Make it a must to take along a
radio anytime you dedicate a day to
fishing—and definitely if you’re plan-
ing to be out all night.

Why drag along a radio when
you're going outdoors primarily to
get away from things?

Well, one reason is that the radio
could be worth its weight in gold, to
you. A radio is fine for entertainment
—but its wonderful as a weather
indicator.

A weather indicator?

No station broadcasts weather
warning all day long!

Maybe not, but the static you com-
plain about, is in many cases advance
warning of an approaching storm.
There are other reasons for static
too, but those loud flashing, sputter-
ing, heavy blasts of ear-splitting
static reflect lightening in the area.

Static Is Your Cue

Not all static is indicative of a
storm. Some comes from nearby elec-

‘for shore,

tric transmission lines or faulty or
ungrounded electrical equipment in
operation. But sudden bursts of static
are warning signs. A radio reacts to
lightening long before you can see
flashes.

To you who are afloat loud static
is a warning to “look for storm
clouds”. As the static gets louder and
more frequent it’s admonishing you
to up anchor, get moving and head

Many of us get so engrossed in our
fishing that we are not very observ-
ing of what’s happening about us.

Any storm can be dangerous, but
if it’s coming from the direction you
have to travel it’s doubly dangerous.
In that event you’re not racing with
it but against it. And one thing for
sure is—you can’t outrun a 30-mile
wind backed by a heavy rain and still
drive the boat safely.

So, start early, be extremely care-
ful on the way back—and tie down
securely in your dock or on your
trailer.

There’s nothing safer than shore
when y-u’re in a heavy thunderstorm,
unless it’s inside a solidly built
weatherproof structure.

Above all, don’t gather under a
tree. It’s the most unsafe place to
be in a thunderstorm.
